Dcncath thc high altar sat thc Itoman
g.Trnor, .1U l.lo Wll.l An aillipr tintlll '
before thcm raved thc accuscrs, whilc

within stood in silent mcckncss thc divino
Victim. Ncar Pilate knelt a pago, with
a bowl of watcr in onc hand, and a nap-ki- n

in tho other, that this arbitcr of life
and dcath might clcansc his hands of
guilt. The whole seene bctraycd an

in attitudc andemotiou bcttcr
suitcd to thc drama than tho solemnity
of tho occasion.

In thc church of San Franciseo thc
slondcr trccs of Octhscmane east their
still shadows ovcr the knccling form of
tuc bon ot uod. l(y his siue stood an
angcl with that cup which might not pass
away. ln tho grcat Cathedral, thc sum-m- it

of Cavalry, with tho cross and thc
crowd, rose in solemn gloom. In San
Pcdro, tho lloman guard, with drawn
swords, kcpt their grim watch ovcr tho
tomb. Tho moral cfTcct of all thesc

in a Protestant community would
bo to impair tha awful roality i anil ovcn
hcro they appcarcd to inspirc but a quaU
ificd revcrcnco.

Tho confectionaries, the t'ruit-stall- the
wine-sliop- thc billiard'tablcs, wcre all
thrown open, and werc fillcd by crowds
ciddy with tho cxcitcmcnt of the joyous
transition. Mothcrs playcd with their
infants ; maidcns twincd jcssaminc-flowcr- s

in their locks; childrcn fircd off their
crackcrs ; cripples ncglcctcd their crutch
cs : creditors fonrot their insolvcnt dcbt
ors, and evrn the barcfooted monk,
passcd you without souciting charity
Ho strodo on, indcpcndent asa lord.

Tho jubilution
continued through tho wholo of last night.
Kvening fouud tho living tidcs nf tho
city upon the grcat publiu .(uaro.
