delined. The appearance where they

Our ohservation of the lower limbs was
not sufficiontly olose to allow ws to say
much concorning their shape, But all
the toes ind been broken of from one fbot,
and the sppearance neross the fracture
was exnotly as ifn mass of clay were
broken soross, there being no indieation
of bones, ax ought to be the case in o gen
(uine petrifhotion.  The stone of which if
was formed, was somowhat orumbly like
sun-driod olay and quite light.  The color
on the surfaee was mmﬁ- darker than
within, as if it had been rabbed over with
bloa elay, This color was very superfi-
cinl, n& the finger nail could take it off
On the supposition that the petrifsetion
was o manufaotured one, the character of
the stone would explain why snch a po-
sition was given to the arms and hauds,
us they would have been very linble 1o
broakage if not placed in contact wilh
the body, and it would have been impose
ble to have woll earved the ivside of
hianid out of suoh materinl.

It i hard to belicve that such a ohild
conld have died in the position assumed
by the Indian Boy. T':n roundoeas o
the body and face showed that it lind not
wasted by disense,  The position did not
wnlieate n vinlent death, Besides it |
well known that savages never bhury bod
issat such n depth that they will not
rapidly deeay, il they bury them at all

O the wholie, anr obhservations con
vinted us that the wonderful potrified
Indinn Boy is hut o descendant of the
Cardiflf Giant, carved by somoe  skillfin
attist, for the L.urpm-" of making money
Others may take a differont view ; bui
we have stated the reasons lor the result
at which wa have nrrived ns clearly ay
wo eonld, which result i, that this tean.
