That the raising of revenus,
whethor by tariff or otherwise, shall be
recoguized and troated as the people's
inmediate business, to be shaped and
directed by  them, through their repre.
sutitatives in Congress, whose action the
President must ucither overrule hy his
veto or attempt to dictate nor presumo to
punish by bestowing office ouly, on those
who agree with him or withdrawing it
tfrom 1hose who do not.

Sixth, That the publie lands must be
sacredly reserved for ocoupation, aud ‘ae-
yaisition by cultivators and pot reckle
Iy sy wndurad on the projectors ol rails
roads, fur which oue people have no
present peed, and the promature constrie.
