LEGISLATURE—IIE 15 FINALLY SHOT 0y

The President of Bolivia, Gen. Augus.
tin Morales, was killed on the night of
Nov. 27 last, io a personal conflict which
he provoked whilo in & state of fntoxiea-
tion. For some months past Morales hud
been on bad terms with the Legislative
Assembly of Bolivia, the disagreement
arising from vnrions causes, among which
might be noted ag a privoipul tha desis
entertained by the murdered chieltain to
obtain whsolute [.ﬂ\----riu:l of the immenye-
Iy waluuble mines known as the Xulingas,
hoping thas to izsure his future prospecis,
and basiog his nspirations opon an ol
legod breach of the misiog laws of 1
livia on the part of the propristors of e
Lreasurs, Cougrc.-‘.-! had ducitlc‘jly mai i-
fested an opinion contrary to that ¢ e.
pressed by the President, and an opin
rupture was apprehended,  On the 24
of November, boing the auniversary of
the overthrow of Melgarejo, he had vx-
ceeded his usunl libations, avd in that
state went to tho halls of Congressto ue
his personal iufluence over the members
to induce them to sanotion his projuect
nbout certain mines, Fioding them pot
inelined to yiweld, he upbraided them in
the most insalting language, but finaily
was induced to retire. While tho mem-
bars were discussing the behavior of the
Progident aa afficer and a  fiw tuOpnTS
made their appenrance at the doors, Al
the members stood at their posts and we o
not to be iotimidated. Morales, findi g
that Congress did oot dissolve,bocame v
riged at every one near him,  [le e -
encd to have his Chiel Minister shot, o 1
the Minister took refuge at the Unitid
States Legation.  Putting the troops ui-
der arms, he then procceded to the Cup-
ital nnd declared the Lsgislatare at oo
end, This step inspired profuund disg 1
in the Presidentinl Cabinet.  The Mini-
ters rosigued, with the exception of Gon,
Sanginez, who was rewarded for his con-
stanay with the position of I' ime Coun-
selor to the falling power. The populir
agitation continued : groups were larmod
in the streets, and dispersed by the mili-
tary. Morales, io his paluce, gave him-
self up to debanchery and rage. Hewos
constantly in fear of assassination.

On the 25th of November the Pre-
dent was still under the same influene:
At 0 o'clock on the evening of that duy,
his nephew, Commander lLa Faye, coe
tered the room where the President w.s
conversing with his daughter and read o
letter, which had been discovered in the
building. procceding from some unknown
individual, [In this letter the Presides
was informed that, during that samo night,
his aids-de-camp proposed takivg him
prisonor. Touched on his tender #pot,
the timidity of Morales was instant!s
converted into fury, He rushed to the
saloon, where his sids wore passing the
hours away in rocambor, the whist of
South Ameriea, aod, addressing them in
the most violeut mannor, expressed his
entire want of confidence in their fideliry.
In vain the aids-de.camp remonstrated
with the infuriated President ; in vais
his nephew, La Faye, implored him to
desist from iusulting gratuitously tho ki
friends romninivg to bim ; in vain il
daughtor of tho doomed man begged hir
to retire; all was usecless; blows, ef
thets, and curses were showered upon b
officors by the Pre<ideat, absolutely bo
side himsell’ with wine and anger. Two
of the nids reccived these insults withour
reply ; bat La Faye, enraged and hamili-
ated by the outrage, drew his revolye
and, firing six shots at Gen. Morales, in
ficted six wounds on bis vietim—oue in
the faoe, two in the broast, sud three in
the head. Morales remained standin:
until the last shot was discharged, and
theo, turning slowly round, fell into th
arms of his danghter, who gently and
sorrowfully conveyed him to 4 sofl, whore
