substanco, is comprosscd in thowhiil
aud das'icd against all objccts with tho
forco of a thousand battoriug rams. An
cxplosion ol' guopowdcr is tncroly tbo
relcaso of pcnt-u- p gascs, thcmsolvos of
great tcnuity, but proJucing tho known
rcsults by tho spccd of thcir iuitial motion.
Watcr, a poft, yielding body iu its quics-cc-

statc, is capablo of lifting up btoncs
hundrcds of tons in wcight and hurling
tlicm M" upon tbo bcacb. in all tbcso
cases tho foroo oftho first impact supplics
tbo want ol solidity in tho matcrials
which do tho mischicf; as is again illus-tratc- d

by tho familiar cxpcrimcnt of
shooting a tallow candlo through a board.
A nriori, thcro is nothing in tho lcast
surprising in thc accounts rcceivcd of thc
lowa whirlwind. It could toar up trocs
and blow down tho strongcst housos and
bcar haman bcings, cattlc, hogs, shccp,
and evcrytbiug elso in its path, through
tho air for a quartcr or half a milo or any
othcr distance.

mandcd a corps, and bccn woundcd, but
if aftcrward transfcrrcd to rcgular army
and rctircd, ho would havc only tho last
rank ho hold, which micht bo that of a
licutcnant, Thcro arc six officers rctircd
as brigadicrs. Thcy includo tho officcr
wboso tatbcr, bcing a promincnt scnator,
obtaincd tho passago of this act. No ono
of tho six hcld highcr voluntcer rank
when woundcd than coloncl, whilo thrco
of thcm wcro captains and ono n licutcn-
ant in tho rcgular army. Thcrc aro 15
rctircd as coloncls, all of thcm wero

rcgimcnts whcn woundcd, ecvcu
held rcgular commissions, two as majors,
tbo balanco as captaius ; tho otbcrs wcro
voluntcers. Ono man has a good thing,
his rccord showing ouly four months' scr-vic- o

in tho ficld. Thoro aro four ls

rctircd; ono of thcso was a
first licutcnant of rcgular cavalry, aud
tho others voluntccrs of the grado of
licutcnant-colonc- l, major andcaptain,

Thero aro thrcc majors from
tho voluntcers. Tho list givcs 33 cap-tain-

only Ecven of whom wcro in regular
commission whcn woundcd. Klcvcn wero
licutcnants commanding companics whcn
woundcd. Thero aro thrcc licutcnants
on tho list, ono beiug oftho lowest grade.
It is cvidcnt that a largo proportioti ol
thcso retircments aro tho l'avorablo cffecta
of political influcnce, as tho largcr majori-t- y

aro from voluntcers transfcrrcd to the
rcgular army for a bricf ppaco, and thcn
sent to civil lifo with good pay. In all,
thcro aro i l olbccrs thus rctircd. ilo- -

sidcs thcsc, thcro aro thrco gcncral offiiers
epccially rctircd by act ot (Jongrcss at
highcr grado than that hcld by commis-

sion whcn woundcd. These aro llcintzel- -

man (as major gcncral), and Gcns. Pan!
and ltoss, rctircd as brigadicrs.
