is morc ncedful to homo tban all tbc
spotlesancsa that cver shooc. Their

to wagc war upon maculatcncsa
of any sort increases until thoy bccomo
slaves oftho broom and dust-pa- Ncat-
ness is one thing, and a statoof pcrpctual
house-clcanio- g quito another.

Out ot thia growa by decrecs tho feel- -

ing that ccrtain things and apartmcnls
are too goou lor datly use. llencc,
chairs and Bofas aro covcred, and rooms
shut up, saved for special occasion, when
thoy a,ro pormittcd to reveal their violat- -

ed Bicredncss in a manner tbat niars
every prctenso of hospitality, Nothing
should bo bought which is considered too
fino for tho fullcst domcstio appropnation.
Far bettcr is tho plaincst fuiniturc, on
which tbo children can climb, than
satin and damask wbich must bc
viewed with reveronee. Wbero anything
is rcacrved or sccludcd, to disguiso tho
fact ia cxtrcmcly difficult. A chilly air
wrapsit round,and tho repulaion nfstrango.
ncss is cxpcrienccd by thc most insen
siblo.

Thero are few persons who havo not
visitcd houscs whcre they have been

to tho company parlor. They
must remombcr how uncomfortable thoy
wore whilo sitting in it; how thoy found
it almo.'t impossible to bo at oase, and
miinly for the rcason that their host
and hostess wcro not thcmsclves at caso.
Tbo cluldreu wcro watchcd with lynx
eyes, lcast thoy should disnlaco or soil
somcthing; so that cntcrtainment of
fricnds becomo very much a eocial discip-lio- t.

If a Vandcrbilt
should quietiy release his hold of tho
vast railroad intercsts now in his haods,
and should nevctmore show his face in
Wall strcct, ho would practically shrink
into u. noncntity. If a Stowart should
retiro to cnjoy his pilcd-u- millions in
tho quict reposo of his palacc, hc would
ceaso to be an objcct ot intcrcst to any
body. It is undcniably truc that thcrc
is nobody in Amcrica who has so hard a
timo as tho man of lcisuro. Tho man
who ha.s nothing to do, and nobody to
hclp him to do nothing, may propcrly bo
counted among tbc tinfortuuatc classcs,
without regard to tho amount of woalth
ho posaesses. 1 hia is, doubtlcss, the rca
son why so many who retiro from a life
of profitablo labor como back, aftcr a few
montbs or ycars, to their old baunts and
old pursuits. They sco that thc momcnt
they count thcmsclvcs out of activo life,
tbcy aro counted by tbcir old acquaint
anccs out o tbe world. ihcy bccomo
mcre loafera and hangers on ; and a ccr
tain scnsc ol vagabondago dcprcsscs
them, Tho climate ia stimulating, timc
hanea hcavv on their hands, bubinc?s is
cxciting, busincss assuciations aro coogcn
ial and attractive ; and eo tboy go back to
their iadustrica, nevcr to leavo thcm again
till sickness or death or old ago rcmovcs
thcm Iroin tho theatrc of their cfibrts.

In Europo wo know that thc caso ia
widely diffcrcnt. The number of mcn
who livo upon their cstatia estates
cithcr won by by trado or inhnrited
from rich anecstors ia very largo, whilc
thoso who havo sinall, fixcd incomcs,
which tboy nevcr uudertako to incrcasc,
ia largcr still. Thc Knglishman of lcis-

uro who cannot livo at homo on his
gocs to the ('ontinent, and sccks a

for buiser life. Indecd the trades-mc- n

who aro activo around him aro look-

cd down upon as sojial inferiors, on
account of they that they aro under tho
nscessity of work, Work is not a gcn-te-

thing to do, unlcss it bo done in an
oflice or profcssion. g and
labor of tbo hands are accounted vulgar.

It secms impoasiblo to concludo tbat
tho man of leisuro can cvcr holda dcsira- -

ble position whero labor holda its lcgiti- -

roaie possition. wo wish tho American
could have moro lcisuro than he has. It
would iu many rcspccts, bo well for socio- -

ty that men who havo propcrty enough,
and tcn times moro thau enough, should
retiro from activo lifo to mako placo for
others rathcr than go on aceumulating
gigantio fortunes which bccomes cursea to
tbeir owncra and tho community. Aftcr
all if idlcnesa can only bo made rcspccta
blo and desirablo by making labor vul
gar, wo trust that tbo American gcntlo
man of leisuro will bo aa raro in tho
futuro as ho has boen in tho past.

Wo aro glad on tho wholo, that evcry
American deema it esscntial to belong to
eoBiebody, to bolong to somcthing, to
sustain somo activo relation to eome

or cnterpriso' or charity, to be
counted ia at somo point among tbe uso
ful forces of aociety. Ilo ia tho bettcr
and the happicr for it, and he helpa to
sustain the honor and of all
thoso with whom labor is a constact
nccessity.
