Natural vulgarity ia ol'ten lit
tlo moro than a want of knowlcdgo of
tno usages ot society or an mbrcd lnJeh
cacy of mind. Tho vulgarity of affccta'
tion ia unfoundcd assumption and ill
timcd display. Of tho Drst dcscription
Dickcns has givcn us a typo in tho
character of hia well known, "Sairoy
uatnp," who, in his own clcgant lan
guagc, "kept a bottlo cn tho chimbloy.
piccc, and took a sip when sho fclt so
disposcd." And Mba Austin prcscnts us
with an cxamplo of tho bccond, in that
cloverly-draw- n pcrsonago, Mrs. Elton
who, aftcr much ostcntatious boasting
about her grand rclations at Maplo
Urovc, ctlects cxtrcme surpriso on und
iog tbat a lady who had onco bcen a
govcrnos8 should actually "provo to bc
geutlowoman !"

No
nation is more intrinsically vuigar than
tho English.
