That Bunker Hill Powder.

Pvery good studcnt of history has
loarncd that tho battle of Uunkcr Hill
was lost to thc Amcricans chiefly bccauso
thoy had not cnough powder.

Tho kinn havinc opposcd, by cvcry
mcans in his powcr, tho manufacturo of
munitions ol war in tbo colomcs, tho
patriots at first found great difficulty in
proeuring ammunition ; and tho supplics
for tho carly part of tho war wcro obtain-c- d

in sueh adventurous ways that accounts
of thcso cxploits nre very intcrcsting.
Indccd, a portion ofcvcn tbe scanty stock
which our peoplo had at liunkcr XI iil had
bccn brought ovcr tho sea to bo uscd
against tho cncmics of Orcat liritain.

I havo only rcccntly fouud out just
how tbis powder camo to do servico for
tho patriots, instead of their Jiritish

; and, being quito suro that tho
etory has novcr bcon fully told, L havo
undcrtakcn its rccital for tho plcasuro ol
the numberlcss young patriots who rcad
St. Nicholas.

Adjoining tho towu of llyc, in New
Hampshirc, and dircctly north of its
notcd beach, is tho town of Newcastlc.
On tho sito of tho prcscnt Fort Constitu-tio- n

in this town thcro was, in tho days
of tho Rcvolution, a quito formidablo
work called "Fort William and Jlary."

No visit from a forcign cncmy being
otiticipatcd, tho fort was manncd at this
timo by a captain and fivo privatcs only.
A wcak garrison, surcly ; but it was d

that, in caso of daoger, tho (riends
of King Ocorgo in tho noighborhood
would amply reinforco tho guard, cvcn
WtUb ihuiu uwl ,:- - i'.- - , l. crnor, Wcntworth, to bring tho militia to
tho rcscuo. As to any serious attack by
disaffcctcd inhabitants, it was too bold
an aet for belicf ; and if it wcro possiblo,
in any caso, that thc tnilitia should provo
insuffieicnt, General Gage, with thrco
thousand rcgulars, was iu lioston, and n
liritish flect was in its harbor.

What subject, howcvcr rebcllious,
would daro to touch his Jlajesty's pro-pert-

or its custodians, under theso
Tho aet would bo treason,

and the life and possessions of tho offend-o- r

wculd bo forfeited ; and who could
savo him from tho kinc's hand 7 Pro- -

bably not cvcn tho most ardcnt patriot
thought of it, until I'aul llovcro camo
riJing into town ono cvcning.

Tho ncws he brought was startling.
An order had como from tho king that
all military storcs in tho colonies should
bo scizcd at oncc.

Jlajor John Jjangdon (afterwards gov-crno-

tho samo cvcning rcceived a call
from his fricnd, Uaptain Thomas Pick-crin-

Aftcr tho compliments of tho
hour had bccn passed, tho Captain sur-pris-

his fricnd by an invitatiou to
him to Fort William and Jlary

to tako a glass of wino with its command-cr- .

"lt will not do," replicd tho Jlajor,
cautiously cvading a dcclaration of his
own scntimcnts ; "it will uot do under
the prcscnt staio of public affairs."

Maior Langdon's sympathies wero with
his opprcssed countrymcn ; and ho rcvolt-:- d

at tho idca of rnceiving tbo hospitali-tic- s

of ono whosc duty it might bo on thc
morrow to bhoot dowu his gucsts as focs
ofthc governmcnt.

Captain Pickering next disclosed a n

of sccuring thc arms and ammunition
of tbo fort ; ehowing his purpose to bo
quito othcr than tho invitation indicatcd.

"If twcnty-eigh- t liko oursclvcs could
bo found," said he, I would undcrtako
to lcad in tho capturo."

To this purpofo Jlnjor Laogdon hearti-l- y

nsscntcd,
licforo noon of tho noxt day a drum

and fifo wcro sounding about town to briug
tho pcoplo togethcr : and tho order ofthc
king for eccurinp; tho ammunitiou was
tnado knowu Tho cffcct of this news
was incrcased by a rcport that tho artncd
vesscls "Scarborough" nnd "Cauccaux"
wero on their way from lioston with
liritish troops to posscss thc fort and hold
tho towu in awc.

When Govcrnor Wcntworth hcard of
this mccting of tho citizcus, ho warncd
them against committing any rash act :

and as tho peoplo soon disperscd, it was
supposed that nothing would como ol the
meeting. 15ut this was a inistako.

