Ito.&rrcatcd on other chargcs and again
imprisoncd, Iho simo powcrful ally onoo
more camo lo tho rcscuo, and onco moro
it was liowri lo bo invincible. For a
whilo it only proeured him oxtra lusurios
of living, but it was not long boforo bolts
and bjrs hegati to bo worn away by its
corrosioo. Gradually as his casc d

tho mass of tcstimony and dcci
sions was pilcd highcr and highcr against
him, but apparcntly just in proportion as
the mcslics of tho law drcw closor aoout
him, wcro his libertios and privilcgos

until at Iast, all tho plans for his
flight having bccn lcisurcly porfectcd.nnd
tbo oycs of kccpcrs and detcctivcs tightly
bandagcd with grccnbacks, our bulky
hero quietly vanishcd, leaving New York
etaring vacantly in all dircctions in holp-lcf- s

indignation at this humiliating nnd
disgracoful exhibition of oflicial corrup-tio-

Of coursc lomcthing has to bo
dono to allay popular fccling, nnd so n
trcmcndous huo and cry is raised by tho
polico, nnd a grcat dcal of talk mado by
Iho highcr powcrs, who blamo apd
thrcatcn lo rcmovo thcir subordinatcs,
but all that looks rathcr thin ns day aftcr
day gocs by, and thc prospccts of Twced's
rccapturo giow bcautilully Ipes.

15 ut crcn Ehould lio ncvcr bo rctakcn,
thcro is Eonio coosolation in fccling that
the llosa lian hy no mcans cscapcd rctri- -

bution. His tcrrihlo f'all from powcr to
u pr'uon, and tho trials of tho laet two
ycars, would in tbcmsolvcs bo cxniation
iiir tiiuiea icss grcat than his, wuilo fo a
manofhisago and habits, ignomiuious
cxilo and tbo consciousncss that ho must
lcavo bcbind him a namc eo staincd and
blackcnod as to bo a buidcn to all who
bcar it, form a punishmcnt to which im
prisonmcnt or Ioss of wcalth could hardly
add much Bcvcrity.

Notico had bccn postcd in all tho pub-li- o

placcs that on n certain day tho bull
callcd El Moro (tho Moor) would bo

in tbo nrcna, and that when ho
should havo becn goadcd to tbo utmost
fury n young girl would appcar nnd

tho anitnal to quict Bubjcction.
Tho pcoplo of Cadiz had hcard of El
Moro as tho most magnificeut bull ovcr
brougbt into tho city, and it soon bccomo
known that tho girl thus advertised to
appcar in so slrango and daring a patt
was a peasant girl of Espera, who had
pcttcd tho bull, and lcd it and cared for
it duriDg the ycars of its growth,

On tho appointcd day, as might bo
supposcd, Iho vast amphithcatcr waa
fillcd to ovcrflowing with an anxious,
cagcr crowd.

ports furnish tho data for this oonclusion.
and they npproximato corrcctness. Thc
samo ltcm for 1875 is probably 8700,- -

000,000 Dr. Hargrcaves comparcs with
thts tbe valuo ofall animalsslauchtercu
and Bold for slaughtcr" in tho same ycar,
as rcturncd by tho census, Thia was, iu
round numbcis, 8100,000,000. This is
doubtlcEs an undcrcstimato of tho con-

sumption of mcat, bccauso thcro must
bavo bccn a grcat ovcrsigbt and omission
of animals slaughtcrcd for homo consump-
tion. Hut, on tho contrary, thcro was a
considcrablo cxportation. If wo add
fifty pcr ccnt. for ndvanced priccs to tbe
consumcr, wo should probably bo quile
withtn thc truth when wo say tbat in tbe
United Statcs thcre is annually more
monoy on liquor than on mcat b
thoso who havo to buy it ; or, in other
words, moro moncy is spcnt in tho liquor
shops thau in the mcat shops.
