tho llght wiiics of France and ot'
California only scrvo to whct tho appe-lilc- s

of tho peoplo for brandies and
driiiks. And so slccpcd in those

stimulants arc tlio woracn of somo parts
or France il is said that infcnts will not
lake milk from thc brcasts of intemper-al- e

women. Somo again aro in favor
nf liccnso laws. m-ll-, so, tho doctor
said, hc was, if he could not do bctter
But therc is only onc tliing to bo saidin
its favor. It picks out tho rerpectable
murdcrcr, but it allows him to do his
murdcrous work just thc samo. But the
doctor cxprcsscd himsclf as an out and
out prohibitionist. Tho law prohiblts
tho driving of diseased Texas cattlo in
ainong Iiis cattlc, and ho deinandcd as
much protcctiou for his sou as for his
cow. Tho llquor scller comcs up to oui
doors aud begins thc dcstruction of our
sons, and wo havo a right to protect
them. Thcn prohibition is not a fallurc.
It does cmpty prisons and poorhouses
and penltcntiaries. Hero ihc doctor
gavo some incidcuts and facts lllustra-tlv- o

of this point. He advocatcd the
crcatlou ofa public scntimcnt to socure
tho prohlbitiou of this traflic. aud pald
voryhigh complimcnl.s to tho women
who have cngagcd in the crusado. He
gave also, somc iutercsting iucldents of
the original crusadcs iu Oliio, rebuked
tho church and tho mlnistry for thoir
coldness and IndilTcrcnco in this cause,
aud told a story about a church iu Belie-vlll-

IU., which passed resolutlons that
cvery church mcmber should be allowed
forty gallons of whisfcy for himsclf or
hersclf, as a caricaturo of thc crusado ;
and how Eldcr Gavlttcame from anoth-
er town to preach in favor of moderatp
driuklng, aud the dcvil, wlth a know
Ing wink, said to his imps, "It is all
rlght, so long as Eldor Gavitt leads thc
opposilion." And so. said Dr. Fowler.
ono ministcr who drinks a glass of wlne
or apologizes for lt does more harm thau
a nunarcd miiustors can do good."

flually asrrccd that intcmncrauce was a
grcat cvil, aud tho doctrlne of opposltlon
to alcohol was not so new as many peo-
plo thought, for in 1CC2 a clergyman
wrotc: "Thcro is no siu who doth
moro dcfaco God's iinagc than drunken-nes- s.
