Long ycars hav'o passed slnco tho rcc-
tor of ltivingtou satin hisqulct study
aud told this sad story of his lifo to his
young daughtcr., o longcr young,
Allco Carlngton now sits thoro alono:
for her fathcr has gono to hls olcriial
rest. Hcr moth'cr's history sank
dcoply into hor beart, nnd sho choso tn
IIvo siuslc. rathcr than to Wnnm n
drunkard's wlfo.
