Doctor Leidy says thare is
no record in  Amerioan medical Lit -
ture of snob another ease, and it is
claimed that there is but one case of
thekind ever reported, that mentioned
by Doctor Voorman, s German physi-
clan, in an exhaustive treatise on
monstrosities.

Rats are s groat pest in every alty and
town, and, indeed, everywhers in this
oountry. It seems noarly impossible to
get rid of them, and any mothod that
promises to secure this most desirable
mnd is worth trying. Somebody recom-
mends covering stones, rafters and every
part of a oolinr with ordinary white-
wash, made yellow with copperas, put-
ting copperna In every orevics or eranny
where a rat may get, and scattering it in
cormers on the floor. He has teled it
repeatedly, and the result has been a
general retreat of both mice and rats,
not one of which had at last ncoonnts
returned. Itis said that a coat of this
yellow wash, given eaoh'spring to & cel-
Iar, will not only baniali those vermin,
but will prevent fover, dysentery or ty-
phoid. Everylhing eatable should be
carcfully gecured against the ravages of
rata, which ard g0 intelligent that they
will soon abandon promises where they
getnextto nolhing toeas, The rat we
are most troubled with is the brown
rat, much larger, stronger, fiercer and
more ravenous than the hlsck rat,
which has almost entirely disappeared,
baving been driven off or exterminated
by themore lormidable specles. The
brown rat is frequently ealled the Nor-
way rat, from the erroneous impression
that it eame from Norway,whioh coun-
try it did not rench until it had bhecome
abundant In Britain and Amerion. It
appeared first at Astrikhan in the be-
ginning of the sightesnth century, and
gradunlly spread over Western Europe,
whence wo havederived it, It was
once known asthe Hanoverian rat, he-
cause the British Jacobites were pleased
to believe that it came in with the
house of IManover,

A Mine of Palm 011,
According to the Colomies and Indin
that Enrl.inn of the west const of Africa
which lies gouth of the river Volta fum-
ishes the pr[n.;i)rnl gpplics of palm oil.
Nearly 1,000,000 ewt. of this ofl are an-
nually exported to Great Britain, of the
value of 87,500,000, its principal nse be-
ing in the manuinciure of soaps, per-
fumery, candles and similar articles.
Among the natives jt iz highly valued,
hoth for food (t.-lhinﬁ the plnee ol butter),
for ligliting and cooking purposes nnd for
uminunf the head and body. The so-

Deroaluuf palm ofl which may also ba
called * mines ™ of vogotable fat, oxista
in some parts of the gold coast, and
whioh, if not in themselves worth work-
ing, at lonst practically illusteate the
natursl wealth of the country in such
productions, and indicate its” undeveis
oped resources, These * mines ™ would
robably not rﬁmy the cost of explora-
on, 85 the palm oil is apl to become
rancidl and valueless for its genernl uses
after long exposure, though for such
purposcs as candlemaking these de-
posita might still be \'ulunhfn.

Dog Travel in Byitish Ameorioa.

For winter travel dogs have hitherto
been largely used, s with Hght losds
they nre swifter than horses. To drive
n team of doge it is said that one must
be able toawear in English, Fronch or
Cree, while to be o first-rate dog-driver
requires a fluent command of profanity
in the three langnages. Some yearsago
s wel-known Winnipeg ecclesiastio
was making an extended winter trip;
the dogs, though frequently whipped,
muade Jittle progress, so the bishop re-
monstrated with the driver.
