tnom. Thoy probably do not compro-hen- d

how valuable cggs aro os food;
that, liko milk, an cgg is a completo
food in itsclf, contaming ovcrything
nocessary for tho developmcnt of a pcr-fe-

aniinal, os is manifcst from the fact
that a chiok is formcd from it. It sccms
a mystory how musclos, boncs, featheri
and ovorything that n chick rcquircs foi
its porfcct dovclopmcnt aro mado from
the yolk and whito of an cgg; but such
is tho fact, and it showa how comploto
a food an cgg is. It is also oasily

if not damagtd in cooking. A
raw or soft boilcd cgg isalways oseasily
assimilatod as is milk, and can bo catcn
with impunity by chudrtfn and invalids.
Tho arcrago cgg woighs a thousaud
grains, and is worth moro as food than
so much bcofstoak. Indcod, thoro is
no moro conccntrated and nourishing
food than crks. The albumen, oil and
salino mattor are, as in milk, in the
right proportion lor sustaming animal
life. When cggs bring no c.oro than
twonty ccnts per dozcn, it is much bot
tor economv to find a market for them
in tho family than at tho storo. Two
or threo boiled cgga, with tho addltion
of a slico or two of toait, will mako a
broaklast suulciont for a man, and good
onough for a king.

An ordinary hcn's etrfr woighs from
ono and a half to two ouncos, a duck's
ogg from two to threo ouncos, tho egg
of tho sca-gu- ll aud tho turkoy from
threo to four ounco, and tho egg of a
goose lrom lonr to six ouncos. The
solid mattor nnd tho oil in tho duck's
cgg oxcoed thoso in a hcn's cgg by about

Accordinir to l)r. Edward
Smith, in 1ns trcatiso on "Foods," an
egg weiguing nn onnco and thrco-quar-te-

consistsot 120 trrains of carbon. and
oightoen and throe-quarlo- r grains oj
nitrogon, or 15.25 por cent. of carbon,
ana two por cent. oi nitrogon. A writor
in tho Sciaitljla Farmer cstlmates that
tho value of one ponnd of cggs, as food
for sustaining tho actire forcos of the
body, is to the valuo of ono pound of
leon boef as 1584 to 090. As a floah- -

producor, ono pound of eggs is about
oqual to ono pound ot bcof.

A hon may bu calculatcd to consume
ono bushol of corn ycarly, and to lay
ten dozon or flfteen pounds of okks.
This is equivolent to saying that three
and ono-tont- h pouods of corn will pro--

duce, wiien icu to a lien, uvo-sixt- oia
pound of oggs. But s of a
pound ot pork requires about fivo
nounds of corn for its production.
When eggs aro ono shilling per dozon,
and pork llro ponco ior pound, wo have
a bushol of corn fod, producing ten
shillings worth of eggs and four shil- -
lings of pork, Judging from these facts,
