el lake a poiinlyllso!re an ounce
ef wax In a teaspoonful ot'lumpblak.
A da or two after the boots have
been treated with the tallow and resin,
rub ever them this wax and turpen-

tine, but not before the fire. Thus

the exterior will have a coat of wax

lone, and shine like a mirror. Tal-

low or grease becomes rsncid, and

rot the stitching and leather j but the
resin gives it an antiseptic quality,
which preserves tbe whole. , Boots

and shoes should be so large as to ad-

mit of wearing cork sole.
