chants' banquet to tbe Odd Fellows, in

Baltimore, Mr. John V. Garrett, Presi
dent of the JUItimore and Ohio railroad

related the followiag incident :

By his request,! accompanied President
Lincoln, immediately alter the battle
Antieinm, to the scene of (hat sauguin ary
conflict. After passing over the Baltimore
and Ohio road from Washington to liar
per' Ferry, I continued with him, by hi
desire, during the memorable period
spent with the ollker and soldiers of the
federal army, and among the hospitals and
the wounded upon that bloody held.

As in accord with tbe spirit of your
fraternity, I will mention a scene winch
occurred in one of those hospital which
bedewed many eyes. The President cx
auiined, kindly and tenderly, into the con
dition and care of the federal wounded.
He also psed through the hospitals
where were placed tbe confederate wound
ed. Many of these hospitals, in vic'.r of
the large number ot wounded, were tin

provised from the barns upon and in the

vicinity of tbe field of battle. Passing
through one of these, the middle space ol

v . o .

ail extensive ownzer oain, wncre a laigo
number of confederate wounded lay, tbe
President slopped about Ibe centre of the

apartment, opposite a youth of striking
appearauce, probably of eighteen or twen

ty years of age. lie fay looking vety
feeble and palid. He held three straws
in hi hand, and was feebly moving them
to keen the insects from hi fc. Tba
President asked if he had received all

necessary attention. He replied that "he
had his right leg bad been amputated.
The Presideut responded : "I trust you
will get well." The youlh great tear
rolling from his eyes said : "No ; 1 am
suikum ; I shall die." The President
leaned tenderly over him, and said : "Will
you shake bands with me f I remarked
"This is President Lincoln." lie attempt
ed to raise his hand, and gave it to the
President. The President asked bim
"where are you from ?" ''From Georgia.'
A am the President cxprcssnd the hope.
still holding bis hand, that he would re
cover. "Ko," said the youth, "I shall
never see my mother again I shall die."

Tbe President still held his band, and
fervently ejaculated, while he wept, and
his tears mingled with those of the suffer
er, "may God bless you, and restore you
to your mother and your home." Amid
all the sad scenes ol that field of carnage
coming forth from that sanctified spot, I

said: ''Mr. President, such kindness will
make missionaries of good will ol the sold
iers who return South to their homes."
The President then expressed his wishes

generally to those accompanying him, thai
all the wounded and all the sufferers
should be kindly treated, and in the
course of conversation thereafter, express
sanzuine hone that at an earh day, in
stead of such scenes of suffering, scenes
of concord and good feeling and a restored
Union would be speedily realized.
