The Held of the Seven Pines has been

the scene of another conflict, less hotly
contested, less sanguinary, but on the
whole, more satisfactory iu its results
than the one with which the month open-
ed. No longer the subjects of an unex-
pected attac'i, 'but advancing this time
airainst tho enemy, under the immediate
direction of tho Commanding General,
our troops have achieved a decided ad-

vantage, sceutine; a position somewhat
nearer liichmnnd, and leaving but n

belt of forest letween thetn and that
city.
tiMU.IMI.VARV MOVEMKWS TUB WORK OP

THE PAST MONTH.

Since the three days' battlo with which
the month opened, tliero has been scarce-
ly anything worth the name of lighting;
and with tho exception, perhaps, of the
loss from picket firing, which has been
heavy, onr list of casualties is less than
for any similar period since the army
came upon tho Peninsula. The time has
been improved by (Jen. McClellan in ma-
king a new and better disposition of his
troops iu procuring
and in strengthening bis lines w ith a se-

ries of field works, which have proved
nn effectual Safeguard against such as-
saults as that from which Casey suffered
and furnished a strong base of operations
for a further advance. '

THK IlKHRLS FOHTIFVlNll.

Meanwhile tho rebels Lavo also been
active, not disdaining to make earnest use
of the weapons they have scornfully as-
signed to (.Jen. McCUllan. They have
been busy with the shovel and pick, and
multiplying the fortifications guarding
Kichmond, extending them nearer to our
lines than before. Thus, along the front
of our position on the further sido of tho
Chiekaliominy, ' a double row of earth-
works have arisen, so near as to threaten
bringing matters to a (lead lock by pre-
venting ed'.'clivo operations from either
side, and so separated by belts of forests
that neither could act against the other.

Pet ween these hostile earthworks is a
narrow spaco commanded aliko by tho
guns of both, forming the debati-abl-

gronndjiet ween the two, which General
McClellan must command wholly before
any further progress could be made. It
has been the policy of b:th armies to
porsutt'le (he other to attach;, as in this
wooded country, the party advancing
does so Tinder great disadvantages, and
necessarily ignorant of tlie enemy's dis
positions and thi' location and extent of
Ins defensive works.

At first the rebels fell themsolves
strong enough to assume the initiative,
but since the bwson received by them at
the battle of the Seven Pines, they would
seem to have abandoned the idea of dri-
ving us from iuir strongly guarded posi-
tions, and have made no oiganized effort
to dislodge us, though their ussault on
one of our principal works on Saturday
was supposed to be preliminary to such
a movement.

iiovj:mksts Auainst our i.eit wish.

On tho right of our forces on the Chick-ahoniin- y

there havo been no offensive
movements from either side, since the po-

sition w as occupied by the troops of (.(en.
Smith. Indeed, a very amicable inter-
change of civilities has continued there,
up to the last few days; when tho stern
policy of w ar has put a stop to it. On
the center and left of our h it w ing, how-
ever, the rebels havo been unceasing iu
their efforts at annoyance; shelling our
camps, shooting our pkkcls, or ad fane --

ing against us wtli ie oniioitering par.
ties; which last compliment we havo re-

turned in kind, though little attention
has been pid to their rather harmless
efforts at breaking up our cifuips. None
of the enemy's efforts have been milli-cie- nt

to disHirb the plan of operations in
progress, and finding them indisposed t

inoro serious efforts, General McClellan,
having taken ample time for preparation,
seems to have determined on a forw ard
movement, partly to secure a better camp-
ing ground for our men, and partly for
other purposes w hich will develop them-
selves in due time.

the t'ot'NTitv uia out rs.
In order to make any further advance

up the W illiainsbiirg road, and the rail-
road, it w as necessary to drive tho rebels
from the woods In front of in, across the
ufM-- apace hey mid, and out of tho ritle-pil- s

on its further side, exHsed to the
danger of tiro from batteries of uncer-
tain ktreutli, that might be bidden by
the wood. Owing to the nature of the
ground, our superiority in artillery could
bo made t'f lullo avail to us, and any
advantage rained most be by the direct
contact of the infantry forces contesting
the ground inch by inch ami baud to
hand. Put Mcl'leilan knows bis men.
W illisiusliurg and Seven Pines have
shown with which army rests the supe-
riority ill determination and mettle.

