The editors of the Journal of Commerce,

understand. Tho sentence we have just
quoted from its columns is a fine ins(aue
ot learned igtioranc". It is (haw him of
a roan, honest enough, no doubt, who,
shut up in his room and ignorant of plain
facts in the world without, layi down
nnponwble theories, and draws from them
preposterous conelunions. Tho rebellion,
apart froui'liB lunate zeal and arnc&U
ness hich. ia the real secret of it power,
has gained strength not from (he violent,
and vehement opposition of ilstdvaraa-rks- ,

but from the (imid, hesitating and
vaacillaling policy which too many of
tlem havo pursued. Nothing is more
natural than for a body of violont men
to mistake the leniency arid indulgence
ot their opponents for cowardice, and
this beli. r will incite them to new out-

rages. It is not "radical plans, Ihrcals
and actions,"' that havo strengthened
and advanced (he rebellion, but the

substitution by Federal authorities
of nil IVY and persuasive measures towards
proruiirut icbelsj instead of the rigid
cxwc'fc of military power. The Gov-rnrnv-

declared war, and war means
foree on.l compulsion, but our ollicers ilj

forgot (heir true business, ami
have bf oi endeavoring most unsuccess-
fully to win the rebels over by allowing
them commercial privileges, by Suffering
them to trade, by ..protecting their slave
property, by4 - hiring hands frcm
them, and purchasing provisions from
them at big prices. Instead of de-

stroying them', the exercise of their for- -
,mor privileges as citizens; we have treat
ed them exactly as though (hey bad for-
feited no- - right, fWoraa jihaa all, v we
have actually allowed than to place them-
selves on an pml footing with loyal citizens,
andeluimtiic protection of the Constitution!
The consequences of a policy so weak
and meaningless bavo necessarily been
most disastrous. We speak of these things,
not seated in an ollieo five hundred or a
thousand miles from (he scene of action,
but living in the region of the rebellion,
