I, Abraham Lincoln, President of the
United States of America, and Commander-in-

-chief of the Army and Navy
thereof, do hereby proclaim and declare,
that bereafter, as heretofore, the war will
be prosecuted for the object of practical-

ly restoring the constitutional relations
between the United States and the peo-

ple thereof in which States that relation
is or may be suspended or disturbed; that
it is my purpose upon the next meeting
of Congress to again recommend the
adoption of a practical measure tender-

ing pecuniary aid to tho free acceptance
or rejection ot all tho slave Slates, so

tailed, the people whereof may not then
oe in rel ellion against the United States
and which States may then have volun-Uril- y

adopted, or thereafter may volun-

tarily adopt, an immediate or gradual
abolishment of. slavery within their re-

spective limits; and that the efforts to
colonize persons of African descent, with
their consent, upon the continent, or
elsewhere, with the previously obtained
conser.t of the Government exist-
ing tbur, will be continued.

the arnry, and all slaves captured from
such persons, or deserted by them a:id
coming under the control of the Govern-
ment of the United States, and all slaves
of such persons on or being within any
place occupied by n bel forces, and af-

terwards occupied by the forces of the
United States, shall be deemed captures
of war, and shall be forever free of their
serviludo and not again held as slaves.

Sr.c. 10, And Le it fvith'-.- enacted, Ihat no
slave escaping into any s'ave territory or
the District of Columbia, from aiirci the
Stales shall be delivered up, or in any
way impeded or hindered of Lis liberty,
except for crime or some offense against
tho laws, unless the person claiming said
fusritive eha'.l hrst mako oath that the
person to whom the labor or service of
said fjgitive is Alleged to be due, is. Lis
lawful owner, and has not been in arms
against tho United States in the present
rebellion, nor in anv war pivn aid cr
comfort thereto: and no person engaged
in the military or naval serwee or the
United States "shall, under any pretense
whatever, assume to decide on the valid
ity of the claims of any person to the ser-

vice or labor of any other person or
surrender up any such person to tuu
claimant, on pain of being dismissed
from the service.

And I do hereby enjoin upon and or-

der all persons engaged in the military
and navjl service of the United States,
to olwy and enforce within their respec-

tive spheres of service, the Article and
Sections above recited. And the Exec-

utive will in due time recommend that
all citizens of the United States who
shall have, remained loyal thereto
throughout the rebellion, shall, upon the
restoration of the Constitutional rela-

tions between the United States and their
respective States and people, if the rela
tion shall have been suspended or dis-

turbed, be compensated for all ly nets

of the United States, inclu-lih- tin lots of
slaves.
