Wagon Train Cavtured by Rebel
Cavalry.

We announced the fact yesterday
morning thet John Morgan's rebel caval-
ry bad retrented from Lexiogton by
way of Versailles and Lawrenceburg,
and that they were at Bloomfeld, Nel-
son couniy, on Sunday. From Bloom-
field they proceedod to the Fair Grounds
noar Bardstewn, where they vesied a
few hours. Having had information that
o wagon traln from thia city, conveying
supplies to fen. Wood’s division, at
Crab Orobard, were in camp st Cox's
Creck, six miles this side ol Bardstown,
they, or u portion of them, left the Fair
Grounds about 12 o'clock and pushed
forward (o Cox's vroek bridge, whore
they envountered the train, which con-
sisted of fifly-one Joaded wagons aud
thirty-one cmpty ones, the latter belng
ot their way in foranpplies, The work
ol destruclivn was at once commenced,
and the entire train fell an oasy prey 1o
the tebel cavaley, as the wagons had no
guard save that afforded by the unarm-
ed teamsters,  All but three of the wag-
ons were deatroyed, or at least lost lo
the governinent, as such of the stores sa
werg not burned were carricd away by
the rebel eavalry or taken possession of
Ly vesidents imthe vicinity. The leam-
sters were marched out into the road
and paroled, and such horacs and mules
as tho rebels in their has'e to depart
ol deive away were taken alone.
