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The President's Mossage.

The newspapers are amusing them-
selves with all sorts of speculations in
regard to the position which the Presi-
dent will take, in his forthcoming Mes-
sage, in regard to the Bmancipation Prog-
Inmation. Some of them assert, of course
without knowing, that he will retract i¢
entiroly. That very intelligent and well
informed Republican journal, the New
York Post, has the following special dig-
patch from Washington, under date of the
215t inst :

The President’s Message is nearly fin-
ished, My, Lincoln will argue his eman=
vipation polioy at lengih in it, not only
in rogard to the Military V'roclama-
tion of Emancipation in the disloyal
States, but in relation to his gradoal
emancipation poliey in the Border
SLakes.

Mr. Lincoln is particularly fond of ad-
hering to his old ideas, and of retaining
impressions made years ago upon his
mind. Honry Clay was for many years
his politieal idol, and nothing in that
great man’'s life made so deep an impres-
ston upon him as his eloguent advocacy
of gradual emancipation in Kentocky,
The speehes and lotters of Mr. Clay up-
on this subject are treasured up by Mr.
Laneoln, and he will be quite likely to
refer to them in his message.

The subject of emaneipation is contine
unlly upon the mind of the President,
and all the attempts of pro-&lavery press-
¢4 or of the peace Demoorats to drive
him from the position ho has deliberately
chosen, wil ntterly fail, Those who are
intimate with the President know that he
smiles at the newspaper stories of an at-
tempt on the part of John Van DBuren,
Fernando Wood and others of that stamp
to drive him to the adoption of pro-sla<
very principles, He will not leave nisg
old gronnd, and the messnge will settle
that question.

Mississippi.

[t may not be generally known that
our river fleets will have another strong
point to capture as a penalty for not
apening the viver in July Iast.  The re-
bels are now busy in fortifying ort
Hudson, La, one hundred and fifty miles
ahove New Orleans.  The #ame engineer
who laid out the works at Vickshurg has
just completed the plan of fortifications
a! Port Hudson, Goeneral Villipigue, who
was snid o be the best heavy artillerist
in the Confederacy, had just been placed
in command thero at the time of his
deith, Ten or twelve guns are now in
position, and in two weeks from the pres-
ent time Port Hudson will be as strong
