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Horrible Scene Rt 'an Execution A

Culprit's Head Pulled from his
Body.

From tho Imdnn (C. W ) Free Press.

On Tuesday, in front of Ibe jail in
Woodstock, Thomas Cook euiTf rod tho
extreme penally of the law, for 1 lie mur
der of his wife, at Innerkip, in July last.
The murder was committed under very
aggravating circumstances. Cook was
totally blind, and the only assistance he
had in procuring a living was that af
forded by his wife. Immediately prior to
tho murder, Cook and his wito had re-

turned from a begging tour, which ex
tended over seven months, and, on the
opinion of many of their class, they
were supposed to possess means to a con
siderable extent. However this may be,
the couplo started from their home ut In- -

nerkip early on the day of tho murder,
accompanied by a person of tho name of
Colver. Uu the way trom Woodstock,
Cook and his wife quarreled repeatedly,
and at Inncrkip seemed to settle their
dispute by the aid of whisky, which
they procured at an inn. On reaching their
abode, a small log hut about bait a mile
from the settlement, Colver appeared to
start for his home, and Cook complaining
of fatigue, retired to rest in an inner
room, lie had remained but a short time
in bed when he was aroused by a noiso
in the house, and on getting up, ho heard
or fancied ho heard, a person escapin
through tho window of his houso. .Of
this he complained to his wife, whose
faithlessness was but too well establish
ed. The wife only mocked his sensi
bility, and, in intoxicated levity, laughed
at him. I his conduct Cook determined
to punish; and, according to his own
statement struck her several blows with
his fist, and at the same time grasped her
by the throat. He disavowed the use of
any other means by which 6ho met her
. .. "II 1 . .
ueatn. uoiver, wno, instead ot leaving
the place, was a spectator of what was
transpiring, testified on his evidence at
tho trial, that Cook used a slick, and
thus, by desperate violence, effected the
murdor. Upon his testimony Cook was
found guilty and was to death

On the morning of Ihe execution, Cook
appeared in good spirits, partook of
hearty breakfast, and such other bus
taming requisites as the kindness of the
estimable Governor of the prison sugges
ted. At no part of the trying ordeal did
Cook's manhood forsake him, and he
stepped from tho prison on tho way to
tho gallows with surprising lirmness.
On reaching the" scall'old, tho condemned
man was placed at onco on tho drop, the
rope adjusted about his neck, and all was
ready for the fatal fall. Cook remained
for a moment engaged in prayer, when,
at a given signal, the bolt was drawn,
and with the swiftness of thought, the
unhappy man fell through the trap. Ihe
fall was a very long one, tho rope being
nino feet four inches in length. It was
now that the unlooked for and terrible
scene which sickened all who beheld it,
took place. The fall being so rvoat, and
the mail's body being in a diseased con
dition, the vertebrto and muscles con
necting the head with tho shoulders gave
way, and, terrible to relate, tho head
rolled oft', while the body fell with a
heavy plunge into the interior of the
scall'uld! The life blood of the criminal
poured out in livid streams from the
headless trunk, while the torn muscles
and gaping arteries presented a sicken-in- jr

spectacle. The crowd, seeing the
body disappear from their view, and tho
rope swaying to and fro, at once sup-
posed (hat sumo catastrophe had occur-
red, but it was not fur n few minutes that
tho real nature ol the horror became
known.

Production of Salt in Michigan,
rrof. Winchell of the Geological Sur

vey of Michigan, has published in the
November number of the American Journ
al of Science, an account of tho salt bu-

siness in that State. The manufacturers
of this article at Onondaga, New York,
and at romeroy, UUio, should take note
of whatis doing at Saginaw.

It is only two years from August last,
when Ihe Michigaii wells began to pro-
duce. They now furnish 1,1)80,000 bush-
els. We cannot tive tho product for
18G2 at Onondaga and on tho Ohio. Dut
in 18."8 tho New York works turned out
7,000,tj00, and the Kanawha district, in-

cluding romeroy, 5,'JOO,000 of bushels,
and the total production of tho United
States was 1G, 300,000.

At Saginaw, the coat of making a bar-
rel of salt is stated to be only sixty-fou- r

ct'titc; at Onondaga ninety-fiv- e. In
Michigan there whs in Angust, 1802,22
blocks of kettles in operation, wiih 7
more in courso of construction, making
2!). In 18r8 there were at Onondaga,
312 blocks and 1(3,43 1 kettles.

What is called salt in common par
lance, is, in chemistry, a general name
for combinations of acids with oxyds, es
pecially eucha oxyds as arc alkaline, like
potash, soda or lime. Common salt, when
pure, is a c hi oil el of sodium. It3impuri
ties are, oxyd of iron, sulphate of mag
nesia,(the bitterns of salt boilers,) chlorid
of calcium (lime,) and chlorid ot magne
siura.

Cloiid of sodium is of common occur
renco in tho soil, and in the sedimentary
rocks ; but it is only over limited spaces
that it accumulates as brine, Almost all
artesian wells disclose brino or greater
or less strength. In fact, our purest wa
ter contains some salt. This is why
there are in many parts of tho earth into
rior lakes that are brackish, or briny
like the Dead Sea, and tho salt lakes in
Utah, Minnesota and Texas. The salt-ne- ss

is tho necessary result of prolonged
evaporation in all bodies of water which
havo no outlet. On a large scale, tho
ocean is a salt lake.

