The death of Willixm H. Polk, of Ten-
nesaod, is nol a matter of pews, nor, por-
haps, s matler of aulog-z; for 1 see that
yon have already paid the proper tribute
to his memory in the colemns of your
newspaper, And il Lrefér fo him lo-day.
it is because the joyous limea through
which Wasbhington is now padsing can-
not fail to suggest one who was in other
days one of the mosf popular and
genial leaders of -our soclal eircles,
and _partly because the delieate
and distressing condition of Tenbesseo,
and the interest the nation feals in the
great evenls there transpiring, lead us to

regrel the loss of one who was among the
bravedt and best of her loyal pons, Me.
Polk was born in Tenneaseo, May 24,

1815, and was the youngest brother of
the ex-Predident. Hia family  worp
among those whe weal from the compar-
stively crowded State of North Caroling,
to the freer and lega developed ter-
vitory of Tennessee. They crosard
the mountains in a spivit of resl.
