Experience ctrtaiuly should have taught
us how much valuo to attach to (lie oath
of men situated as tin so are.
They are devoted to the rebellion, and
would not scruplo to take any oath which

might blind the eye of credulous loyalists,
and shield thetu from dciectioii in pros-

ecuting their plots against tho peace and
saletyot the community. If Kentucky
should bo invaded again by the rebels,
as seems to be apprehended by those
whose opportunities, for knowing (he

Just as it anived,
Maj. T. thought he aw signs of waveiuu'
in the rebel line, nnd imuiudia'ely ordered
Squadron L to 'Forward by phi'ooiis!
Double quick Chatge 1 and galloping
to the trout, along wiih Lieut, 'ihmutuii,
away they go. Tie rebels waver, btcak,
and now comes tho cha-e- . Tho Major
gains upon their rear, and brought rebel
No. 1 to ihe dust, bv the uid ef a .Sunt i

is Weston revolver. The Major, now
with wild exciteim nt. threw bis cap iu
thn air, and hallovting lor ihn hoys in
follow, continued l lie chae. The race
was folly a th ee mile race, in which we
captuied Cliy-nin- e rebels.' Thirteen
were wutiudud by tho sabre, four very
severely. There wero not more than
bitten or twenty of our mtn close on
their rear at one time, and as the rebels
turned on tbe roadside to summler, li e
Tennessee boj t mver stopped to make
sure ot tbem, but yelled lo i lu ll) to drop
iheir guns and dismount, and if they
surred belore they returned, they would
murder l hem. After going as lar ai the
few thought it safe, they rennried to
camp, bringing the prisoners hoists, and
various implements of waa'e, ' aicb" as
fine English shot-gun- and the like.

Tins was certainly one of tbe most
gallant affairs of tho season, and may be
considered tuning the moat seceessl'nl
charges ol the war ; for while not a man
ofouia was injured, tiltj -- nine ichels were
tukeu, aud' 1 saw moru saber cuts tha
day lhaii any time since I have brent
with Ihe hi my.
