A reconnoisance made by four squad-
rons of the 1st Fast Tennesseo Cavalry
South uf Harpeth river, yesterday, dis-
cuvered the fact that Vax Dorx, with
hin army, had not crossed Duck river st
Columbia, 'ad had been supposed, but
that m had moved Eastward on the
North side of Duck river, and camped at
and about Onapel dill, with what inten-
tion is not known ; though if Lic his any
intention of coming up this pike, we fors
dially extend him an invitation to co
wlong. The main body of the cavalry
went seven wiles Bouth of Harpeth river
on the Chapel Hill pike, and a small
squad of our hoys chased two rebel pick-
old from that point three miles further
South towards Ohkapel Hill, jumping up
another rehel picket of four men who also
Joined in the Mampede: runuing the slx
to mill another picket<stand, which, ma-
king the enemy tou strong for them, they
halted and returned, thos chasing (lie
rebel pickets within two and a half or
three miles of Chapel Hill, where Vax
Dorx's whole army has encamped. Oar
boys shot at ohe of the rebels and cap-
tured his hat and pocket-hobk with a
five dollar Confederate note in if, which
the gentleman dropped as lie ran,

The weather is delightful, and the
health of our troops has much improved
since we moved from our other camping
ground, All are in good spirits and ea-
ger for & brush with the encmy, haviog
the most upbounded faith in Gen, Stup-
stax’s ability to take vs throogh it in
good stiyle,

THE FROULAMATION,

‘The negroes are coming into
our camps where they are immediately
put to work, driving eamn, cocking, or
sumething else which Is uwseful 1o us
And in this way the Proclamation (s not
only sapping the strength of the enemy,
bul it is helpiog ourselves very materi-

wpeculationd as 10 what will we do wilh
the negroes, when they flock in te ué in
too greal numbery to bo used immedi.
stely abont the army, is simple. There
aro great numbers of large plasiations
both in the Btates of Kentaoky aod Ten.

Muernrespono, Texx, March 15, {

An expodiion of cavalry, which went
out on the 4th insl., under command of
Colonel Robert . G. Minty, vetarned last
evening, having made a brilliant and
successful scout (hrough the enemy's
equntry of eleven days doration. Col.
onel Minty's forte eansisted of the lat,
sd, and 8d brigudes of cavalry, two com-
panies of the 4ih regulars, and Licuten-
st Nawell's seation of artillery. The
expedition was sccompanied by Majors
General Sheridan's division of infantry
on the first day out. - Colotiol Minty was
instructed to dislodge whe enemy from
Liover, » small town on the Salem pike,
filteen miles from Murfreeaboro, About
four hundred rebel cavalry were posted
there, but fled on dur appronch, followed
closely by the 24 Perngylvania and 4th
regulars. Findiog ihat pertion of his
forces had failed to cut off the coemy's
rfreat, Golonel Minty gallantly Ind{ng
the eolown; is men 10 draw sa-
ber, and charge upon the! rebels. The
latter broke nad fled iwcontusion. They
were pursucd throngh the town of Uniou-
ville, and thence beyond to withia five
milos of Shelbyville, where our cavaley
peneteated the enemy's infantry piokets,
liﬂr. of whom were captured at Union-
ville. :

There had' been a company of about
six hundred men, who, it was subse-
quently ascertained, had rotired on our
approach, sbaudoning camp equipage,
horses, wagons, &e. Wo took fifty-oune
prisoners, sovenleon wagons, forly-twe
males; thirty-ope fonts,  two  wagon
loada of bacen and bread. Tho oal
casually was ong man of the Téh Pennsy |-
vania slighlly wounded in the fool.
Thursday's expedition heard heavy fie-
ing from the wouth of Franklin and swow-
ed to the suppork of Gen. Stendman's
brigade at Nolsnavills, - O Saturday
Col. Minty determined o proceed  to
Frankliv, and at nonnday. uader Major
Gien. Gordon Granger, marched al day-
break on the Carter Crevk Plke for t{i
purpose of effecting e junotion st Thowmp-
son's Station, with Gen. (. . Smith, who
had procecd thitheron Satunday. = About
one mile from the station seven hundr
rebel cavalry were found drawn op In
readiness for a fight.  Col Hinz'::
once ndvabeed on the coemy aad
lim to tho station, whers Lwo more rebel
regiments wore. Aflter sonsiderable sliarp
nlﬂrmhhln‘ our cavalry formed for a
charge and again dispersed the enerdy,
Weo lost in this avtion five killed and
thirteen wounded.

Ou Tuesday, Colonel Minty proceedod
toward Columbia, advancing as far as
Rutherford Creek Bridge, which was de-
stroyed, General Sherridan orderod the
cavalry to furd the stesam n mile and &
hall above. The enemy being in wight
our advance moved up quictly, clesely
followed by the 4ih Indians cavalry.
Coli Minty did not pereeive thst of
his forces were crowdiog upen the ad-
vance, till tbe reat of his command liad
also come np, while our furces, beiug then
magsed fn a column of fours, wore at-
tempiiog to cross, & galling fire of wus-
ketry was opened from & party of rebels
concesled belind a stone wall on the op-

site side of the siream. Two men
were killed and three severely woanded,
The Worse of Colonel Minty was shnt
from under hion

It being impossiblo to ford the stream
on acceunt of ita awellen condition, the
expodition camped st Moore's Ford.
Next morning Forrelt, with about 800
men, sdvanced to the ospmllo bank.
The 41l Michigan apened fire, snd Lisu-
tenauk Newell trajved his actillery to
Lear upon the guerillag, The combined
fire drove them to the woods, and oor
eavalry immwediately crodeed the siream,
the 41l Michigan Battery takiog tho ad«
vafce. The rebels were pursusd ahoul
