This is so far from
apponring tome & valid objeotion, that 1
think their wanot of cnliivation—/for their
natural faculties are as good as onr—
joinod to that habit of subordinstion
which they acquire from s life of servi-
tude, will onable them seoner Lo beovine
soldiers than our while iubabitanis.- [
foreseo that this project will bhave to
combat much opposition From prejudice
und ssif-intorest. T'he contempl weo bhave
been taught to outertain for the blacks
mwakes us faucy many things that are
tounded neithor in reason nores . rignoce,
and an unwillingness to part w.li prop-
erty of 5o valuable a kind, will farnish
& thousand arguments to show Lhe im-
practicability or pernicioua trndency of
a schome which requires such sacrifios.

This will pecure their fldelity and ani-
wate their eonrage.

You will be armed, and while on duty
under orders, will be psid and subsiated
ai other Coufederate troops.

When the cmergency which éalled yoo
to the field +hall huve passed, you will
be relieved from du'y sod return lo your

Volunteer enmponies, battalions or
regiments of infautry, or mounted men,
who foroish their own horses, will be
soceplod.

The enemy has shown that be fears to
meet our gallant and invincible armica
in the ficla uoless he outnumbers us, two
or three to one.

(Isham is insensible to fear! He can
whip five Yankees with corulean afdo-
mens !

He bas therefore resorted (o a system
of ‘raids upon vnarmed neighborboods
for the purpose of devastatiog and pilla-
ging the country, destroying our ro-
sources and layiog waste our homes.

Blavery ho thiukd 1o be one of (he
most important safeguards against tle
revival of democratic government in the
South, a8 well as againgt toe jollux of
the foreigners, the lreish, Germans and
others, whom the slavel:lders hate so
bitterly, bat who have helged so largely
to make Lhe free states, where they are
welcomed, rich and prosperous,

“That benign institution of Slavery,
which it iz vow the pride and glory of the
South to ascribe o the conceplion of Ihivinidy,
and which this war has proved to be, next o
tha devoled patrictism and undauntad resolic-
tion of her soua, the great element of powir
in the Confederacy, will prove, in preveni-
ing o hoavy an inflax from foreign
soores of that class of population devoi-
ed to menial purauits, another bulwark
againnt the enorcacliment of those ten-
dencies to democracy which have been
the Pandora's box of disintegration and
ruin to all repablies.”

He cantiously hinte that something
else in reeded to erush out the democrat-
i apirit,

“Additionsal safeguards mast be pro-
vded in the che acleristic and intrinsic me-
chantsm of our sociul system.”

Nots what follows: ;

“The people are the suurce of power.
In them residos the germ and ogacuce ol
sovercigaty.  This awribute of sover
eignty {8 inbercut, and cannot be sur.
rendered, ‘The people mav yield cortain
powers 1o scoomplish desired ende, bug
they cannot deprive themsvlves of the
privilege of deciding, in the (lrnt in-
stance, the fortn of goverament, inslitu
tions and laws under which they are to
live,”

And 8o they aro to be asked to sat ap
the slaveholdors to ral- them—they have
been, indeed, asked to do this in sowe
measure already by those couspiratvrs;
eager to enter on theirrale. Tu Virgioia
they put upoa the people the tndigoity,
two years ago, of voling to disfrauchise
the whole population, excepting only a
fow property bolders. Here are the wri-
wr's views, and st the same time Lis
opinion of demvoratio institutions:

“Lt it be our fleat duty, then, in the
infancy of our republic, while it is ye
capable of recelving bepeticent impres-
nions, 1o impress upon it those featurcs
which will protect ils durability againat
thowe perils which ail bistory teacnes us
will constitule tho groatest obstacles to
success. No enlightened man will deny
that these daogers proceed from exireme
democratic and popular charncteristics,
which are now stsmped upon every fea-
ture of our nationsl and social organism,
That spirit of levelliog agrarisoism,
which succeeded in degrading everythiog
beneath the heel of an ignorant sod
vicious demooracy, which sought to re.
move every barrier of distinerion be-
tween virtue and vice, belween enlighten-
went anfl ignorance, which sought o
eqaalige all by entitliog all altke to the
fullest enjoyment of the righta of olti-
zenship; which not only jovited to eur
shoros, there Lo re-ennct the erimes which
had condemuned them to punishment at
bome, the refugees from the jails and
penitentiarien of Europe, bat declared
thetn entitled o & yvoice in all the coun-
olls of the nation ss weighty as that of
the purest and most enlightened native
of the soil,

“We have no special ohjeotions to roy-
ally when restrained by constitutionsl
barriers, The rlorioul career of freodum
in Eogland-—iliustrating for ocenturies
the beauty and truth of free goverument
=-demonst:ates that royalty sad liberty
are uot lncompatible. Certainly, (he
condition of & subject of the Uzar of
Huusia, the most absolute of monsrchs,
in preferable to thal of that demooratic
governmont, which wo are nevertheless
avpured is the ‘freest and beal govern-
went the world ever saw.’

“Lel un seek at ones toeradicate svery
veatige of radical democracy, every foa-
ture tending to make vurs s popolar gov-
ernment, makiog it subjeet only tuo the
intetligent sud  wiripous, and those who
are intecested in its puccessful adminis-
tratiou,

“Oue among the mont important sub-
