Consider what ninst be done before
we can have such a Union as existed da
ring the infarnons dynasty of James 1'n

chanan and John C. Breckinridge.
Slave property is recognized by tho

Constitution, we are told, and tbo Fu
gltive Slave Law requires that every
rnnaway slave be delivered up to hi
master. There are y over 30,000
armed slaves in the national army; and
twice that number probably employed
on national fortifications, aud as team-

sters, laborers, and servants, and with
hardly an exception, these slaves are or
were tho chattels of malignantly rebel-
lions owners. Hundreds of these poor
creatures, struggling against tho ra?e of
their masters and the sneers of our own
thoughtless men, fought heroically, aud
died as proudly as Leonidas and his
three hundred Spartans, at Milliken'a
Bend aud Port Hudson. At Beaufort
they yielded to the Government last
year a net profit of $fiG0,O0O in cash.
At many other points theyrhave aided
the Government in securing large quan-
tities of rebel property, stock, cotton,
sugar, aud other valuables. Robert

instated in ali their former ownership of
human chattels, thm slavery in America
Will present a darker and .adder aspect
than the .Spanish colonies ever witnessed.
