THE LATEST NEWS.
Im tii Firxn, Va.,Oct 19 Yeaierday

a rtconnoisance was made by Col. Chap-
man and a portion of the lit brigade f
Buford'i cavalry division, composed of
the 8lh Illinois and Oth New York cav-
alry regiment. Col. Chapman visited
Cbantilly, Aldie, and Drainsville without
discovering the enemy. .

It was discovered that Stuart with his
cavalry, had passed the day before in
the direction of Aldie, audjeetrrday to-

wards Leosbtirg. It is believe H they are
en route for Maryland.

It was ascertained this morning tbat the
rebels were building fires along the rail-
road track from Manassas toward the
Rappahannock, thus destroying the rails
and rendering the road unfit for nse; and
also destroying all bridges along the
route.

It ii almost oonoloeive tbat this move-
ment of Lee's ia a rose to deceive Meade
by leading him to expect a raid on a large
scale, while the real design is to keep
Meade from advancing his force, the reb-
els in the meantime bringing reinforce-
ments to Bragg.

From the Kichmond Sentinel we un-

The military authorities here hkve not
reached any positive conclusion as to
either the strength or position of Lee's
army.

Our cavalry finds the enemy in every
direction, but their main body has been
fieotually concealed.

Men en
listed under this order will be permitted
to select their regiments, which, how
ever, must be One of the old regiments in
the field.

Construction trains have . run as far as
Bristow Station to-da- y, and
upply trains will run to and beyond that

point. The trestle bridge, at Bristow
waa burned by the rebels. The1 track
between Manassas and Cattlet's Station
was almost wholly torn tip by them.

The slight skirmishing y does
not indicate a general engagement, and
it is probable the campaign, except the
pursuit of the fleeing rebels, may be con-
sidered closed. i

Washington, Oct. 19. Yesterday
White's and Mosby'a gnerrillaB, num-
bering about 1,000 men, came dows from
Aldie, near Chantilly, and, taking the
Frying Pan road, succeeded in getting
between our army and the defences. One
gang came down within a mile of Chain
Bridge, and iirod into the rille pits of one
oi the forts, several ollloers were cap
tured, together with six men of the 13 th
New York cavalry, and a number of
wagons, cvc

Oar cavalry was sent in pursuit, and,
overtaking them, a brisk: right ensued, in
which the rebels were defeated and
driven with considerable loss.

Caibo, Oot. 20. The steamers Anglo
Saxon and Sunny South, with 200 bales
of cotton, arrived yesterday.

The Memphis Bulletin of the 17th
gives additional particulars of the mili
tary operations on the - Memphis and
Charleston railroad, uur force at L'ol. .i. ' 1 - i V r rn ;.iliersviiie waa iuaa uiau uw, wnaoni ar-
tillery, and commanded by Lieut, Jones,
of the 3d United stales cavalry, a mem
ber of Gen. Sherman's staff, and not
Sherman himielf ,as previously reported.
Opposed to us were eleven rebel reri
ments, under Chalmers and Richardson,
numbering, it is said, 8,000 men, with
U pieces of artillery, ' Our loss was
14 killed and Ml wounded and missing,
The rebel loss was about 150.

During the pursuit of Chalmers by
Col. Hatch, the latter came up with the
former at lograham's Mill, three miles
sooth of Bahalia, where, alter two hours
fighting, the rebels were dislodged from
a very strong position, their guns being
advantageoualy posted and their intan
trr well ocvered. The position waa car
ried by Col. Phillips' brigado, the 7th
Illinois and 7th Kansas leading the
charge The enemy lost upwards of 60
killed and wonuded, and retreated 30
miles south to Tallahatchie, where they
took p a atrong position near the little
town of Wyatt. . A deep trench bad
been made entirely around the town,
and reinforcements had arrived. The
enemy oecnpied tbo river side, with
3,f00 to 4000 men and nine pieces of ar
tillery. Col. Hatch had about 2,200
men two brigades nnder Col, Phillips
and Werners, and eight pieces Of artil
lery. The enemy made two desperate
charges on our right and left, which were
repulsed with eonsiderablo loss, (hey
leaving their dead in our hands. Night
coming on, the battle ceased, bat about
8 o'clock, CoL Hatch charged on the
town, and dr07e the rebels panic stricken
into the river and across the bridge,
they leaving in our hands about 800
rifles and 7o prisoners, ihe town was
afterwards burned.

Daring the six daya' fighting and
akirmishins from the battle of Colliers
vilie to this last affair, about six hundred
rebels were killed. A large numbtr
werc taken prison, r J, aud a consider
able Quantity of arms oan tured.

Nkw York, Oct. 20 There is talk in
military circles of an early repeal oi the
i'M.'O clause of tho conscription act by

Congress. This will be urged in Decem-

ber, and tt is not improbable that, ia the
next draft, exemption will be impossible.
Some prons advocate a new law, fixing
the exemption price as high as $(iOO, or
even 51,600, provided the drafted men
who go lo the army shall receive the
money so raised in their district.
