The battery in which your corres -

pondent figures as an undistinguished
private has entered ujon the duties of
heavy artillery at Fortress Rosecrans.
The only news to be obtained is, there- -

fore, mere glimpses of the events trans -

piring around us. To-da- y the 12')th,'
122d, 123d, 12Sth, 120th and the ISOth
Indiana regiments, under General IIo-Te- y,

passed through our fortress ou their
way to tho front The composition of
this command is purely Young Ameri-

can. Nearly half of soma companies
are boys. Fresh from tho bosom of
their homes in lloosierdom, tho young
life-bloo- d mounting to their temples,
fond farewells of their sisters still mak-

ing mellow music in their ears, and the
passionate klsse3 of their mothers
scarcely cold upon their lips, they pass
onward in the cause of freedom. Cap-

tains and Lieutenants, from eighteen to
twenty-tw- o years of age, marching at
tho head of their companies with drawn
Bwordj, declare themselves eager to
sheath them in rebel hearts. Last night
the rain drenched them, and this morn-
ing the mud obstructs their vigorous
footsteps. To the ono'they submitted
without complaining, and the impedi-
ments of the other they surmount with-

out faltering. With them thera is no
pause. The cry is forward, forward.
Going on conquering and to conquer,
they will not hearken to the voice of
the Siren, nor heed the Butternut howl
for "peace on any terms." They are
determined to see tho end of tho rebel-

lion, orfill a soldier's grave. It is a
good augury for the future of our coun-

try. May the God of battles guard,
and tho angel of retribution go with
them; and may the banner of beauty
waving over their devoted heads again
float triumphantly, gloriously and for-
