Report of the “ Central Directory.”

The “ Central Directory” made their
final report to Conyress on the Sth inst.
The following are the conclusions at
which they arrived :

First. The seats of lhe Senators and Re-
resentalives from the so-called Confederate
tates became vaeant in the year 1861, dur-
ing the second semsion of the Thirty-sixth
Con, ; by the voluntary withdrawal of
thair incumbents with the sasction and by
the direction of the Legislatures or conven-
tions of their respective States. This was
dona 25 & hostile act sgainst the Constitution
sud Government «f the United Stutes; with
s declared allempt to overthrow the same
by forming a Bouthern confederation. This
act of declared hostitity was speedily fol-
lowed by an organizatiol of the same Statea
into a confedersey, which lavied snd waged
war by sea end land sgsinst the United
States. This war continued more than four

ears, within which period the rebel armias
{.ugad the pational espitsl, invaded the
loyal States, burned their towns and cities,
ro{.bed their cilizens, destroyed more than
250,000 loyal soldiers, and imposed an in-
erensed nationel burden of not less than

4,500,000,000, of which seven or eight hun-
red millions have slready been met and
paid. From the time these confaderatsd
States thus withdrew from their representa-
tion in Congress and levied war against the
Upited Stales, the great mass of their peo-
ple became and were insurgents, rebels,
traitors, and all of them assumed and oceu-
p ed the political, legal, snd practical reln-
tion of e‘nemieibr:'hl‘,:lo Erii States. This
ition is eatablis ucta of Congress
2::1 judicisl decisinne, a{d is recognized re-
peatedly by the President in public proela-
wations, docoments and s :hes,

Secoud. The Btates thus confederated
prosecuted their war ageinst the United
Btates to final wrbitrament, sad did not
cease ontil all their armies were cap-
tured, their military power destroyed, their
ciyil officers—State and Confederate—taken
prisoners or pul to flight, every veslige of
diate and Confoderate Government oblit-
ernted, their terrilory overrun and occu-
pied iny the Federal srmies, and their
pecple reduced to Lhe condition of eénemies
conquered in war, entitied only by public
law to such rights, privileges, and condi-
tion ma might be youchsafed by the con-

ueror. This position is also established by
judicisl decisions, and iz recoguised by the
President in public proclamations,
mants, and & hes.

Third. Heving voluntarily deprived
themselves of represeutation in Congress,
for the eriminsl purguse of destroying the
Federal Usion, and baving reduced liu:m-
selves, by the ect of levying war, to the
condition of publie enemies, they have no
right to complain of lemporury exclusion
from Congress, but, on thé eontrary, having
voluntarily rewounced their right to repre-
seutation, and disqualified themsslves by
erime from participating in the Govern-
ment, the burden uow rests upon them, be-
fore elaiming to bo re-instated in their for-
mer condition, to ehow that LEey are quali-
fied Lo rosume Federsl relations. Io order
to do this they must prove that they have
established with the consentof the people,
republican forms of government in lhiarmo-
ny with the Comnstilution and laws of the
United States, thatsll hostile purposes have
cessed, and should give adequaie guarsn-
tess agninst future treason andjrebellion—
guarnatdes which will prove satisfactory
1o the Government sgsinst which they
rebelled, und by whose arms they were sub-
dued.

Fourth, Having, by this treasonable with-
drawnl from Congress and by Hagrant re-
bellion and war, forfeited all eivil and po-
lHiicel rights and privileges under thes Fed-
ern! Constitution, they ean only be restored
theréto by the permission snd suthority of
that econstitutional poweor agninst which
;lmyl rebelled, and by which they were sub-

aed.

Fifeh. The rebellious enemioe were oon-
quored by the peopls of the United States,
ncting tarough all the ¢o-ordinata lusnches
of tbhe Governwent, end not by the Execa-
tive Department aulone, The powers of
egnqueror are tol so vested in the Presidens
that ho can fix and regulate the terms of
settlement, and confer Congrossional repre-
semtation upon eonqured rebels aud traitora,
Nor ean ho in any way quelify enemies of
the government w exercise its law-making
power. The authority to restore rebels to
political power in the Federnl government
can be exercised only with the econeurrence
of all the deparbments in which polities]
power is vested. And benco the several
proclamations of the President to the peo-
pleof the Confedornte Btales eannot bo con-
svlered ns extending beyond the purposes
declured, and ean ouly be regarded s& pro-
visional permission by tbe Commander 1n-
Chief of the army to do e¢ertain ncls, the
validity whereof is Lo be determined by the
Copatitutional government, nud not solely
by the Executive power.

Sixth. The question before Congress is,
then, whether conquersd enemies have the
right and shall be permilied, nt their own
plonsure and on their own Llarms, to par-
ticipate in making laws for their conquer-
ors ; whether conquered rebels may change
thetr thestre of operntions from the batile-
field, where they were defoited and over-
thrown, to the halls of Congress, and,
through their representatives, seise upon
the governmonl which they lought 1o de-
stroy ; whother the national treasury, the
army of the nation, ité navy, ita foris sad
arsonals, its whole eivil administration, ils
oredit, its pensioners—tho widows and or-
phans of those who perished in the war—
the pullic honer, peace snd eafoty shall
all be turned over to the kesping of
its recent enemies, without delsy and with-
out imposing such conditions ma, in the
opinion of Copgress, the security of the
country aad its institutions may domand.

Seventh. The history of mankind exhib-
its uo example of such madness aud folly,
The instinot of seli-preservation protests
ngainst it. The surrender by Grant (o Leo,

been disastera of lesa magnituds, for new
srmics could have been raised, new battlea
fought and the Government saved. The
anli-coercive policy which, under pretoxt
of voiding bloodshed, sllowed the rebellion
to take form and gather faroe, would be
surpussed in infamy by the matehloss wick-
