We leara from this letter that the writer
is of tke opinion that the Constitution of the
‘United States anthorizes ownes of slave
property to carry that species of properiyio-
to the territories,—ibat the territorial legis-
latures cannot interfere lawfully with this
right,—that where the territorial legislature
refuges to ennct laws for the, protection of
slave property, and it is tsken from bim or
impaired, be bas a remedy in a eivil suvit for
damages in the federal court, acd all the
power of the government o enforce iis de-
mand—that Congress can and ought to pass
iaws ¢of s penal nature for the further pro-
teclion of his rights. Dut, ough? the demand
for laws of this character to be mode now?
As the right does not depend upon this de.
mand, and is not iwpaired by waiving it, be
i= of the vpinion ibet the demand should not
be made. Why? e answers—

*For the reascn thal the Government is in
& erippled condition, and unless 1he South would
preier di=clution to temporarily suspending
this demand, we shoald nol now muke the
demand., The Goverument ia erpplsl asnd
powerlesz 1o meet our demand, because one
branch of its legi-lative depurtment is under
the cuntrol of a political purty that disregard
the plain requirements of the Constitutivs,
violate their onths to support that instrament
and deny our right= under .
