IxcipeExTs oF T ELkcTioN, YESTERDAX. —
The occurences which tramspired in the
recond preeinct of the Fourth Ward yester-
day afternoon illustrate capitally the effect
upon our municipal politicsol'a partizan po-
lice force. The most disgraceful proceedings
prevailed ander the very cyes of the manici-
pal police, who instead of interlering to pre-
vent outlawly, pandered to its perpetration
by urresting innocent persons who were at-
tacking parties to go “seot free.”

Thos- -:ullagmder, an
aminble, quict genticinan, a well ki mer
ehant, and thcﬁut to anpg-ﬁ% Wit
4 gnog of “Roughs,”” was e the line
up to vote, when be remarked to a
t?u Wallach was likely to beat in the elec-
tion.

One Jamez Mahoney,who was slasding near
bim, sttempted to push Mr, Magruder out of
the line of voters. Mr. M. addressed himina
mild tone, asserting that Maboney had no
right to attempt to push him away. The
man, Maboney, replied. that be had a right;
that the pluce had beer vacated by a gentle-
mean in his (Mahoney's) favor. Mr. Magru-
der, well kEnowing how false the assertion
‘was, replied that he had occapied the place
upwatds of half an hour, and appeuled to
Mahoney to say if it was fair to crowd him
out in that way. To this the man replied by
a blow; and Mr. Magruder put out his haud
and seized Mahoney by the collar, sayiug,
“I arrest this man; he has strock me’'—
Several persons now rushed up and attuck-
ing Mr. Magruder with blows, rescoed Ma-
honey. A simaltaneous altack wus made
upon Mr. Magrader, when u friend rushed in
to his assistavce and for a moment separated
him from thems. The crowd, however, again
seized upon AMr. Magruder, and beat him,
tearing bis clothing off; and two policemen
assizted this infamous sssault by arresiing
him aad bolding him while several persous
were engaged in beating bhim. He was in-
stantly churged with making a dusturbance
at the polls, and was being tak ‘o away Lo-
wards the watch-house, when Alderman Ward
and Capt. Goddard came upaoad took bim
away from the officers, and currying him
round to a private window of the voting
room, permitted bimn to deposit his vote, He
was them conveyed (o the Mayor's office,
and from thence, under a guard of his friends
he proceeded home.

The man Mshoney wae pot arrested,
though his name was given to Capt. Guddard,
but remained on the ground amid kis friends,
who boasted that *the officers would have
a difficult task in arresting him."”

In the assault on Mr, C. P. Wallach, a man
named Matt O'Brien was seen to throw a
stone and strike Mr. Wm. H. Brawner. He
wos not arrested by the police, bat Mr.
Brawaer was taken away “for protection”
to the office of Jusiice Doun. Anotheér per-
&0n was seen to throw a stone or brick-bat
into the crowd, and & warrant was issued lor
his arrest; but he was oot arrested. Mr.
Thomas Lewis, a2 master bricklayer, ex-
pressed his prelerence above a whisper, aud
was chased away frown the peolls and over-
tuken on Fifth street, and there kicked and
beaten, It is right to say that several
policemen interfered in his bebalf and pro-
bably saved his life from the infuriated mob,
I1is off:nse coonsisted in having voted for Mr.
Wallach, and saying so loud enough to be
heard.

Mr. George Wilson was an opposition
challenger in one of the preciocts of the
Sixih Ward, aod about 2 o’clock this morn-
ing his residence was attacked by a band of
lawless men, who stoned and fired pistols
through the windows, and Sually went off
afler throwing the broken pieces of a musket
into the window shutters.

Toe rowdies who attacked and stoned Mr.
Wallach’s residence about 10 v'clock, P. M.,
used their pistols and other fire arms with
perfect freedom ugainst the heuse and those
assembled in froat of it?

The attack on the house of Mr. Wallach
was preceded by a shout for Berret fiom a
large crowd sanrrounding the steps ol the
Mayor's office, which was not answered by
the crowd standiog in front of the residence
of Mr. Wallach, on the opposite side of the
street. In a minnte or iwo afterwards the
crowd around the Mayor’s office steps repeat-
ed their shout for Berret, and rushing across
the street commenced firing revolvers, pis-
tols, &c., in the crowd there, wounding sev-
eral, as explained above, and flatiening their
bullets against Mr. W.’s walls, The persons
thus attacked, fled into the premises of Mr.
Waullsel, and were followed by the firing
mob, who discharged their pistol while in the
passage. through which the attacked escaped
out the back way. It is prover to add that
the foree of partizan policemen who were in
and around the attacking mob at the time,
did not rais=e a finger to prevent or suppress
the outrages we here narrate. Fortuustely,
M= Walluch and his family were in another
part of the city at the time—thus their lives
were saved, for they were the parties whom
these allies of the police of Washington
were evidently after.

In the attack of the Berret rowdies upon
the first precinct of the Fourth Ward, as the
polls were closing, Mr. Edward Stirling, a
clerk in the store of Mr. Hoover, was wound-
ed in the leg. -

A youug man was wounded slightly in the
back. His name wecouid not learn.

Jas. Williams, & young man who resides at
Mr. J. Pumpbrey’s, in the Seventh Ward, was
shot in the attack, in the bhead, and was seri-
ously wounded. Parther inquiry as to the
condition of young Williams, enables us to
say that he is very bmdly hurt, but pot deud,
and is pow under treatment at the Infirmary.
