Shall tbe North and the South bear
rayed azainst each other on a Geo
graphical line? Something for the
people to think about.
Th-r- e are many ultraisU ia the North and

South who would promptly answer this inter
rogatory in the aBraiative many who hear-

tily desire a di?olniion of the present Unicu
of the States. But the question is put to the
masses who are attached to the Union oa the
principles of the Constitution and of equality
and justice, among the States and the citizens
of the States. The paramount question for

solntion by the American people is whether
this Uaiou sentiment is in ths ascendent and
whether it can be so concentrated aud ex-

pressed at the ballot-bo- x in November, as to
overthrow the combined forces of fanaticism,
and preserve the government from violent
disruption.

The Republican party, embracing in its
membership the most rabid abolition ele-

ments, being based upon tbe primary idea of
opposition to the extension of the chief of
Southern institutions, and having encourag-
ed, by the creation of a vitiated public senti-

ment and by legislative enactments, the vio-

lation of the properly rights of the Southern
people in slaves, have aroused an antagon-
istic feeling which is equally determined and
wide-epea- d. Thy have abandoned exprcs ly
all pretense of nationality geographically,
and have sought to unite tbe North as against
the Soath on the basis of hostility to slavery
extension. It is well known by them and all
others, that could such unity be secured,
their success would be inevitable. Whilst
such an event iu itself would not he a suff-

icient cause for putting an end to the Federal
compact, it would afford a pretext to South-
ern ultraisU to make the effort, which is al-

ready agreed upon in several Southern States,
to resist tbe inauguration and precipitate a
revolution. The Republicans, lar removed
as they are from the immediate prevalence of
this feeling, may regard the threat as an idle
one; but they had as well be aysurred that
the attempt will be made. Whatever may
be its result, bo far as the continuance of tbe
Union of the States is concerned, it will be
fraught with misery and calamity. It may
fail the Union may go on but it will be
the beginning of the end, fearful in its con
templatioa and desolating ia its ultimate
consequences.

Oa the other hand the extremists of the
South, by a preconcerted plan, are doing all
they can to produce the coveted unity at the
North by springing impracticable issues and
endeavoring to bring about a unity of the
South. Both are equally intent upon de;
troyinff the nationality of parties and the
triumph of sectionalh-- the Republicans in
the hope of -- confining the South within
present limits, and tho Yancey party with a
view of dissolving tbe Union at once. This
is a true and fair statement of the position
and purposes of these two parties. The only
means of defeating them is for the consert a
live masses everywhere to come together in
opposition to both. How can this be done'

Not, certaiuly yb concentrating on Mr. Doug

las. His peculiar, illogical, unsafe and un
tenable doctrines have excited opposition
everywhere, and while he could in no event
hope for election by the people, with other
candidates in the field, were he even elected
by abandoning all others, it would be im
possible for him to conduct an administra-

tion successfully on those doctrines. This
we regard as unquestionable. But suppose
the people should agree to unite upon Mr,

Breckinridge and elect him, how would that
effect our present difficulties.

From tbe Philadelphia Preea.
Reply of Hon. Richard Tanx to tha

Proposition of the Seceaalonlsta.
Philadelphia, July 9, 1860.

Mr Dear Sir: Your printed communica-
tion of July 5, with its encloenre, is most re-

spectfully acknowledged. By both conjoined
you inform me, as one of the "Democratic
Electors at large," that the "Democratic
State Committee," of which yon are chair-
man, desires to know, in the event of my
election, if I will give a pledge to conform to
the arrangement made by that committee, at
its meeting on the 2d July last. This pro-
posed arrangement provides, as I understand
it, that the Democratic electors for Pennsyl-
vania shall, if elected, Tote for the regularly
nominated Democratic candidates for Presi
dent and Yice President of the United States,
if their vote will elect these candidates: if it
will not, then to vote for the candidates nom
inated by a meeting of gentlemen, at tne
Maryland Institute, in Baltimore, on the 23d
June. 1S60. if such vote will elect them; and
lastly, if neither of these propositions can be
managed successfully, then that the Demo-
cratic electors of Pennsylvania, if elected.
may vote as they deem best for tne interests
or tne democratic party. 1 iub is my inter-
pretation of your note, and its enclosure.

To this most extraordinary and unexam
pled proposition from a committee, appoint-
ed only by the chairman of the Democratic
Convention, and for certain specific duties, I
am requested to reply.

The DroDosed arransement was made, in
my opinion, without any authority. The
Reading Convention gave no power to its
committee to compromise the integrity' of
Democratic principles, the Democratic or--

gnization, or Democratic canaiaaies. mis
compromise, in my judgment, invol-

ves each, and includes all. If it is compe-
tent for the " Democratic State Committee"
to propose an arrangement with those not in
the regular organization of the Democratic
party, then I can see no reason why a com-

promise might not be offered with any of the
political organizations now existiug, under
their various political designations. It is
almost incredible that such a proposition
should ever have been considered, much less
approved by a Democratic body, or one as-

suming to represeut the Democratic party of
Pennsylvania.

