In Mr. Yaxcey's letter to Mr. Meipows,
written June 16, 1859, be spoke as follows
of Mr. Jerrgasoy:: ¢ _

Exceediugly loose, and indeed unconstitu-
tional, ideus on the subject of slavery, earl
crept luto the public mind. Wild, impracti-
2able and false notions, az to the equality of
the humsan race, got abroad both bere and in
Earope. The world bad so long been pressed
down under the weight of ab-olute despo!-
ism, that the rebound of opinion went far
hej'onﬂ the line of truth; and the error, start-
ing in France, swepl scross the Atlantic, and
for a time unsettled, even here, the well-bal-
anced principles of our Constitution, and the
opinions of some of onr grealest statesmen.
From this zocrce Mr. Jefferson became im-
baed with the spirit of slavery emancipation;
and ander his powerful influence this mental
poison epread through our political sphere,
while ander the still stronger influence of
several ml";lg preachers ol the gospel, it
became a er

was a4 moral leprosy fastened upon the land.
In the height of these radically false notious,
Congress passed the law prohibiting the for-
vign trade in slaves—declared it to be of the

Lincoin’s Forthecoming Proclama-

Recent telegraphic dispatches from Wash-
ington state thal Governor Seward had let out
the saportant fact that, should Mr. Lincoln be
elected President of the Uniled States, he
intended to put forth a proclamation of sach
views as he deemed important, to sllay all
opposition from the Southern States, Seward
and Lincoln obviou-ly thick that the South-
ern people are very like a capiured elephant.

little green grass to the elephant in the pit.
Mr. Lincoln er Mr. Seward i= nobody 1w this
contest. They are oaly the froth on the top
of the wave. The wave itself, begins its
heave from the depihs of the ocean. They
have, by their demagognieal and fanatical
appeals to the people of the North, divided
the Union into two great antagonist sections.
