Georgia Failure of Fusion.
A week or two ago a proposition was made

by the friends' or Mr,' Bell in Georgia, to
have but one electoral ticket in thai State,
which Ehould equitably and fairly represent
the strength of the three parties. The pro-
position was agreed to by tbe Douglas men,
and a meeting of tbe respective Executive
Committees was arranged to be' held at At-
lanta . on Monday last the Breckinridge
Committee being invited. The Bell and
Donglas Committees accordingly met but
that of Breckinridge refused, and the matter
failed, and the three parties are voting for
their respective tickets.

This action of the Breckinridge men drew
from the Union Committee tbe following:
Address of the Bell and Everett Cm

mlttee. '

Atlanta, Geo., Oct. 29, 1860.
To the Voter of Georgia:

In deference to tbe call made by large
meetings of tbe people of all parties, we met
here to day, to confer with the Executive
Committees of tbe other parties in Georgia,
with the design of arranging, on a liberal ba-
sis, a common ticket for tbe union of all our
pecple and instruct that electoral ticket,
wben chosen, to cast tbe vote of Georgia in
the Electoral College, in such manner as most
effectually to defeat tbe election of our com-
mon enemies Lincoln and Hamlin.

It pains us to be compelled to announce
that our Breckinridge friends have utterly
declined to join in tbis patriotic movement.
Upon them alone must rest all the responsi-
bility fur continued strife and discord among
a people wnose interests ana destiny mustbe
the same.

The Executive Committee of that party
nave even declined to meet and eonnul with
us on tbe propriety of union and harmony.

Our friends in tbe North, battling for our
common Constitution, are weakened and de
moralized by our division in the South, and
urgently demand that moral power which our
union would give them. With all our hearts,
we are ready to bury our minor differences,
and hold up their hands in tbis fearful strug-
gle. Our Breckinridge friends have denied
us Ibis privilege.

To meet this
crisis, we greatly desired to break down in
advance all party divisions and hush all lo
cal animosities. Ia tbis earnest and sincere
desire, we have met with an unconditional
repulse from our Breckinridge leaders.

A general union of all parties being the
original purpose and demand, and being de
feated in this, we are left to the necessity of
continuing our organization as heretofore an-
nounced.

We have the pleasure of saying, however,
that tbe following resolution was unanimous-
ly adopted by tbe Bell and Everett Executive
Committee:

Resolved, 1 bat should tbe Bell and Everett
candidates be chosen members of the Electo
ral College by tbe votes of the people, they
will carry out the wishes of their constitu
ents, in casting tbe vote of the State in such
manner as shall elicctually defeat Lincoln
and Hamlin.

The most important aspect in which tbis

action of the Breckinridge party can be
viwed is, thut it may be made to weaken the
South in the Electoral Colleges, and materi
ally aid in tbe election of Lincoln. Tbe laws
of Georgia require a majority of tbe entire
popular vote to be given to the successful
electors, otherwise there will be no election
by the people; in which event the State Le-

gislature is required to appoint the electors.
With three tickets before tbe people it is by
co means certain that either will be able to
carry a majority of the popular vote, and the
failure to elect by the people, according to
our information, ia altogether possible, if not
probable. The election may therefore de-

volve upon tbe Legislature. But the law of
Congress requires that the electors shall be
appointed on the same day in all the States of
the Union. Now, if Georgia fail to elect on
Tuesday next, it is a question, to say the
least, of grave doubt whether the action of
the Legislature on a diffirerd day from the oth
er States, will be legal; and hence her vote
may be thrown out altogether. If such be
the result tbe Electoral vote of the Union
will be reduced from l03 to 293' which will
make 117 a majority and sufficient to elect
the President; whereas it now requires 152.
Lincoln may, in that case, lose New York
and still, by carrying the rest of the North,
be elected. But if he lose New York, and
Georgia not fail to cast her vote, be will be
defeated beyond peradventure. .

Thus it appears that it is of the very high
est importance that Georgia should not lose
her vote; and the Breckinridge party in pur-

suing a course to put it in tbe least hazard,
are unfaithful to their own professed loyalty
to the South, aud show a recklessness of es,

that can only be explained upon
the supposition that they are totally regard-
less of the welfare and safety of the Union,
and fatally bent on ruling or ruining.

,1Tho are Legal Voters, . ; J.

The near approach of the President ia
election makes it important to a large class
that it should be definitely known who are
legal voters. The question is determined by
the law of Tennessee and the decision of the
Supreme Court. The followinglecision of
the Supreme Court very clearly settles the
question: '

The words "citizens of the -- county" as
used in the first section of the fourth article
of the Constitution of this State, means. a
member of tbe body politic, entitled to exer-- .
cise tbe ordinary rights .of citizenship. A
person born within tbe limits of the United
States, who has resided ia any county in tbis
State for six months preceding any general
election, is entitled to vote in said sleciion if
he has attained the age of twenty-on- e years.
Bat a person of foreign birth is not a citizen
until he becomes natural, zed, and be cannot
therefore vote in any election in the State,
unless be has resided in tbe county where be
offers to vote six months cUr his .naturaliza-
tion, next preceding such election. Saeett's
Reports, vol. 5, page 482.

From the above, it will be seen that any
free white citizen of tbe United States, "who
has resided in any county in tbis State for
six months preceding any "general, election,
is entitled to vote in said election.' But a
foreigner has to wait till he is naturalized,
and six months after his naturalization. . '

Naturalization papers are proof of natu-
ralization, and eyery adopted citizen, who
desires to vote, should be prepared to exhibit
his papers, if challenged. To prevent fraudu-
lent voting, it should be a uniform rule at
every precinct to require tbe exhibition of
naturalization papers. .

The law of the State also provides see
Code, page 876 that ; .

It is a misdemeanor to vote in any election
not being legally qualified to vote, or to vote
under any assumed fictitious name, whether
such person be a qualified voter or not. .

.?
The penalty for violation of the above sec-

tion is fine or imprisonment, or both, at tbe
discretion of the Court and jury trying the
oflence.

In another section of tha Code, page 877,
it is provided that . ,

If any person bring, or aid in bringing,,
fraudulent voters into this State, for the pur-
pose of practicing a fraud upon tbe election
franchise, such person shall, upon conviction,
be imprisoned in the penitentiary not less
than two, nor more than five years.

The careful perusal of the above will leave
no one at a loss to determine his rights and
privileges in the premises.

Let it be continually dinned into the ears
of the people of the North and Sou h, that a
vole for Breckinridge is a vote for Lincoln.
There is no avoiding tbe conclusion that the
contest is narrowed down to Bell and Lin-

coln. Politicians who don't want to acknowl-
edge this will of course deny it. The Demo
cratic party was in a minority in nearly eve
ry Northern State when united. Divided as
it is irrevocably divided it is necessarily
powerless. In the South the division in its
ranks is even more radical, and while the
Union ticket is daily receiving accessions
from the more conservative element of the
country, and thus growing in strength, tbe
schism in tb e Democratic party is of such a
character as to leave no reasonable doubt that
Bell and Everett will get five-sixt- hs of the
Southern States. Then, let us all be up and
doing, aud vote for tbe Union ticket to a man.

I do not know what
tbey will be. and would not paint them if I
did. I desire to keep as far 'off from making
threats as I am Iroin trembling when they
are made by others.
