We showed that the laws of Congress
are of superior cbligation upon every citizen
of the Union, end any State law in conflict
with them is abselately void and of no effeet.
No one will gainsay this position, usil is ex-
pressly contained in the Constitution, Art. 6,
elauge 2, as follows : +* Thi= Consiitution, and
the Laws of the United States which #hall be
made ig purssance thereof; and all Treaties
wade, or which shall be made under ihe su-
thority of the United States, shull be the
cupreme Jaw of the land ; and the Judges iu
every State shall be bound thereby, anything
in tle copstitution or laws of any State to
the contrary notwithstanding.” We urged
further that the President is bound by the
dutics of his office und the cobligalion of hLis
oath, to execule the laws : for, the Constitu-
tion provides, Art 2, sce. 1, clause 1, that:
¢ The exeeative power shall Le vesied ia a
President o1 the United States of Amerion.”
He cannot avoid thut responsibility; but i< ob-
liged tosee the law enforced. Heisbound alik
to enforce them in Boston and Charleston, in
Maine and California. To do so be is au-
thorized to use all the foree at his commanid.

From Mr, A. J. Crossman, of Providence,
Rbode Island, Sept. 20th. A section of the
branch of the root of an apple tree which
penetrated the grave of Roger Williams (the
celelbiated founder of the Providenee Plauta-
tion, or Rbode Island,) at Provideoce. A
Pampllet of 12 pages, being a “*Memorial of
Roger Willinms,” accompanies Mr. Cross-
wan’s letter and relic. This pamphblet gives
an nccoant of the recent opening of the grave,
Murch 22, 1860, We will give such extracts
from it as may prove interesting: “The ut-
most care was taken in seraping away the
enrth from 1he bottom of the grave of Roger
Williams. Not a vestage of any bone was
discoverable, nor even of the lime dust which
usnally remaina after the gelatinous part of
the bone is decomposed. So completely had
disappeared all the eartbly remains of the
Fouuder of the State of Rhode Island, in the
commingled mass of black, erumbled slate
stone and sbule, that they did unot ‘leave n
wreck bebind.! By chemical laws, we leara
that all Besh, and the gelatinous matter giv-
ing consistency to the bones, become finully
resolved inlo earbonic acid gas, water and
air, but the solid lime dust of the decomposed
bones was bere doubtlessly ubsorbed by roots
or commingled with the earth in the bottom
of the gruve, being literally the ‘ashes of the
dead.) Tbhis was all that remained. On
louking down into the pit, whilst the sex-
tons were clearing it of earth, the 1oot of an
adjucent apple tree was discovered. This
tree bad puoshed dowpwards one of ils main
roots in a sloping direction and nearly
straight courss towards the precise spot that
had been occupied by the skall of Roger
Willinme=. There muking a turn conform-
ing with its clreumlerence, the root followed
the direction of the Lack-bone to the bips,
uud thence divided into two branches, each
one lollowing a leg-bone to the heel, where
they both turoed upwards to the extemities
of the toes of the cKelelon. One of the rcols
formed a slight crook at the part occupied
koee joint, thus producing an in-
ereused resembinoce to the outlines of the
ckeleron of Roger Williams, as if, indeed,
moulded thereto by the powers of vegetable
lite. This singularly formed root has been
carefully preserved, us constituting a very
impressive excemplification  of the mode in
which the countents of the grave had beea en-
tircly ubsorbed. Apparently not sated with
rapnins fousd in one
grave, the same roots extended themselves
into the next adjoiving one. pervading every
part ef it with a vet-work of voracious fibres
in their thorough search for every particle of
mutritious matter in the form of phosphate
of Vime, nnd oiber organic elements consti-
tuting the bones. At the time the apple
tree was planted, all the fleshy parts of the
body bad doubtlessly been decomposed and
dispersed in gaseous forme; and there was
then left only enough of the principal bones
to serve for the roots to follow slong from
one extremity of the skeleton to the other in
a continuous= course, to glean up the scanty
remuins. Had there been other organic
malter present in guantity, there wounld bave
been found divergeut branches of rocts to
ecnvelope and absort it. This may serve to
explain the singular formation of the roots
into the shape of the principal bones of the
human skeleton. These disclosures are cor-
roburated by the artificial use of bones asa
manure in  practical agriculture. Similar
instunces bave been noticed in excavating to
remove the remains of human bodies from
old burial grounds. This very remarkable
exhibition of the powers of vegetable life in
uelive pursuit of uppropriate nourishing food,
even in the depths of the human grave, con-
sfitutes one of the most interesting phen.m-
coa in a philosophical point of views, dis-
closed during the rescarches that have been
descrived, serving to show that nothing use-
tul as food for plants is wasifully lost in the
economy ol nature, und that even our very
graves ure ransacked by rambling roots, as
well as by the erawling worms, that convert
every charnel house into a bangueting hall.,
At the close of these careful excavalions,
and during the disappointment which ensued
from finding only a parcel of rools nestled
Into the place of the remains of the founder
of Lthe State of Rhode Island, all present
turned to the innceent locking apple tree, as
the theif that had :t.len them away. There
was no mistake, for it bad been canght in
the act of robbing a grave, and of appropri-
ating the eontenis Lo i18 own use, re incorpor-
ating them foto its living trunk and
branches, The swollen buds showed that it
was preparing to show off its spoils in a new
suit of green leaves, with gay blossoms of
many colors, as banuers rejoicingly bang
