THE GOVERNMENT AND THE COSFEDERATE
BTATES.

It seems to be well understood in circles
that may be credited, that Gov, Seward will
reply in a few days to the Soutbern Commis-
sioncra.  The letter will be addressed to the
peopls of tbe seceded Gtates through them,
and while intimatiog the coutivued peace
policy of the Administration, will most earn-
extly solicit peacenble sod conciliatory con-
da~t in return. He will svoid the issue of
the recognition of the Contederate States,
and appesl to the people North and Suuth to
me«t in National Coovention for asettlement
ol difficulies.

The moment the Commissioners receive
this reply they will return to Montgomery
wnd communicate with the new Guvernment,
Mauers will then be allowed to rest antil
the mission to Englend and France from the
Confederate States is recoguized or nvj cted.

In the event of recoguition, of which the
