floterial district, at the Convention to be
held for that purpose, at such time and place
as may be agreed upon by the delegates
from the various counties composing the dis-
trict

Bescivtd, That in view of the present try
ing exigencies of the country, this Conven-
tion respectfully suggests the Hon. John
Bell as the proper person to represent this
district in the Congress of tbe United States.

Rttolced, That the Hon. James M. Quarles,
our immediate Representative in Congress,
by his calm, patient and conciliatory fforts
for tbe preservation of the Federal Union,
his vigilant guardianship of tbe public trea-
sury, and his devotion to tbe peculiar inter-
ests of this District, has merited our hearty
approbation, sod we cay to him "well done,
good and faithful servant."

We know nothing about tbe maps and geo-

graphies of forty years ago, for at that time
we were not born, and bad no positive assur-

ance that we ever would be ; but our under-

standing is that the Iudian name of the Cum-
