Independence Day.

Yesterday was the day st spart for the
expression of the wishes of the people of
Tennessee relative io the Declaration of In-
dependence passed by the Legislature; and
the adoption of the Constitution of the Pro-
visional Government of the Confederate
States. It had been awailed with consider-
able anxiety. The feeling amongst our citi-
gzens was deep and all-pervading. Neverthe-
less, there never was a quieter election beld
in this city. Every voter who wished, went
to the polls and cast bis vole somolested.—
No attempt was made to interfere with the
unrestrained exercise of the right of suffrage;
and if aoy ooe failed to make us=e of the bal
lot-box to express his wishes, it was his own
fault. The charges which had been fully cir-
culated abroad, that a reign of terror pre-
wailed bere, and that the so-called Uuion
men would, if they dared vote, peril their
lives, were proven to bave been entirely gra-
tuitcus ené slanderous. The calmoess that
prevailed throughout the day wes in striking
contrast with the excitement which vsually
sccompanies even the most unimportant eleg
tioos. It showed that the people were act
fng with calmness and determination—that
they were pot unmindiul of the awiul re-
sponsibility which they bad assumed, and
that they had weighed the consequences of
their action. They had resolved to be freed
from the old Government, and Lo enter upon
s new and untried path, and they did not re-
gard the occasion of recording their deter-
mination, as one of boisterousness or levity.

HON. JNO. BELL
SPEAKS AT KNOXVILLE.

Declares Himsellf a Rebel, and Risks
the Consequences.

The Hon John Bell, according to previoas
announcement, addressed the people of Knox
couuty yesterday, There wus a large aodi
ence, many ladies occupying seats witbin the
bar; but very few of the Unicn mes, whom
the distingoished geatleman bad iavited par
ticularly to hear him, were present. Of the
Southern Rights crowd pre=ent, however.
very many were the former political adhe-
rents and friends of Mr. Bell. Wea reached
the Court House a few minutes after Mr, Bell
commenced his spesch, and not only listened
attentively, but took notes of it, and present
the following a= a fair synopsis of it:

ME. BELL'S fPEECH.

Mr. Bell stated that he did not intend to
take any new position. It was troe that af-
ter the last Presidential election he bad vin.
diecated Lincoln. IHe knew that Lincoln en-
tertained ultra abolition views, but still he
believed be could do no harm, becuase he
could not move an inch without his cabinet,
and the Senate could have check-mated him.
Had not the Southern States seceded, at the
end of Lincoln's term the Repuoblican party
would have beeu shattered to pieces.

Last February, when one or two States bad
seceded, the question was, fhall Tennessee go
out of the Union also? Mr. Bell bad said no
He bad expressed his beliel that Lincoln was
traduced—that he did oot favor the idea of
negro equalily. [He was present at Lincola’s
inaugurstion, and worked bard for ten days
and nights to preserve the Union. He had
come hume and represented Lincoln for peace
Lincolo bad protessed pesce, and Mr. Bell
had warned the admimsiration against coer
cion. He bad told them that if there was co-
ercion and bloodshed, there would be rsvolo
tion in the Border States. They might col-
lect the revenue, and blockade Southern
ports, if it were necessary ; bat if they inva-
ded a State there would be war, His advice
was that, if peaceable means fajled, it was
beiter to let the Cotton State go—it was bet-
ter to loose them, than to loose them and the
Border States also, by attempting coercion.
Coercion was not the policy. 7The ssceded
States never could be subdued. (Appinose.)

He believed Mr. Lincoln had iotended to
adopt this peacefal policy—he had intended
to do right. He dad determined to evanate
Fort Sumter. Bat an infant miltary power
was beginning to bud in the North. Domi-
paant men at the North, who were anxious to
win power and place by their prowess on the
buttle-field, by letter and telegraph had as-
sail-d Lincoln—telling him that to evacnats
Sumter would be the destruction of the He-
publican party— hat all his friends would
forsuke him. Lincoln yielded. He attempi-
ed to reinforce Fort Samter. Mr. Bell ex-
posed the trickery of the movement agaiost
Fort Sumter.

