DEFENCES OF THE CITY.
AyACTIO proiectlhe Lives, Liberties and Property of

the Citizens of XasheiUe.
WHEREAS, our country seems to be inevitably

doomed, to a general Civil War, the end and consequen-
ces of which no one can possibly forssee; but to guard
against the results ot such a war, it becomes a para-
mount duty on the part of our citizens to organize aud
equip in the best possible manner to meet dangi r and
threatened destruction to themselves, their families
and property, come that danger when or from whence
it may. Therefore to enable them to do so in the most
ailicient manner, it is

Sec. 1. Enacted by the City Vouncu or Aashnlle, That
those of our citizens who irom age, business engage-
ments or other cause, cannot leave home, be earnestly
requested to form themselves into a Volunteer Regi- -'

meul to be known as the "Homs Guard of tub Cm or
Nxsavnjjc"

Sec. 2-- Be it further enacted, That said Regiment
shall consist of one Colonel, one Lieutenant Colonel,
and two Majors, witn uie usual numuer oi stall otn- -
cers, and eignt companies one company trom eacn
Ward of the City. The Companies from the 1st, 6th,
7th and 8th Wards to constitute the First Battallion ;

the Companies oi uie 2na, itra,4in ana bin Wards to
constitute the Second Battallion. Tbe Colonels to be
elected by the Regiment, and the Major of each Bat
tallion to be elected by tne Battallion to which he be-
longs. The staff officers to be appointed by the Colonel
Commandant.

Skc. 3. Each Companv shall consist of one Captain.
one First, Second and Third Lieutenant, one Ensign,
besides tbe usual quota ot umcers.
and not less than 64 nor more than 120 Privates the
Captains, Lieutenants and Ensigns to be elected by
their respective Companies; toe
Officers of the Company to be appointed by the Cap-

tain.
Skc. 4. So soon as so many as six Companies report

themselves to tbe Mayor as having organized as herein
required , and elected their Company officers, it shall be
his duty to appoint a day, for the election ot tbe Col
onel Commandant, Lieutenant-Colone- l and Major for
each Battallion, giving at least nve aays' notice in the
daily papers of the city, of the tune and places of
voting, which shall be al the usual places of voting in
the respective Wards, it being hereby made the duty
of the City Marshal and his deputies to provide for the
opening and holding such election ;the same to be open-
ed al one o'clock P. M. and closed at 3 o'clock P. M. the
returns thereof to be made to the Mayor and Recorder,
whose duty it snail De to declare the person having the
bis heel number of votes duly elected to the resDeclive
odices, a certiflcateeof which, under the seal of the
Corporation shall be given to each officer so elected.

Sac 6. 11 snail oe tne auty or tbe Field Officers as
well as the Captains of Companies, as soon soon after
the election as practicable, to meet the Committee of
Safety to consult as to the best means of defence, the
best arms to be used, and all other matters touching
sueh defence and report the same to the City Council

early as practicaoie.
Sec. 6. The officers of said Regiment, field and com

pany in convention, may adopt such rules and regula
tions as iney may aeem nest to govern themselves and
promote their efficiency. Provided, the same do not
conflict with tbe constitution and laws of the State, nor
witn any we taws, rules or regulations wtuch have
been or hereafter may be established by the City
Council.

Sec. 7. Tne City Council shall have the power at an v
time by act to dissolve the Regiment, and when so dis
solved it shall be the duly of the officers to see that all
the arms, ammunition, ac, liien on band be returned
to the city authorities.

Szc 8. It is not intended by this act tosuDoIantor
in any manner interfere with the present police force of
tbe ciiy, nor is ine muiiary lorce nerein provided for,
to be called into actual service until it shall have been
ascertained that the civil police force is insufficient to
protect and preserve tbe peace and good order of the
City, or the property of iu citizens or there is present
danger oi invasion or insurrection.
