FE.VATE BrSOIXTIOXS.

Op motion of Mr. Payne, Senate resolution
toJraoefer troops of tbe State of Tennessee
to the service of the Confederate Stale- - was
taken up, amended, and adopted, as follows:

Jttroloed bv the General Assembly of the St'ite

of Tennessee, That tbe Governor be authorized
acd mjnted to place at the disposal of the
Con fed rare States the volunteer forces of the
State of Tennessee, the same to be mustered
into the service of the said States, subject lo
tbe roles and regulations adopted by the
Confederate authorities for tbe Government
of the Confederate Army, and that in making
arrangements therefor, be shall bave in view
the placing of the defence of the State on-le- r

the immediate control and direction of tbe
President of the Confederate States.

Senate resolution declaring againr--i the
policy of drafting soldiers, was amended and
adopted.

HOCSE BILLS OX THIRD READIXf .

A bill to submit the Permanent Constitu-
tion of the Confederate States to the vote of
the people of Tennessee tor adoption, passt-d- .

A bill to repeal part of section 3965 of the
Code, was takn up, and

Mr. Horn offered an amendment providing
that all military companies that bave been
formed for the purpose of drilling, and bave
elected their efficers, shall be exempt from
attending the militia musters, provided, such
companies drill at least once a week, and ten-
der tbeir services to the Governor, as a part
of tbe reserve corp, or to the county com-
mander of tbe Home Guard of Minute Men,
and bold themselves in readiness at all times
to usict the liorae Guard of Minute Men in
the discharge of their duties. Amendment
adopted, and bill parsed.

A bill to extend tbe time for the redemp-
tion of real estate, passed.

A bill lor the relief of volunteers was va-
riously amended and pa.ed. One of tbe
amendment adopted, ottered by Mr. Payne,
provided that where any mess of volunteers
shall keep a servant to wait upon the mem-
bers of the mess, such servant shall be allow-
ed to draw one ration.

Adjourned for dinner.
