Lti. Axpersox, Quartermaster for Col. Ma-
xeEY's Regiment in Western Virginia, arrived
in this city yesterday, baving left the en-
eampment on the 5th inst. He reports the
boys generally in good health and fine epir-
its. Many of them are sudly in need of clo-
thing and shoes, and are in a section of coun-
try where purchases of things in this line
could not be made even had they the money
to perchase., By the middle of October, all
of them will be compelled to have full sup-
plies of winter clothing, as the weather there
becomes very cold by that time. Looking to
these things, Col. Maxgy sent Lieut. ANDER-
sox bere for the purpose of obtaining winter
clothing for bis men. He comes on behalf of
the 1sL Regiment ounly, Major StewarT, who
left bere last Toesday, carried supplies for
many of the men of the Regiment, and was
preceded by Mr, A. Parrersox on a similar
mission. The clothing carried by these gen-
tlemen was seat to particular persons from
their parents and friends. Bat there are pu-
merous members of the regimeat to whom
nothing was seot, owing to the shortness of
the time allowed. and, in many instances, to
the fact that there was nobody at home to
send snything —no parents and no frieods.—
Those parents who failed to sapply (their
boys should avail themselves of Lthe mission
of Lt. Axpersox to do so; and we hope some
of onr kind-herated and public spirited citi-
zens will take steps to send something to the
parentless and friendless.