A litlloliBforo twclvo that night it
was tho fourtcenth of Decctnbor, 1774
tho ncarly full moon lookcd down upon
soiuo two hundrcd mcn sottinn out in
boats from PorlMtiouth wharves, and
heading lor Newc.'iKtlo.

Ilalf-aU'ho- later thpir boats grounded
near tho island, aud thc nicu wadcd
ashoro through tho shallow watcr, which
froze upon their clolhing. Yet tho land-in- g

had been so quiet that no attention
was attraclcd at tho fort. Captain Pick-erin-

being in advanco of tho othcrs,
ssaled tho grassy rampart unattcndcd,
and seizing tho scntincl with ouc hand
and bis gun with tho other, ho demanded
cilcnco on pain or instant dcath.

Crowds of mcn wero now clambcring
up tho walls; acd, lcaving tho scntinel in
their chargc, tho leadcr hastcnod on to
tho quartcrs of tho comtnaudant. Ho
cntercd the room bcforo that oflicer was
fairly awakc, annouuoing tn him that tho
fort was capturcd jod he a prisoner. Ho
had proviously been warncd tbat an attack
upou tlio (ort was meditatcd, ypt his gar
rison was nnt on thc alcrt ; and ho at
onco suriendorcd to tho only man that ap
pcared. Ho L'avo his sword to Captain
1'ickeriug, who polilcly rcturnod it, say

"You aro a gentlciuan, and thall rctain
your nilo.artiiH.

Pickcrui" turnt'd In loave him. when
tho dUhonorablo officor, having him at
disadvuntagc, ninied a blow ut hiu captor
with tho word which had that minuto
bccn rcstorcd to him. ltut tho muscular
patriot parricd tho blow wilh his artn,
und then, not deigning to draw his own
sword, fclled tho uiiscrc-an- t to tho grouud
with his clcnchcd hand. His folluwcrs
wcro now at the door, and thn fallon of-
ficor was placcd under guard. Tho rem- -

nant of tho garrison gavo no trouble.
Tho military 6torcs wcro now sought

out ; and, in tho carliest light of morning,
ninciV'Sovcn barrcls of powder wcro car-ric- d

on board tho scows and gondolas,
nnd takcn up tbo rivcr.

On tho soventcenth of Juno the battle,
which liunkcr Hill monumcnt comraemo- -

ratcs, was fought upon tho hcights of
Charleston. Two Now Hampshiro reci
mcnts wcro thcre, under tho command of
Colonols Stark and Hecd They wero
nostcd on tho lcft wing, bchind a foaco,
irom which they cut down wholo ranks of
tho liritish as thoy advauced up thc
thcre. As I havo bcforo statcd, it was a
portion of tho powder takcu from tho fort
at Ncwcastlo that supplicd thcir firo that
day ; and, probably, othcr trojps than
thoso of tho Graoito Stato wcro furnishcd
fioin this providcntial stock,

Cathcrino II. of Uussia
was 33 when sho Boizcd tho cmpiro of
ltussia, and captivatcd thc dashing
young Orloff. Up to tho timo of her
dcath (at 07) she sccnis to havo rctaincd
tho eame bewitching powcrs, for the
lamcntations wero heartfclt umong all
thoso who had cver known hcr pcreonally.
Mlle. Jlars, tho tragcdienno, only attoincd
the zcnith of hcr beauty ond powcr

40 and 45, when tho lovclincss of
hcr hands and arms espccially was cele-

bratcd throuhout Kuropc. Jlmo.
llccamicr was 38 when she was without
disputo dcclarcd to bo tho most beautiful
woman in Kuropc, which rank fho hcld
for 15 ycars.

Tho
question was long sinco raiscd, whcther
traccs of human cxistanco had bccn, or
wcro to bo. fouod in tbo sand and grnvel
of tho y or Diluvial pcriod,
which immediatcly precccdcd tho prcscnt.
Somo aflirmcd tho finding of such remains
in thosc, and tbo contcmporancous dcpcs-it- s

of ccrtain cavcs, wbilo most gcologists

Some twenty ycars ago, howovcr, Jl.
llouchcr do Pcrthcs discovercd a quanti-t- y

of rudo stono implements, in tho Dilu-
vial gravol-bcd- s of Abbovillo in tho val-le- y

of tho Somme, in iutimato connection
with tho boncs of roammoths. This di.
covery attracting much attention.in 185S
tbo Frcnch Acaderay of Scienccs scnt to
tho Bpot a committco of invcstigatioo,
composed, bo it not forgottcn, of mcn

ekcptical as to tho fact at issue,
This committco, strcngthcned by tho

of scvcral Koglishgeologists.work.
cd long and carcfully at its task, and tho
Acadcmy's discussions upon its rcporls
wero carnrst and thorough ; yet tbo rc-

sult was tho complcto confirmation orDe
Pcrthes' reputed discovcries ond or Ihe
conclusions bo had drawn thircfroin. r

was confuted ; tho existcnco or man
iu tbo diluvial period was cstabliebcd.
Similar diicovcrics in tho opcn country
and cavcs of Gcrmany, Spain, Italy, Kog-lao-