THE I'llI'KIl To Al VANCE

On Wednesday tho order came to ad-

vance in tins direction, and by seven iu
the morning ot that day tlie corps of
lleintelinan ' and runiner wuv under
arms, every preparation being ' Hindu at
the same tune for a general engagement,
should the inurement provoke one. Put
the eiitniy showed no disposition to bring
matters in an issue at tins time. Their
main resistance was directed against the

General
Patterson's New Jersey Pripide, being
held in reserve as a support, further to
the left, Gen. Kearney joined his line of
battle onto that of (jen. Sickles, whilst
at the right Gen. Sumner held his men in
preparation for any service that might be
required of them.

THK SCENE OK THE 0KMCT-;- .

' Tto work guarding the positions held
to tho front of Gens. Heiiit.clmau and
Sumner, were hidden from the enemy by
a btlt of woods, in which our pickets
met theirs and disputed its possession
with them. On the further sido of this
wood, in front of Hooker's position, is a
swamp extending a short distance, until
it joins on to a peach orchard, on tho
firmer ground beyond. Next to (he peach
orchard is an open space, bounded on the
further side by a patch of forrst, by
w hich tho Tebel works arc screened from
observation. In front of the wood the
rebels have rille-pit- s, in the further edge
of the clearing, protecting their advance
guard in the woods beyond on the side
toward us.

OEN. HOOKER'S AI'VANt'E.

Pressing forward through tho woods in
front of their line, and so on through the
peach orchard, General Hooker's men
drove thexcbel pickets before them, until
they; came upon the main body of the
enemy at their rille-pit- s, on the further
side of the clearing, beyond tho trees.
Here tho battle raged fiercely for some
liino, the rebels stitlly maintaining their
ground, until finding themselves sorely
pressed by our men, and in danger of be-
ing llanked by General Kearney's troops
on the right, they were forced to give
way before the fierce Charge of Hooker's
veterans, which drove them from their
rille-pit- s and into the woods at their
rear.

Here our men held thir ground, and
in spite of tho enemy's resistance, would
have made good thci,r position, had not
an order come from hcaikiuartsrs direct-
ing thorn to fall back. This they did,
the enemy showing no disposition to fol-
low them, suffering them to withdraw to
the shelter of the woods back of them.

AllUIVAL OK OKN. M 'cLELI. A K.

For some time matters remained in
statu quo, a desultory firing being kept
up, however, between the skirmishers on
both sides. At about 11 o'clock (general
McClellan arrived upon the ground, and
assumed tho general direction of the af-

fair, which bad thus far been left entirely
in tho hands of the Corps comniaudors,
as it was, indeed, to a great extent, until
tho close of the action. As the Comma-

nder-in-Chief rode- along tho lines of
our troops iu reserve, be was greeted
with , the ' enthusiastic cheers, which
eyerywdiero welcome Ids appearance
raising his hat, as ho passed on, with all
the air of a Napoleon. Taking his posi-
tion near a well, to the left of where
General Casey bad hts, headquarters on
the 3lBt, lie listened to the' statement of
his Generals, received the report of Aids
coming from the scene of conflict, and
guided the action until uear its close

" SHEI.I.INil TUB ENEMY.

Soon after the General's arrival, one of
the batteries iu front of General liichard-son'- s

position, on (lis railroad, opened
fire on tho enomy over the heads of our
men, in the woods and swamps between
it and the enemy. This wood, hiding
the rebels from sight, the lire o the bat-
tery was guided by the observations of
an officer stationed in a tree as a look-out- .

After y had been sutllciently
stirred up by our shells, which were
thrown somew hat in the dark, another
advance was ordered to drive the enemy
again from their ritlu-pit- s, and ihn
position which had been once taken in
the morning.

AKUIVAI. OE liEINKonCKMENTS.

.Meanwhile, the Second Brigade of Gen.
Couch's Iivinion, Keye's Corps, under
command of .General Palmer, had ad-
vanced to the support of General Hooker,
and two Napoleon guns, of Captain lo
Fitissey'a Battery, were tearing down tlie
Williamsburg road to take part, if possi-
ble, iu tho action w hich had thus far been
conducted without the help of the artil-
lery, except sin h as had bi-e- 'derived
from the somewhat uncertain long-rang- e

firing from the guDS of liichardson's bat-terie- s.