Salt has its origin as a mineral, form-
ing a part of the stratified rocks, and is
universally dilfused in nature. In pla-
ces it forms the larger part of the rocky
substance, and is then known as "rock
salt."

It is thus found in Virginia, in Toland
aud in Africa.

der tho compensation scheme.

Iho second class belongs to the waif- -
portion of the peoplo.

believes in emancipation, but its leaders
are not quito satisfied that immediate
emancipation is as yet the most popular

that ino immediate emancipation horse
is tho surest to carry them into power
and place. Indeed, this class, (hough
including some Republicans, has not, ns
a whole, given in its adhesion to the I'res
ident's proclamation, and don't believe
that slavery is (he cause of tho war.
This class, although in heart desirous of
seeing tho State of Missouri mado free, is
nevertheless too politic to move straight
forward toward the attainment of that
object, and is too weak in tho backbone
to take the responsibility. Wait un
tho great work shall ha.e been completed,
and tho world will bo made (o think (hat
the men composing the class dii it all
liemmves.

The third class Pro-Slave- ry Eman
cipationists don't, at heart, believe in
emancipation at all, but seeing it abso
luttly coming, don t want to, because
they daro not, put themselves in opposi-
tion to it, and hence desire to make a
fair terms for slavery as possible, and in
the end steal all the. thunder of praise
which is to follow tho final consumma-
tion of the desired event. If this class
could in any way get oil' the track before
the Emancipation engine were to come
upon them, or havo time to turn round
and givo it fight, it would do so gladly.
But it sees "Freedom" written indelibly
on the walls all round them, and escape
from the alternative is hopeless.

What the relativo strength of theso
three classes is in the Slate, is not now
entirely apparent. That tho first has a
decided, majority over the other two, is
quite clear; and that it will pursue its
chosen work to a conclusion worthy of
its ambition, aud the best hopes and in-

terests of Missouri now and hereafter, is
curtain.

At the
time of mid-da- y prayer a telegraphic
dispatch was sent from Ephesus (Ayasa-
look) to Constantinople announcing to the
Sultan Abd-cl-Ass- iz that tho line was
opened.

Could Ihe dead dust of Ephesus awako
to life and behold the wonders ot that
day, what astonishment would fill the
souls of tho long sleepers! That dust
is not only of tho great men in profane
history, but it is eminently sacred in
tho eyes of tho Christain. Mary the
Virgin mother, doubtless was buried
here, and her dust went hero to Ihe com-
mon earth, (o await (he resurrection of
which her son was tho first fruit. John,
tho beloved disciple, having seen from
tho rocky hill of Butmos the glory of his
Master's House, from which he, tho well-belov- ed

and most impatient, was longest
of all the disciples kept away, receivod
at length in Ephesus the joyful answor
to his prayer, "Come quickly, Lord," and
shook off here tho dust of his long pil-giirc-

Timothy, the friend of Taul, and per-
haps first bishop of the Church in Epho-su- s,

died here, as Seems to bo probable,
and was buried in this soil. Here One-biphor- us,

and l'risco, and Aquilla, -- ad
others who have come down to long mem-
ory and nllecliou as those who ministered
to the weariness and sufferings of the
great Apostle, lived and doubtless died,
and over their dust the modern steam
car thunders by tho ruins of tho theatre

iTiTcnrroes Citizens ef the United
States Opinion of Attorney Gen-
eral Bates.
Tho opinion of Attorney General on

this important question is now completed,
and in the hands of the Secretary of the
Treasury, at whoso request it was pre-
pared. The facts on which it is based
are stated as follows:

"Tho schooner Elizabeth and Marga-
ret, of New Brunswick, is detained by
the revenue cutter Tiger, at Perth Am-bo- y,

N. J., because commanded by a col-

ored man, and so by a person not a citi-
zen of the United States. As colorod
masters are numerous in our coasting
trade, I submit to you tho question sug-
gested by Capt. Martin, of the Tiger,
'Are colored men citizens of the United
States, and therefore competent to com-
mand American vessels "

As some iucorrect statements have gone
forth in regard to Ibis opinion, we give
the chief points. The constitution does not
define tho word "citizen," so the Attor-
ney General examines history and the
civil law, from the days of Rome down,
for its meaning. His conclusion is (hat
all freo persons, without distinction of
race or color, if native born, aie citizens.
A distinction is made botwten the inher-
ent rights of citizens aud the political
privileges of ceitain classes. All citi-
zens have a right to protection, but only
certain classes enjoy tho privileges of
voting and holding oillce. Hitherto not
only (ho publio, but jurists, have often
confounded (ho two. A child of a wo-
man is a citizen, though not always pri-
vileged to hold oillce. The Dred Scott
opinions are pronounced void and of uo
authority, since the province of (he Su-

preme Court was only to settle the ques-
tion of tho jurisdiction of the Circuit
Court They are simply entitled lo (ho
respect due (o (he views of eminent gen-

tlemen, and no more. Tho papers con-
clude) as follows:

"And now, upon th whole matter, I
give it as my opinion that (he free man
of color mentioned in your letter, if born
in the United States, is a citizen of the
United States, aud, if otherwise qualifi
ed, is competent, according to tho acts of
Congress, to be. master of a Vessel enga;r
ediu the coasting trade.."