Placed on the Democratic electoral ticket
by the only regular Democratic State authori-
ty at Reading, on the 29th of February last,
without any interference on my Dart. I ac
cepted the position, its duties and responsi-
bilities, because it was the voluntary" offer-
ing of the Democracy of the State, through
its representatives then aud there to regu-
larly organized into a Convention. I owe
fealty to the Democratic party. That party
xnoats me. as one of its representatives.

ft inkly, honestly and faUh.'u'ly to execute
the trust thus imposed ana accepted.

The masses of
the Democracy do not yet understand bow
its representatives can hold a divided duty.
Conscientiously entertiiiRtug these

opinions, I beg to state that, in the
event of my election as the Democratic elec
tor at large, 1 snail vote lor tne only regu--
larly-nomiDat- ed candidates for President and
Vice President, nominated by the Democrat
ic National Convention, at Jjaltimore b. A.
Dosiolas for President, and H. V.Johnson
for Vice President ard shall so vote until the
electoral college finishes the task the Con-

stitution imposes on it. If the Democracy
of Pennsylvania do ' not approve of this
publicly announced determination of mine,
thus unequivocally asserted, I will cheerful-- y

surrender to the authority which selected
me the position it gave; but I will recognize
no other authority to receive it.

If. as it is said, tbcre are dimculties and
doubts as to the course of a portion of the
Democracy in the present crisis, then tne only
mode to be adopted is to convene a Demo
cratic State Convention, and leave to its wis--
dom, prudence, and omnipotent will a solu-
tion lor these difficulties. Every true Demo
crat, devoted to his party principles, and
willing to be governed by its time-honor-

usages and organization, will, or ought to be
cheerfully bound by this action of tbe party.
He who will not so agree cannot be sincere
in his devotion to the Democratic party, and
his separation from it will result in no injury,
either now or in the future.

With irreat personal respect for yourself
and tbe members of the Democratic Slate
Committee, I have only to add that my poli
tical allegiance is due to a regular Conven
tion of the Democracy of Pennsylvania. I
will obey its commands, or surrender to it the
authority only held by its commission.

The Prospect In Virginia.
Never -- before in the history of the Old

Common-wealt- h was there so glorious a
chance for the Opposition to redeem Virginia
trom the iron tbraldom 01 Democracy, r et--
tered, bound down, prostrated, the W higs of
the Mother of States and of Statesmen bave
for many decades presented to the world the
attitude precisely of the Tyrant in the State's
coat of arms. But the facts reverse the pic
ture. It is not Liberty trampling Tyranny
under foot, but Party rioting in irresponsible
power over the outstretched form of Conser
vatism, for surely tnere was never ia any
State so courageous, so steadfast, loDg suffer-
ing and invincible a band of patriots, true to
every just sentiment of nationality and to
every portion of the Union as the Whigs of
Virginia, nor was tnere ever in any part of
tne enliguteneu world a party more unrelent
ing iu the exercise of power than the Demo
cratic party of the same State. The story of
the wrongs endured on the one band and
tbe high-hande- d outrages inflicted on the
other; is not unfamiliar to our readers. For
years and years seventy thousaud gentlemeu,
comprising tbe pith and flower of tbe Vir
ginia population, bave been virtually dis--

francbiscd. Men of wealth, of learning, of
influence, ot tne tirst order of ability in all
things pertaining to public affairs, tbey have
nevertheless had no more lot or part in tbe
State government than if they had lived in
China or Timuuctoo. They were not per
mittee to hold the lowest office within the
gift of the Executive. They were ousted
from the Boards of the Ccllegee, the Univer-
sity, tbe Banks, and even the Railroads.
Party lines were drawn where they ought
never to bave existed, and political tests
were made where politics ought to have been
rigidly excluded.

To be a Wbig was to be incompetent for
any puLiic position nowever insignincant.
To be a Wbig in Virginia was to be no citi
zen. To be a Whig was for the young man
to cut himself off fiom all cbnce ot a ca-
reer. To be a Whig, was, save in the barren
exercise ot a franchise rendered purposely
null and void, to be an alien. The Congres-- :
sional districts were so altered as to make
it next to impossible to return a Whig to the
National Legislature. The same tyrannical
system was resorted to in the formation ot
new counties, and all tbe old counties would
have been if the Democracy had
dared to attempt a thing so monstrous.
Wherever the Democratic party could ob
tain control tuey obtained it without regard
to consequences, and without a thought as
to tbe bauetul etlects in tbe future of thrust
ing politics where politics in no manner be-
longed. In a State claiming to bold above
all others sound views ot government, iu a
State boasting to te the special guardian of
State Rights, in a state blatant about con-
stitutional limitations, a tyrunny was prac
tised in exact accordance with tne tneory of
Divine Right, Unlimited Monarchy, and
without a parallel in the annals of the Re--
Tuiblic. To the credit ot the Old Dominion
be it said, that one bright spot appears in all
the long and dark expanse of partisan mis
rule the Judiciary, mane elective, was,
nevertheless, high, pure and undefiled from
the nolluuon of party.