Then came Lincoln’s Proclamation of the
15th of April calling for 75,900 volunteers.
Notwithstanding the professious of that proc-
lamation, Mr. Bell saw that it indizated the
invasion of the Border Stawes. If it meant
anything else why did it not say so. There
were hints in that proclamation that were
calculated to fire the Northern heart with
military ardor. It did have that effect. The
military fire spread in the North. Conserva-
tive men went under. Cushing. Dickinszon,
and such Demoerats were compelled to yield
to the despotism of this military spirit. and
were now among the most violent of the en-
emive of the South. Bailer, now in command
of the forces at Hampton, Virginia, was one
of this class. Major Generul Patterson of
P iiladelphia was aoother. He was an East
Tennersean by birth, and was at first mobbed
in Philadelpbia for his Sonthern sentiments,
bat was now the leader of the Pennsylvania
fcrees against Harper's Ferry. Putterson
bad succumbed to the military despotism at
the North. Nothiog in the bistory of the
world equalled that military despotism. We
are accused of having a military despoti=sm in
the South, but compare it with this despot
ism at the North, and there would be found
to be 8 great difference,

Lineoln bad ion his proclamation dizavowed
hig intention to invade Southern States, bat
be hus invaded them, and the Southern
Btates should all muke common caonse in re-
sistance to that invasion. Lineoln bad call-
ed not only for 75,000 but 200,000 troops.
He might not call marching these troops
through the Border States to suppress armed
combinations in the Southern States *‘subju-
gation,”” but what else would it be! The
presence of thesa troops would over-awe the
citizens, would humiliate all—would bumili-
ate the Union men as well as the Secession-
ists,

It 18 troe that the iovading Generals iseue
proclamations that they will protect private
property, but what are these proclamations
worth when you look at the composition of
their troope. The leaders are ambitious pol-
iticians, and the men are desperate fanatics
—the conservative people stay at home. The
leaders are upable to control the men, and
their paper proclamations amount to noth-
ing. The very presepnce ol such an army io
any Southern State, demorelizes the slaves—*
they are ruinous and ought to be resisted
and driven back,

Mr. Bell alluded to Mr. Nelson’s address.
He did not doabt that Mr. Nelson was patri-
vtic—siocere in his desire to upbold a glori-
ous government. Buat with what prospect of
suoces=? Military domination at the North
will scatter the hopes of Mr. Nelson and
others, The North, perbaps, may not call
themeelves an re, but they are already
preparirg to make Lieatentant Generals and
Muarshals of those who distinguish thems«elves
ny their valor in the congnest of the South.
Lioeoln and S8eward,bad as they are, are non-
entitiecs—ihe military spird rules, and even
threatens to depose Liugoln.

QOae s-otiment ¢f Mr. Nelson he would par-
ticularly refer te, Mr. Nelson says: *In an
awlul crisis like this, involving our own des-
tiny and the fate of oor children’s children,
it is & great grime against God and man to
suppress the truth and delude the people into
an unjust rebellion sgsiost & Government
they have loved.” Mr. Bell could endorse
that sentimeut—he eoocarred in it entlrelz.
Bat when Mr. Nelson locks st the other side
of this guestion, be will find that be has
been, iuwogently, no doubt, misleading and
deluding the people of East Tvnoessee. Mr.
Bell would point the people to the military
despotism that is growing up in the North—
where men are siimulated by hopes of place
and position, ffom the bovors and
sweets of victories over the South, Man's
curse and God’s curse falls on him, who, in a
time like this, wi misleads his fellow-citi-
right to say that
Mr. Nelson is deluded. The military spirit
rules at Wasbington, and not Liocoln and
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ama of 100,000 troons gets into Kentucky
ander this pretext, Kentucky will be subdued
as Il-rEland bhas been.

Mr. Bell next noticed s statemeht in the
National Tutells . that the Lincoln Gov-
ernment calculate thbat wherever they can
march troops in the South the Union men
will flock to their staodard. Mr. Bell
thought they were mistaken. The Uaion
sentiment was strong in East Tennessee, but
East Teonesseans woald pot resist if the
State voted ou!, unless they were tyranaized
over intolerably. He bad not been in favor of
the ordinance as the Legislature had
it. He bad favored a military League with
the Confederate States, but not the League
made by our Legislature. But the Lincola
theory is, there is a Union sentiment here
that must be protected. Bat Mr. Bell’s ad-
vice to Tennessee Union men is, never to
call in Liocolo’s aid—never resist a majority,
unless they intolerably oppress the minority.