Delgium and cspecially France, fol
lowed in rapid succcssion.

Tho Balloon "Zonith" Disastor.

JI Croco-Spincl- and M Sivcl, tho
Frcnchmcn who rcccntly loit thcir lires
in tho balloon Zcnith, which asccndcd
from a point near Paris, wcro victims to
an ambition to ascond boyond tho point
at which it is possiblo for tho air to sup
port human lifo, about 5500 raclcrs, or
ncarly 18,000 fcct, thcir plan bcing to
carry with them littlo vcstcls of oxygcn
to brcalho. Thcir objccts woro to test
tho air at tho highcst possiblo altitudc,
bring down tubcs of it for analysis, and
obscrvo tho cffect upon thcmsclvcs. Sivcl
was called tho bcst acronaut living, and
was a man of high attainmcots in tbo
scienco. lio had bccn n eailor, and was
of great sizo aod strcogth. Crocc-Spincll- i

was also very strong, and a man ol srcat
daring. M. Gaston Tissandier, tho third
of tho party and survivor, was very deli-cat- c.

Tissandier has been the hcro or
tbo hour at l'arlo, n!noo tho ilisastcr.
This is tho first timo balloonista havo evcr
dicd from tuffocation at a great hight.
Tho acronauts wcnt up possibly 9000
mo!crB(bctwccn fivo and six milcs) though
wo havo no mcans ol knowincr, thoy wcro
so ovcrcomc, Tissandier tclls tho graphio
story of tho asecnsion :

X will rclate to you what I know oi
this sad drama, for, during two consecu-tiv- o

hours, 1 was in a stato of completo
unconsciousncss. Tho asecnsion from fho

La Villctto, was accomplish-c- d

favorably. At ono ia thc aftcrnoon,
wo wcro alrcady at more than 5000 yards
of altitudo (ptcssuro 400). We had pass-

ed air into tho potassium tubcs, felt our
pulses, mcasurcd tho intcrior tcmpcraturo
ofthc balloon, which was moro than 20 C.
(08 Fahr.), whilo tho cxtcrior air was
lcss thau 5 C. (41 Fahr.) Sivel had
trimmcd tho car ; Croco had uscd his
spcctroscopc, and we wcre all iu hih
spirite. Sivcl throw out ballast und ivo
asccndcd, brcathing oxygcn, uhich. pru
duccd an cxccllcnt affect.

At lh. 20m. tho baromcter marked
320 mm.; wo were over 7000 yards hih,
and the tcmpcraturo was less than 10 C.,
(uU bahr.) My companions wcro pale; 1

lclt woak, but I inhalcd a littlo of tho
gs, which somowhat rcvivcd uic. Wo
still as'CPiidcd. Sivel turned toward mo
and said : "Wc have a largo quantity of
ballast: shall I throw somo out 7" l re-

plicd, "Do a3 you pleasc," Ilo put tho
samo question to our friend, who nodded
energetically in token of approval. Wo
had fivo sacks with us, cach wcighing 25
kilos (about 50 pounds), and at lcast
lour moro wcro hung outsido tho car.
Sivcl took his kuifc and succcssivcly cut
thrco cords. Iho bags wero cmpticd, aud
wo inountctl rapidly. All a oncc I found
myself so lccblothat I could not cvcn turn
my heuil to look at rny companions, who,
l believc, wcre seatcd. 1 desircd to u

tho oxygeu tube, but could uot lil't
my nrm, but my mind was still quitu
lueiu. I tiaa mv vyva uu luu b.v
and I saw thc necdlo pass ovcr the figuro
of pressuro 290 mm., thcn 280, which it
went boyond. I wanted to cxclaim, " Wo
aro nt 8000 yards!" but my tongue eem-c- d

paialyzcd. All at once my oyes closed
and I fclt incrt, cntircly losiog all rccol-lcctio-

; tho timo was thcn about 1:30,
At 1.52 I rcvived for a momeut. The

balloon was dcscending rapidly. I was
able to cut a sack of ballast to slacken
tho specd and to writo on my register tho
following lincs, which I copy :

"Wo are dcscending. Tcmperaturo, 8
C., (17.0 Fahrenhcit). I am throwing
out ballast. Klcvation, 315. Sivcl aud
Crocc still inscnsiblo at tho bottom of
tho car. Dcscending very rapidly."