With much exertion, Capluirt
IV liussey succeeded iu getting his guns
through the swamp, and to the front,
where they render d efficient service in
tho second assault on tho enemy's posi-
tion. Great efforts wtrs made by the
enemy to secure these guns, but they
failed before the determined defense of
our troops placed to support them.

Supported by the fresh troops of Gen.
Palmer, Hooker's men again pressed for-

ward, and drove the enemy before
them with a much less effort than before,
barely a quarter of an hour sulllcing to
drive them, for the second time, from
their rille pits, which were occupied by
our troops in force, who advanced still
further oiibowever, to the woods beyond,
w hero they held tho enemy in check.

;en. kiarn'y's nrvisniN.
While Hooker w as thus occupied, Gen,

Kearney had been busy with the rebels
iu front of him. Early in the day bis
troops were drawn up in line of battlo to
secure Oeneral Hooker's advance, and
push forward our pickets nn his left,
where Kearney's Hi vision held the ground
near tho Chsile City liod, toward tho
White flak Swamp. The Charles City
lioad, which fa not indicated on our map,
runs out of the Williamsburg Stage Koad,
to the left, at nearly a right snle to it,
and aliont 'i miles beyond ihe Seven Pines.
'Wie White Oak Swamp, is about two
miles to the left of the Williatnshiirg
lioad running nearly parallel with it un-

til It empties into the white oak rwauips
a short distance below Bottom's Bridge.
These positions are Indicated facing to-

ward Kichmond, asyou go up the Wil-

liamsburg Stage lioad.

It
is a trnge compri8a, but it reminded
mo of nothing so mnrh as tho grunting
of adrovcof imga, with more than tile
usuhI porcine capacity of lungs.

In an instant lights began to glvani in
the teats of Ileintseluun and his Staff,
and soon their occupants wero observed
coming forth midr tho starlight, whilo
Orderlies wero hastening (o tho saddle
and away with - mcsii.igrs. In a few
moments flic firo slackened, and all still
again. But there was little sleep in
camp that night, for scarcely an hour
passed w ithout the sound fd" battlo rag-
ing somewhere along the front. Your
correspondent, as he writes, finds his
eyelids drooping, snd his pen going
wearily from tho effect of that night's
wakefulness. If his readers fall asleep
over this account, therefore, it will not
bo s range, for it may bo that the law of
sympathy prevails, here ss elsewhere.

CASfAI.TIES OK THK DAY.

Tho islimatoof our loss given iu the
telegraphic report to the Associated
Press, will bo found much below the
mark.

Our loss is indeed slight, considering
tho amount of fighting done during the
day, and the result accomplished But
it cannot fall below oOO, and mav be
found nearer a thousand. I should es-
timate it at six or seven hundred. Sev-
enty members of the First Massachu-
setts liegiment have been brought to the
hospitals for the wounded up to noon,
and the entire loss ff this regiment can
scarcely fall short of HAt, as they were
ojjain under heavy lire later in tlie day.
This regiment was ono of those which
suffered most severely.

The Second New Hampshire liegi-
ment of the same brigade (iener.il Gro-ver'-

also suffered heavy lo.-- chaigint;,
as they did. directly upon the rebels io
their rifle pits.

Sickles' brigade also did noble s.r-vtc- o

during the day, and their loss was
also heavy, as will be seen by tho list
of casualties, iu which the iiames of
some 80 of his men appear, and this but
a portion of the whole.

The Nineteenth Massachusetts, Col.
II inks, of General Sedgwick's Division,
also suffered a considerable loss. They
were stationed ou the right of the Wil-
liamsburg road, at the extreme left of
(ien. Hooker's line of battle, where they
did most gallant duty. They wi re sub-
jected to a Hanking tire on their right,
but drove the rebels beforo (hem in
spite of this, until they had advanced
more than a mile iu aJvam o of their
original position. Lieut. J.(.'. Chadwick,
(he Adjutant of this regiment, w as tw ice
hit by spent balls, while gallantly lead-
ing tho men to action. I wish I had the
names of more of those who did a yeo-
man's woik that day, that 1 might do
my part toward giving theui tlnoiui-Inoitaiil- y

III order to reach the enemy in these
successive assaults, our un n were forced
to wade through a swamp in which they
sank up to their knees, and that in face
of lire which carried death into their
ranks.