The time has now come when the oppressed
may throw off the shackles and once more
stand tree. The sufferings of years may now
be avenged. The State may be redeemed.
The redemption of tne btate may oe tne sal
vation of the Union. A glorious hour ia at
hand for the Whizs of Virginia. A noble
work, a irreat work, a task worthy so unsel
fish, so unconquerable, so patriotic a band, is
to be done.

Tbe Central Execu-
tive Committee of the Democratic party is
to be called together. The sign ii ominous.
Douglas emissaries are pouring into the
State, and they are enthusiastic. The friends
of Breckinridge are slow and unwilling in
their work. Douglas wants the State to go
the Union party. Money will not be spared.
Intrigues are thickening daily. Tbe wires
that once worked so smoothly and effectively
ore all crossed, tangled, intertwisted. The
wire-woiker- s are out-of-sor- ts, at logger-bead- s,

undecided, stunned, paralysed. The
rank and file of the party are in a like hapless
condition..

The Memphis Postmaster.
The Washington correspondent of the ati

Enquirer in his letter of the 24th
says

About a week since Mr. Avery, the Repre-
sentative from th3 Memphis District, was
summoned to appear before the Postmaster-Gener- al

and designate a successor to the pre
sent wormy and emcient incumient. Col.
Carroll, lately elected a Douglas delegate to
Charleston. Mr. Avery at once protested
against the contemplated outrage, 'and was
backed in bis remonstrance by tbe entire
Tennessee delegation in both branches of
Congress.

A telegraphic dispatch, announcing the in-
tention of the President, having been imme-
diately sent to Memphis, a remonstrance,
signed by nearly five hundred Democrits, in-
cluding all shades of personal opinion, was
sent in at once, and arrived this morning.
Tbe remonstrants protest in the name of the
eneire Democracy or West Tennessee against
the removal ot Col. Carroll. It is prooable
the act will not be consummated.

The above appeared last February. Since
that time, the head of CoL Carroll has been
brought to the block; and we do not hear
that there was one amongst the Tennessee
delegation to protest against the bloody
deed.

Rather Severe on Old Abe.
The Saratoga Springs correspondent of the

Charleston Mercury tells the following story:
Mr. M., who is a true Democrat, has in his

possession a portrait of Abraham Lincoln,
with whom he is well and familiarly ac-
quainted. A few days since, an ardent ad-
mirer and political friend of ihe Republican
candidate for Presidency, was at the house
of Mr. M when the conversation turned
upon the subject of Lafitte, the notorious
buccaneer and freebooter of tbe Gulf of Mex-
ico, who had his headquarters at Barrataria.
Mr. M. being inclined to a bit of sly fun, and
knowing the political procli itics of his friend,
inquired if he had any knowledge of the
youngest son of Lafitte, at the same time in-
forming him that he had in his possession a
portrait of the younger Lafitte, which was
immediately produced, but so held that the
name of the original could not be seen, as
the portrait is not framed. The visitor
gazed with wonder and astonishment on the
picture before him, and exclaimed, with in-
dignant feelings, that all men could see iu
the lineaments of the face low cunning, deep
and damnable treachery and piracy, most
distinctly marked. After indulging in this
train of remark for a few moments, Mr. M.
slowly removed bis hand from the lower part
ot the picture, when tbe name of Abraham
Lincoln was disclosed tc his view, which
completely paralyzed the visitor, and for a
time rendered him speechless.

Washington July 13.

An Important Cottox Decision. A case
has recently been decided in the Fifth Dis-
trict Court of New Orleans, in which Cotton
dealers are interested. It was shown that
Buckner Stanton & Newman sold to Delany,
Rice & Co., on the 16th of March, 1860, nine
hundred and eighty bales of Cotton at nine- -
uuu a nan cents per pound, wnen tbe Cot-
ton was inspected one hundred and pirhtv- -
eight bales were rejected, as mixed and un--
meicuauiauie, according 10 me samples by
which the lot was purchased. The plaintiffs
tOok back the mivfd hnlos anil tnliclltnlol
merchantable Cotton of as good quality as
tbe original samples called for. The defend-
ants refused the entire lot, so made up, and
the plaintiffs sold it to other parties, lor less
than the first sale to defendants, and then
brought a m't to recover tbe deficiency.

Judare Eesrleston decided that th Tla?n.
tiffs could not sustain an action against the
dt f ndants, because the first sale was tinctur-
ed with fraud, and the rfTVr 1

with its long ranges of sheep-wal- k, ex-
ports mutton to England. England is now
exporting mutton to Scotland. The evil is,
unhappily, lar indeed from being a sentimen-
tal one. People who are engaged in agri-
cultural operations will tell you that, unless
the weather mends, and that speedily, the
year's harvest will be in the most imminent
peril. We all know the meaning of a defi-
cient harvest. Irreparable mischief is not
yet done; but an eleventh month of bad
weather superadded to the ten which have
preceeded it, would probably be sufficient to
place the grain crops in jeopardy. Under
these circumstances we have, at least, the
comfort of thinking that in our own islands
the legislative folly of man is not acting in
harmony with the inclemency of the ele-
ments. Tbe farmer on the banks of the Ohio
and the Belgan grower of stock are working
for the British markets.