Mr. Bell did not say tbat the acts of the
Legislature were constitational. He believed
they were exira-constitutional, bat in a rev-
olution =ll laws and all constitotions were
done away. There is no law aboot it. The
Usion men of East Tennessee were pledged
to submit if the State voted out by a clear
msjority—with a qualification—namely, if it
was done without fraud. That was ao idle
qnalification. There never was an election
withoal some degree of fraud, on one side or
the other. Then, too, they thought the law
entitling voluoteers to vote in other than
their own counties, was nol constitutional.
Bat if the law entithing them thas to vote
was unconstitutionsl, the same law author-
ized the election, and every other vole was
equally unconstitutional. If these volunteers
were entitled to vote at home, anybody who
would seek to deprive them of their vowe, be-
cause they were encamped away from home,
was not himsell worthy (o exercise the rights
of & free man. The very term ‘revolution’
implied irregularity, and in a revolution it
could not be otherwise. If there was any-
thiog legul aboat it, these voluateers in camp
who were entitled to vote at home, were en-
titled to vote here.

He denounced any attempt to interfere with
the Iree exercise ofthe right to vote, either by
threats of persenal violence or of other cou-
sequences. In this section the Union men bhad
notbing of that sort to fear, because they
were numerically the strongest. He was not
here to dietate to them how they should vote.
They had the right to vote,for or against Sep-
aration, and noune had the right to hold them
accountable for voting their booest coovie-
tions. If any did attempt to prevent them
they should assert and maintain their right
at all hazards

For himself he had taken his position. The
uocse was probably around bis neck buat he
was frank to d-clare himself a Resen! He
had counseled resistance to the invasive pol-
icy of the Federal Government, and that
made him a Rebel, and if there was aoy puo-
ishment to follow it, be was willing to incur
it—he did not se«k to evude either the charge
or the responsibility.

[The applause which followed this decla-
rativn of Mr. Bell, was g0 great, that he could
not, for a moment, procecd. Duriog the
pause, Dr. Carry presenied the distioguished
speaker with a beautiful bouguet on behalf
of the ladies present, which compliment, Mr.
Bell appropristely ackuowledged.]

Mr., Bell resumed—

Notwithstanding the eagerpess of the North
to engage in and prolong this war for mili-
tary glory, he did not believe it would be of
long duration. He thought it would be end-
edin a year. England and Fraunce bad sn
interest in the matter, and they would not
permit it to continue. Il was their interest
to favor a reconciliation.

He paid a bigh compliment 1o the brave
young men who have marched from the South
into Virginia to fight. He contrasted them
with the Northern troops, and while he
awarded courage to the Mussachuosetts troops,
thev were not composed of the best class of
Massachus-t!s men.

H+ would not debate the question whether
the first one or two States hud acted right in
seceding. He did not belicve they had. But
when seven or eight States had seceded and
their people were unanimouns, it was then a
reviation, and the admiai-tration had made
a great mistake in attempting to coerce them.
They nevir conld coerce them—they never
could couquer them.

James Buchanan, when South Carolina
went out, could bave enforesd the laws, but
when Lincoln came in, and six or seven
States were out, it could oot be done., The
moment the truitor, James Bucbanan, per-
mitted Soath Carolina to go, be bad betrayed
the Union. But the South was entitled to
her share of the arms bought with 1the com-
mon fund, and there were persons in Bueb-
anan’s Cabinet who were having the arms
moved South with hie connivaoce, and io
consideration of that service be could forgive
even James Buchaoan.

Mr. Bell thought that Tennessee would un-
doubtedly vote out, and he believed the
Uonion men of East Tennessee would submit,
if they were not oppressed. He would throw
himself into the breach to save them from
oppression or ecivil war.

e said be bad not intended to speak so
long, he had been exhausted before he came
there, and thunking the sodience for their
allention, he retired.