I had scarccly written tbess lines when
a tort of trcmblicg fit seized mc, and I
ank down faiuting lor the sccond time.

I was conscious of a violcnt wind, indi-cailn- g

a very rapdd deuceut. A lcw
latcr, I felt myself shakcu by the

arms, and recognized Croee, wbo had rc-

vivcd. "Throw out ballast," said he,
"wo are going down." Dut I could
hardly open my oyes, aud I did not o

whcthcr Sivel was aroused, 1
that Crocc unfastcned tho aspir-ato- r

uud threw it out, as well as some
ballast, extra wraps and tho liko, All
this is au cxtrcmely confiised recollecfion,
which was quickly cxtinguishcd, for I

into inscnsibility moro thorouehly
than boforo, and I felt as ifl was going
olT into an ctcrnal slumbcr. What d

thcn 7 I eupposcd that tho balloon
bcing lightcncd, lmpcrmcablo as it was
and very warm, Bhot up onco moro into
tho uppcr regions. About quarter past
thrco o'clock I rcopcncd my cyes, feeliog
giddy and wcak, but my consciousness

Tho balloon was rushiog down-war- d

with frightful vclocity.
Tho car swayed violcntly from sido to

sidc, and dcscribcd great oscillations. 1

raised myself on my knccs, and pulled
my companions by tho arra. "Sivel.
Crocc !" I cried, "rouso yourselves !"
Thoy wcro both crouched down in thc:

car, with thcir hcada concealed- - iu their
cloaks. I suinraoncd up all my strcngth,
aud cndcavorcd to lift them up. Sivel's
faco was black, his eycs dull, mouth wido
opcn nnd full of blood. Crocc-Spiucl-

bad bis eycs closed, and his mouth blood-stainc- d

ah?o. To rvlato what occurred
thcn is quito bcyotid my powcr, I noticid
a tremcndous wind from below upward.
We wero still at an attitude of 0000
metcrs. Thcro wcro ttill in tho car two
bagsof ba!!a3t, which l east out. Soon
wo ncared tho earth ; aud I sought for
my knifi in order to cut tho attachmcnt
of tho anchor but I could uot find it.

I was distractcd and kept calling out,
"Sivel ! Sivel !" Fortuuately I laid my
hand on u knife, mid was enabled to free
the grapnel iu time The s'.ock of tho
fall iolotit. Tho balloon
appeared lo tlatlen itsclf out cotiiplctely.
and I thoucht il would so rctnuiu. 15ut

thero wum u strouc wiud which carricd it
along. Tho grapnel did uot hold firmly,
and the cir was draggcd across tho ficlds.
Thedead bodicsof iny unfortunkto IrifuiU
werc jerked about, aod I t'earcd at esch
momeut that they would fall out of th
car. Mcanwhilo I succcedcd' in grasping
tho cord of the valvc, and tho balloon was
quiokly cmpticd, and was finally exhaus-tc- d

agaiust a tree. This was about four
o'clock.

On gcttiug out of the car 1 was
by a fevcrith cxcitcmcnt oftho

most violent kind, and very soon fell
and became livid. I thought

tbat I was about to rcjoin my companions
in tho ucxt world. Ncvcrtbeless, I gtad-uall- y

lecovercd my senses. I examincd
my poor companions, and found them
cold aud Etiff. I had thcir corpscs tran-portc-

to tho sheltcr of a ncighboriog
i'arm. I sobbcd to suffocation. and cvcn
yct havo not recovercd. I am at Ciron,
near Io lllanc, wbere Ihavo bccn rccciv-

cd i'h boundless hospitalit'y. I havo
bccn ' verish ull tho night, l have not
yet be ablo to cat auything whatcver,
and fc. i consequcutly very wcak.

Somo iogcnious obscrver has discovercd
tbat thcro is a remarktblo rescmblanco
bctwccn a baby and whcat, eioce it is
cradlcd, then thrashcd, and finally rs

the flowcr of tho family.