Though there was despcralo fighting

on the rebel side, as well as on cms, as
far as I can learn they fought with less
than their usual spirit, showing some ev-

idences of less heart in their woik than
thry exhibited at Williamsburg and
Seven Pines. It may be that they had
no decided objections to our further ad-

vance at this point, but, considering the
effort t hoy mudo a few weeks since to
dislodge us from the position, this is
hardly probable. It is more likely that
the loss they suffered in their last at-

tempt to enjoy an afternoon spent by
bagging a lot of Yankees, has given them
a new idea of our mode of fighting. Sick-
ness anil lack of food may have also had
its effect upon the morale of their troops,
and enabled us, at a comparatively slight
cost, to obtain a position which, U judite
from rebel gasconading, should have cost
us half our army to secure.

Thu arrangements' for providing for the
wounded brought fromthe battlefield wero
very complete. As they wrco brought to
tho rear, some were attended to on the
spot, but the majority were carried back
to tho beginiental and Division Hospitals,
where the urgent case were attended to,
and then couvcycl, 'with those who did
not rerpiire such prompt treatment, to
hospital tents on the railroad, between
Fair (Inks, and Savage's Station, where
they were provided for, and as rapidly
as possible put on board tho cars for the
While II oiisc. Three trains went dow n
that night, but with thu limited accomo-
dations of lit single track, butt portion
of the wounded could lie carried away.
I he hospital station was under the di-

rection of Dr. Thomas .Sun, Medical Di-

rector of (ieneral Hooker's Division, as-

sisted by Dr. 0. 0. Jewed, Sixteenth
Massachusetts: Dr. Harvey Brown, First
Excelsior liegiment; Dr. Chas.K. Irving',
Fifth Excelsior, and Dr. J. M. Mer
ron,' Second New Hampshire. Mrs.
Harris, Secretary of tho Philadelphia
Ladies' Aid At. social ion, was on hand to
aid in caring for tho wounded, assisted
by Mrs. Sampson, wife of Lieutenant
.Colonel Sampson, of Ihe Third Michigan
.Volunteers, whoso gentlo ministrations
will not soon bo lorgotten by those to
whom she devoted her attention.

Taken to tho White House by the cars,
the sufferers Were then transferred to ves-
sels in waiting, by which they wero con-
voyed as promptly as possible to their
homes, Captain Chamberlain of the
First Massachusetts, who was badly
wounded in the jaw, came through at
oiico by way of Obi Point arid Baltimore,
in charge of private Clias. Wilkinson, of
his Company an ''Boston
boy," to whom I am indebted for infor-
mation...

Wc took a few prisoners during the
day; how many I did not learn. A num-
ber of thoso who came iu were from the
Fourth Georgia Kcgiincnt, that State bit-

ing Well represented in tho fight, the
doughty Howell Cobb leading her troops
to bailie. Among the rebels brought in
was one sharpshooter, of whom they had
a number Stationed in trees to pick oil'
our officers.

A SCKNK iiS THK UATTI.kKIKLD.

This man was mortally wounded, a
ball having crashed its way through his
skull, his head presenting a ghastly sight
as thu brain oozed out whilo ho lay there
dying; diis i'oco thickly clotted with
gore, iiiicr eye destroyed, and tho other
open, but covered with the lllni of death.
Somo friendly hand had covered bis dis-
figured face with paper to bide it from
tho curious ga7e of the lookers on, by
w bom the covering was now and then re-

moved, revealing the work of death. But
there was no need of this, for tho convul-
sive heaving of the breast, and the spas-
modic twitching of the heart showed
how fast tho life was ebbing aw ay.

Not six feet from hero lay one of our
own men, also mortally wounded, tho
two meeting then in the friendly bonds
of death. It wm a young Jersey boy,
niih a pleasant face, pleasant even in
death, fur a soft ami sweet expression was
left upon the clay as the angela slowly
bore the soul away. The ball had enter-
ed Ilia back of Lis head, leaving his faro
untouched, and it contrasted strangely
with tho disfigured countenance of tho
dying rebel ot his side. As ho lay there,
wi'h his head supported by a bug of
grain, the blood w as flow ing over his long
black hair, and thickly staining the rude
pillow on which be was falling into bis
iast sleep.

It is well that in the midst of our victo-
ries ivii should remember how many such
scenes strew the battb lield, which, amid
the press of more Stirring matters, Wc
w ho write have little time to dwell upon.
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