Unfriendly Atitude of England to=
wards Lincoluw’s Government—Iit
will not allow the Privateers to be
treated as Firates,

The Northern press is bitier on the late
news from Eogland. The Cincinnati Comuner-
cial thus refers to it:

The debate in the British House of Lords,
which we publirhed in full yesterday, is cer-
tainly the most unfavurable sign yet of the
attitude of the British Government towards
the just side of this great struggle. The
Lord Chauncellor went further than had been
previously reported, in bis outrageous advo-
cucy of the rights of piracy. He went go far
a8 to proonouuce that the United Siates has
no right to punish British privateers in Jeff.
Davis’ service as pirates! He added that the
war of the Conlederate Siates against the
North was a just one, and their right &s bel-
ligereats was “admitted.”” His words are:

“No one (i. e, no English subject), onght
to be regarded as a pirate for ncting under a
commission from a State admitted to be en-
titled to the exercise of belligerent rights,
and earrying on whut might be called a jus-
tum bellum. Anybody dealing with a man
under thoge circumstances as a pirate, and
putting him to death, would be guilty of
murder.”

Lord Kingsdown followed the Lord Chan-
cellor, and announced that *England bad re-
cognized the seceding States a8 a body pos-
sessing the rights of a belligerent;” that the
“extravagant order of the Washington Gov-
ernment in reference to privateering wasa
mere brutem fulmen;’’ or, if not, that it “was
a piege a barbarity which would raise an
outery throoghout the whole civilized world.”
Earl Graoville, a member of the Cabinet,
threw in his speer at the blockade of 4he
Southern coast, asserting that “mere paper
blockades would not be recogaized,” and
commented upon the “agreement of Paris as
not gffecting & change in international law,
excepting as regarde those powers which sig-
nified their acceptance of it,” thus igooring
the last elanse of the Paris treaty, by which
those who *might hereafier” accept it, were
placed on a par with those who bad done so.

If those peers who adbere to the Palmer-
ston Ministry were thus explicit in. their
quast-hostility to the United States, the lords
of th+ opposition were still more so. “I ap-
prebend,” eaid the Earl of Derby, “that, if
there is one thing clearer than another, it is
that, by the law of nations, privateeying is
pot piracy; that no enactment on the part of
any one pation can make that piracy as re-
gards the subject of another country which
ia not piracy by the law of pations, or by
the law of that country. The Northern
Siates, therefore, must not be sllowed to en-
tertain that opioion, It is very important,
he added, “that Her Majesty’s Government
should, not commit themselves to the doe-
trioe that the Uoited States are to lay down
the principle of a universal biockede, and
that blockade would be recognized by Her
Mujesty’s Goveroment,” Lord Chalmstord
gommented upon the serious step taken by
the British Cabinet, in “sdwmitting the Con-
federate States to be entitled to the rights of
belligerents,”’ but it was clear that “South-
ern privateers could not be treated as pi-

TE& is probably an exaggeration,
bat a scant supply of cotton will make a fi-
pancial cricis and & period of distress and
starvation that would require vast govern-
ment aid, or there would be an insurrection or
rebellion.

To avert that, this Government is going to
do everything possible to throw obstacles in
the way of President Lincoln; in other
words, to furce your Government to stop hos-
tilities. Yoa bave seen the papers here up
to this time, and how they have dealt in
“bosh’ and weak arguments agaiost *‘coer-
cion,” and in fact encouraged the South in
their rebellion.

You may be perfectly certain that Great
Britain will follow ap the proclamhtion and
the discussions in Parliament by every pobsi-
ble species of inference, and if nothing else
will suffice, find a pretext (o declare war agamat
the United States to force them to abandon
their present ground and acknowledge the
indepead+-nee of the South, Cotton mast be
bad at all hszirds And in the desire to
sa=tain the South, and to break op the Union,
this government will be seconded by France,
who buros to obtain some fooihold and in-
terest in North America and the West Iu-
dir:!i.

Schemes are now oa foot to get financial
aid to the South, though with very slim pros-
pects of success, I believe this government
if there were any possible chance of doing it,
would to-day advance ten millions te the
S::athern Coanfuderacy, it by so doing they
could see their way clear 1o eithier a separa-
tioo of the Union, s close of the war, or a fall
supply of cotton for the next two years.

Now, yon may mark my words, and you
will find them true, just as certain ag the sun
continues to shine on you, if Mr. Lincoln’s
government, sustained as it is by the twenty
millions of Northern people, does not make a
forced march right through secession withiu
four or five mouths, completely regardless of
climate, season, and all other circumstances,
then John Ball will have a finger in the pie.
and the Freschman, too, and you will have
three wars on your bauds in-tead ol one.
