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The New York Times is in trouble sbout
the condition of things in Kentucky. It bas
at last awoke from its stupor snd recognizes
the vast military resources of the States
which hove fursished and sare furnishing
troops for the army of Gea. A. 8. Jomxstox,
and it declares that “if the invasion of Ken-
tucky Is pot mei with al! promptness, snd
with all the power of the government, no
earthly power can prevest the victorious
masreh of Gen. Joaystox into the Ohio Tr'?l-
ley, and the wintering of the grand army in
the eities of Louisville and Cincinoati.” Ve-
rily a change has come over the spirit of the
dreams of the Times.. Bot a while back, snd
the rebellion was a thing to be suppressed
with ease ; the Scuthern States could oot get
ap an army to resist the immense hordes of
the West. By aod by, tbe Times will be
taught other useful lessons.

The New England States and the great
States of New York end Peunsylvania bave
not furpished the men they were expected to
send 1o the conquest of the South. The West
has been drawn upon heavily to make up
their defalcations ; and now that ibe West is
jtself menaced, seeing danger imp«;m!ing_,
Western papers begin to matier complaints.

be prepared to make Indiaga, Iliinois and
Ohbio feel some of the horrors of war, with
which those States have been threatening
the Soothern people.

These
marsuders bave s wholesome fear of our sol-
diers and exhibit eonsiderable adroitness in
keeping out of their way. They have thas
managed to escape pusishment.

It will not take him
long to do the job effectively.

THE BATTLE AT GREENERIER
RIVER.

Glorious Vicilory,

pews by the Orange train on Satar-
dn'ﬂxf!nlly confirmed the report of & heavy
en&ug--‘m"ni baviag oecared on Tbl-lﬂll,
last, at Yager's, on the Gereenbrier river, be-
tween our troops, ander General Jackson,
and the enemy, ander Gevrral Reynolds.
The account of the batile, as given in oor
jssue of Saturday, is substantially correet, as
stated by persons who purtieipatad in the
batile. The enemy commenced the attack at
geven o'clock in the morning of Thursday.
and g'lllanl!y maintained the contest antil
12 M., when they were fivally forced back
tremendous slaughter, and thea commenced
a precipitate retrest. Our forces numbered
ghout 4,000 or 4,500. and the enemy was
sup d to be from 5,000 to 6,000 strong.
Three times did they march to the assaalt of
Gen. J.'s position eod were as ofien driven
back with heavy loss, supposed to be al least
1.000 to 1.200 in killed and wounded. Gen.
Juck=on's m+ n were segurvly entrenched be-
bind strong breastworks acd suffered but yery
little loss, stimated at aot more than forty
or fifty in «lL
The regiments which tok part in the fight
were the 18th and 12th Georgia, 23:d. 31st
and 44th Virginia, 3cd Arkansas, Col. Hans-
borough’s Virginia Battalion, and Col. Bald-
win’s regiment, which latter came pp after
the sction Liad lasied some time. Our troaps
bore themselves most gallantly under a fieree
cannonade, and a perfest shower of musket
balls, repulsiog every attempt of the enemy
to force their eatrenchments, and finally for-
ing them 10 make a disorderly retreat. Gen.
J . it is stated, did got tl ink it pru-
dent to pursue the fiyiog enemy, being fear-
ful o! being drawn into an ambosesde. He
was busily engaged in strepgthening his en-
trepehments, and peeparing for & renewal of
the atiack, should the enemy be reinforced.
It was suppos-d, however, that they were
s0 badly cui up a8 Lo be little likely to make
apather attempt upon  bis stronghold. We
ghail in 8 few days have an official ncconnt of
the fight, which we feel assared will not ma-
terislly differ from the aceounts pablished by
us— Lynchburg Republican, Tth.

events which are now Lracspiring, it may not
be unprofitable to review, briefly, the history
of the past, and follow step by siép the pro-
gress of that revolation in the public =enti.
ment of tke Norih which has calminated in
the utter repudistion of those vital prinei-
ples of personel freedom, political equality
and State sover-ignty, upon which the Union
of the States was originally established.

As our conntry expanded into the magnii-
cent proportions of a great empire, & major-
ity of the Northern people were dazzled by
the opening splendor of the nation as & noit.
In contemplating with pride and satisfaction
the development of a gigantic power, capa-
ble of contending upon equal terms with 3.3
other pation of the earth. they overlovk
the important troth, that this colossal Gov-
ernment was indebted for its greatoess to the
aggregated power of the separate sovereign
Siutes which composed it, developed by their
respective local laws and institutions.

The country being natorally divided by
geozraphical distinctions—dissimilarity of
pursuits, institutions, local laws, and diver-
sity of interests—into Lwo great sections, up-
on the very instant when the equeality and
sovereignty of the States were denied by a
majority of the members composing the Con.
federacy, the tendency of the stronger ses-
tion was to widen the breach between them,
and to stimulate sectional animosities, in or-
der that it might seize upon the control of
the power and purse of the General Govern-
ment,

The struggle for supremacy, therefore, was
goon parrowed down (o a contest between
these two great sections, the South gallantly
battling for the maintainance of Coanstitu-
tional liberty, State sovereigoty and political
equaliiy, while the North, disregarding these
great cardinals, sought to obtain power and
£poils upon their rains.

In such a contest the victory at the ballot
box necessarily inar-d lo that section which
was numerically the stronger.

The exclosion of the Southern States from
ail pratical participation in the control of the
General Government was the immediate and
unavoidable consequence.

Upon the election of President Lineola un-
der such auspices, the Southern people were
left in a coodition of dependence as hopeless
as that beld by their fathers when they oc-
cupied the position of provincial sabjects of
the British Crown. All pesitions of infio-
ence and power in Lhe Government at the
disposal of the Presidential Chief, were im-
mediately filled with those who were the most
bitter and clamorous enemies of the South.—
He who had manifested the greatest degree
of virnlence against the domestiec institutions
and well-defined constitutional rights of the
Souathern States and people, was regarded as
possessing the bighest claim to Execative fa-
vor and patronage, What hope could the
Sonthern people indolge, for justice at the
hands of such rulers?

The Congress which was in session at the
inaugoration of the President, enacted a tariff
law for the undisguized purpose of transfer-
ring the earnings of the farmers and planters
of the South into the pockets of the manun-
factarers at the North.

The Executive, Legislative and Diploma-
tic functions of the Government were in the
possession of a party. backed by the power of
a dominant section, declaring and inaogurat-
ing a policy revolutionary in itself, and de-
structive of the rights and liberties of the
people of the Soaihern States, and measures
were in active progress to carry oot their oft-
repeated threat to reorganize the Judiciary,
£0 as 10 make that last and only remasining
bulkwark of Constitational liberty, subser-
vient to their selfish and sectional parposes.

Having exe¢lusive control of the Govern-
ment, they refused to listen to any overtares
on the part of the South for a peaceful sola-
tion of the difficulties and daogers which
they bad thus precipilated upon the couniry.
In the blind -wantonness of sectional pride
and imaginary power, they baughtily refosed
to entertain any terms of compromise or to
nbate in the smallest degree their arrogant
pretensions.

They iusultingly proclaimed that the will
of a msjority was the will of the Govern-
ment, and bence the will of & majority of Lbe
people of the Northern States must be re-
garded as the law of the Union, regardless
of Constitutional restrictions, jastice and
equality.

Having exhansted every peaceful measure
which the most devoted friends of the Union
could deviee, in fruitless efforts to indace this
sectional party to pause in its career of un-
just aggression, the people of the Soath, al-
rost as one man, prepared to mest the crisis
&s became descendantis of a brave and liber-
ty-loving ancesiry. Eleven States bave re-
sumed the powers which they had delegated
to the General Government, and in the exer-
cise of their inalicoable rights, bave united
themselves together and started out upon
their career urder the anspices of a new Con-
federacy.

Our late associates, dissenting from oar
course, and maddeosd by une ted resis-
tance o their assumptions of suthority, have
horled apon our unoffending people their le-
gions of mercensry soldiers in order to bend
the necks of the freemea of the South to the
galling voke of a military despotism.

Their President has officially aonouneed
through the mediom  of his e, the
monstrous heresy, that the several States of
the Union are indebted to the Federal Gov-
ernment for their exislence, and the doration
of their separate authority, in effedt assigning
to them the same relation to the Union that
counties bear to States, and foreshadowing
the policy of consclidating such States as
submit to it in a single sovereigatly, while
such as have the spirit to resist, are to be
subjugated, and beld as conquered provinces,

Let us, for a moment, eurvey the humilia-
ting spectacle which is presented by the pres-
ent condition of the North, who, in their =ui-
cidal efforts to sid the despotism which has
been established at Washington, have suffer-
ed themselves to be despoiled of the jast
vestige of that real liberty which they inher-
ited trom their fathera

The States of the South now engaged in
thi+ momeutous struggle for freedom may
bebold in the present condition of Marviend
and Missouri a faint pictare of what their
own fate would have been if they had de-
layed tbeir declarations of independence and
postponed the work of preparing to resist
the encrouchments of an unscrupulous eme-
wy. Had we remained a short time longer
in inglorious ease, living in the enjoymeat of

Not only our estates aed oor rights of
every deﬁcrituon, bat our liberties and our
lives are ataked upon the resalt.

The South has entered into the struggle
with enthusissm and unsnimity, koowing
well the consequences which would surely
follow defeat.

Already have our enemies parceled out in
prospective the property of our people, and
their deluded soldiers are reveling in imagi-
nation in the promised homesteads of the gul-
lanl defenders of our soil.

The Northern tax payers who hesitate to
encourage the prosecution of a war, which,
even in the first months of its progrese, is in-
creasing the national debt at Lge rate of over
a million of dollare per day, are silenced in-
to acquiescence by the promise that the South
shall pay the entire expense, past, present,
and future, so soon a8 she is sabjogatled.—
And visions of prospestive positions of dig-
nity and power in the governmesnt of the
conquered provinces of the South, are daz-
sling the fancy of their ambitious military
chiefs

Never before did any people engage in a
war in which they had more to gain by sue-
ces3, or to lose by defeat, than have the peo-
ple of the Confederate States in the present
straggle. Aad never yet bave any people
marched forward with a nobler, firmer or
more anited purpose, to gain all or lose all.

They have known from tbe beginning, that
there was for them no intermediate stopping
plice, between complete victory aond entire
rain.

In the stand they have taken, they present
the noblest spectacle of sablime devotion to
liberty! Unselfish patriotism =mod perfect
fraternity wherein the wealth’ ol money, and
the best blood of the conntry are all thrown
into the common stock withoat stint or reser-
vation, to achieve & common and glorious de-
liverance, or to perizh by a common diraster!

In the Providence of Almigh l{ God, it was
never designed that sach a people should fail
in nchieving their independence, despite the
power of superior numbers to which their in-
vaders may lay claim,

The pages of history do not furnish a sin-
gle example where eight millions of united
freemen have been permanently sabdued by
any power, however formidable, which may
have been brought against them. The spirit
which animates men ‘who ecombat in defence
of their families and their homes, renders
them more than & match for twice their nam-
ber of mere mercenary adversaries who fight
for plunder and for conguest.

The daty of farnishing arms. maonitions,
and the means necessary to clothe and sab-
sist the Provisional Army devolved upon the
 Military and Financisl Board. Cut off from
Northern markets, and Soathern ports blogk-
aded, they found it difficalt. if nol impossible,
to procare either arms or manitions, to any
econciderable extent, by purchase in the mar-
ket. The Board therefore adopted all pric-
ticable means of stimulating private ‘enter-
prise to produce those articles of indispen-
sable necegsity within our limits. They es-
tablished an srmory at Nashville for the
manufacture of arms, and made liberal con-
tracts with various companies for the casting
of cannon, the parchase of army guns to be
manufactored in Jennessee, aod delivered at
different times bin tbe yesr, from whi:h
sources we bave for some time past been re-
ceiviog about two hundred and fifty guns
per week. They have also made liberal ad-
vanees to manufacturers of powder to enable
them to increase the capacity of their ma-
chinery to the highest degree of efliciency,
and under the superyision of Samuel D. Mor-
gan, E.q., established a percassion eap facto-
ry, which has already yielded to the Confed-
erale States more than twelve millions of
:‘;pn, and is now prodecing over 225 000 per

There are some balances of expenditores
still due and unpaid, which it is balieved will
consume (he balance of the five millions ap-
propriated by the act of 6th May, 1861.

federate States, it was d=emed proper that the
army supplies of every description should be
transferred alzo, we have thercfore transfer-
red to that Government the Cap Factory, all
of our contracts for Arms, Powder, Salt Petre
and all of our Army Stores of every descrip-
tion. The Armory would bave been transfer-
red also, bat the Governm:nt declined accep-
ting it

The =ervices of this Board have been of in-
calculuble advantages to the Stale, and the
duties imposed upon it have been performed
with a degree of promptitude and ability,
highly creditable to the distinguished gentle-
men who compose it.

To the vigilance and care of the Medieal
Department we are indebted for an able and
skillful Medical Staff, and the adoption of
all measures calculated to promote the health
and cowfort of our army. For full informa-
tion yon are respectfully referred fo the re-
port of the Department, which will, in due
time, be laid before you.

To rupply aad provision the immense force
in actoal service required for the defence and
maiotainance of the Government we bhave
established, is the first and imperative daty
of the pablic anthorities, in the discharge of
which, great effort and expenditure is demaa-
ded; and it is not to be expected that the
Goverament can at all times overcome diffi-
culties at once, and promptly mret the wants
of ite soldiery. The Congress of the Confed-
erate Stales fully appreciating this arduons
duty, provided by law that tbe States might
furnish to their volunteers in the Confederale
service, clothing—and directed that the See-
retary of War should pay the money value
therefor. Your attention is iirected to this
law, approved Augast 30, 1861, as well as to
the probable want< and necessities of your
constituenis now in active service. It is be-
lieved, that withont relieviog the General
Government of its duty to make ample pro:
vision for its soldiery, you can, by proper
legislation, secure the comforts of your own
volunteers, and muke provision against any
probable privations or sufferings upon their
part, by adopting the course indicated by the
Congress of the Confederate Goveraoment io
the law referred to; extending your aid even
beyouod the article cf clothing. Let your vol-
unteers feel and know that you are deter-
mined that in no evens shall they be allowed
to suffer, it the State, by the action of its
suthorities, can prevent it.

It is a beautifal epirode in the history of
our present stroggle, to note the fact, that
our fair countrywomen, with that heroic de-
volion and loyalty that characterized the
women of TG, are coatributing their time,
their efforts, and their means, to aid, to cheer
and sostain the men, who are imperilling
their lives upon the battle fields of the coun-
try.

¥ Cumpiaints bave reached me from various
portions of the State, of this unpatriotic and
destructive tendency to extravagant speca-
iation, placing every arlicle, indispensable 1o
the support of an army, as well as the or-
dinary necessaries of life, at prices far above
those warranted by the legitimate laws of
| trade, and io maoy cases, beyond the reach
of the morc indigent classes of society.

The information contained in
these reports will be waluable, if not indis-
pensably necessary to you, in the work of re-
districting the State I therefore recommend
that you have sach parts of these reports us
may be necessary for this purpose immedi-
ately printed for the use of the General As-
sembly. ‘ .

The oniversal interest felt in this impor-
tant straggle, involving, as it does, the des-
tiny of & Republic, and the independence of
a great people, renders the dry details of or-
dinary legislation distast<fal to the pablic
miod. The important duties, however, which
are imposed upon the Siate Government by
the pendiag conflict, demands at our hands
the strictest scrutiny into all of its depart-
ments, in order that it may be made folly

ual to sach emergencies as may probably
arise.

Tha necessitles of the eivil government,
however, demand very little legislation, ex-
cept such as may be necessary to ils econom
ical administration and the development of
all of our internal resources.

It will be feen by refersuce to the report
of the Comptroller, that the nggregate value
of taxable property in the State in 1860 was
$389,011.468, and ian 1861, $368,269.308,
showing a depreciation in one year of $20.-
752,360, with the lafter assessment made
previous to the commencement of the war,
It is confldently belicved that if lbe g¥=ess.
ment of the taxable property of the State
shonld be made at this time, it would show
a still farther reduction, leaviog the aggre-
gute at about $300.000,000. This deprecia-
tion in the valae of taxable property dvmon.
gtrates the necessiiy of the most rigid econ-
omy in pablic expeadilure, or an ioereas: of
waxation to support the civil Government.

I cannot too strongly urge upon your con-
sideration the policy of retreachment and re-
form in every department of the Govern-
meat where it is possible, and thus husband
vur resovrces to the utmost extent for the
suppoi i of our armies, and the maintainance
ol oar independence.

In this connection, it is proper that I should
call your attention to the 4th section of the
act of the Confederate Congress, spproved
19th of Aungust, 1861, imposing &' tax upon
certain descriptions of property therein
named, “for the epecial purpose of paying
the priocipsl and interest of the public
debt, and supporting the Government.”

It is believed, from the best estimates that
can be made, based npon the previous assess-
ments of the taxable property of the State,
that the amount to be collected from the peo-
ple of Tennessee under this act, will not fall
very far short of §2,000,000.

Thoe 24th section of the wact provides, that,
“If any State shall, on or before the firet day
of April next, pay, in the Treasury notes of
the Contederate States, or in specie, the tax-
es assessed against the citizens of such State,
less ten per centum thereon, it shall be the
duty of the Secretary of the Treasury to no-
tify the same to the several tax collectors in
sach State, and thersupon their authority and
duty uoder this act shall cease.”

If the State should avail herself of the
provisions ef this section, she will save to
her people ten per cent. of the amount assess.
ed against them. in the sggregate amoauting
to about $200 000, and the sum to be raised
will be collected by the reveaue officers of
the State, obriating the necessity for two
classes ¢f revenue pollectors, which will re-
duce the expenses of eollection and relieve
the people from the necessity of more than
one revenue settlement. I therefore respect-
fully recommend that you provide for and
pay. according to the provisions of the 24th
section, the smount assessed against the
State; but in doing so, care should be taken

that no perl of the burthen is imposed upon
that class of the people who are wisely ex-
empted by the act of Congress.
BANKS.

I refer you to the reports of the Sapervi-
sor for information as to the condition and
basinessof the Banks of the State, from which
it will be seen that their line of discounts has
kept pace with the ligitimate waats of the
business of the country. The present condi-
tion of public affairf bas diverted from form-
er channels their business operations, some
ot their chief points of excharge having be-
come cenires of an enemy's conntry, are
closed agniost them. and ibey are engaged
in the pioneer work of openiug new channels
and findiog oew fields for the enterprise of
Southern commerse,

Therefore cerinin modifications which, an-
der other circumstances might have been re-
commended, arc uol at presept deemed ap-
propriate. Let the syslem remaio a8 it exists
under the present law, “‘lenving the rest io
the ability, prudeace and good faith of those
whose duty it is to direet its practical opera-
tions.”

For full and sccurate information in detail
as to the ot condition, buginess and pro-
fits of the “Bank of Tenncsses,”” yoa are re.
ferred to the report of the Presidentand Di-
rectors, from which it will be secn 1hat the
nett profits for the two yearseuding July 1st,
1861, bave amouuted to the sum of $552,125
58. Of this amonnt 3407 681 81 hus been
paid into the Treasury, the balance being re-
served by tbe Bank to cover bad and doubiful
debts, beretofore contracted.

It is due to the President and Direclors of
the Bank of Tenues:ee, and, indeed, to, the
officers of all the Banks, to state that they
have extended to the Government every fa-
elligt:nd assistance ion their power to place
the State fu a position t0 repel invasion and
maintuin ber independence, withoui which it
would have been difficult if not impossible o
have accomplished much that bas been dooe

By the act of 24th March, 1860, the sum of
$100,000 was appropriated for the purpose of
enclosing aod grading the Capitol groands,
said fund to be raised by issning that amount
of coupoa bonds of the State which were to
be cashed by the Bank of Tenuessee at par.

The work progressing under the supervis-
fon of the Capitel Commis<ion=rs, on the 17th
day of September, 1860, I issaed $25.000 of
bands and dslivered the same to the Bank of
Tennesses, the Bank placisg to the credit of
the Commissioners that amonnt. Dy the sctd
of 1st Febrnary, 1861, the appropriation was
repealed and the Cominissioners directed
ufter paying all debisagainst them, to pay
the balange of the foad in their bands into
the Treasury.

I am pleased to believe that a critical ex-
amioation of their reporis will show each of
them to be in a very satisfaclory condition,
coniributing greally to the reliel, comiirt
and improvems=ot of these unfortunate classes
of our citizens. Whatever may be the gen-
eral necessity for retrenchment sand economy.
we mast not forget that thess victims of mis-

The Greatl Staple of the South.

[(From Lloyd's Steamboat and Rallroad Guide ]

The gigantic proportions which the cottoan
crop of the South has assumed duering the
few past years, lead the reflecting mind to
lock into the [uture, and speculate upon the
possibility of meeting the coming demand
by an adequate supply. A vast and wonder-
fully increasing demand is inevitable; new
markets are being constantly opened up,
while the old ones ars asking an almost fab-
ulons amount to meet their growing necessi-
ties and wide-spreading commerce. The wants
of Russia alone, increasing a= they have by
such rapid strides, will soon ase up all the
sarplus, and leave us far, very far behiod in
meeting the supply. The wise and concilia-
ting rale of the present Emperor of Russia
has given a great impulse to trade and to
private speculation, and already five hundred
cotlon factories are in operation in Rassia,
running four hundred thousand spindles, and
employing considerably over one hundred
thousand oprratives, These factories produce
over 40,000,000 Ibs. of yarn, and cotton goods
10 proportion. The market for this merchan-
dise will, inevitably, soon emYrace 60,000,008
of Russian snbjects, and to meet its wants, a
vast proportionale increase must take place
Loth in the cotton factories and, necessarily,
in the cotton staple.

The increased demand for the English mar-
ket alone, year by year for the two past years,
is extraordinary, beyond all precedent. The
figures are indeed startling, to wit: in 1856-
57, 1,429 000 bales; in 1858-59, 2,019,000
and in 1859-60, at the same ratio of increase,
2,700,000 bales,

Within a certain limit there ean be no doabt
thut the supply will always cqual the demand.
Take, for instance, the inereass in the cotton
crops each twenty years sinee 1800, The cot-
ton gin at thut date had been iavented but a
few years, and the crop of cotton amounted
to only 40,000 bales. Nn 1820 the pumber of
bales produced reached nearly half a million.
In 1840 the crop yielded over two million of
bales, while in 1860 it iz estimated at fowr
million sz hundred thousand bales, walued at
wo handred and twenty-three millior dollars! A
glavce at the above ligures will convey some
idea of the enormous resources ot the South,
and of the growing gold fillds more rich and
reliable than all the placers of California and
Australia, with their gold dust and their
nuggets.

But with all these vast resources of mate-
rial wealth in cotton and other great staples,
the South is but partiaily deveioped. At
home millions of acres lie uncultivated—use-
less, wasted land, with all its latent capaci-
ties for producing limitless wealth, left all
inert, awaiting only the magic toach of “la-
bor’ to spring into active and teeming life.
But labor is forbidden, for the laborer cannot
be had. The North has pat shackles upon the
free action of the South, and has =aid. “So
far shalt thou go.aod no farther;” what you
have you may keep—Ifor the present; bat the
laber that you need shall be declared contra-
band, and you shall pay for ships of war to
rivet your proscription, and you shu!l pay Lo
send back from your shores the very help you
stand 5o mach in need of, while your millions
of wastled acres lie idle and profitless, under
the ban of the dictom of the Norih! Sopeh a
stale of things cannot long be permitted; a
tyranny so oppressive, so blind, so willful,
must bring forth its remedy, and when that
time shall com=, the Sonth shiall assert that
position which is ita right, which it deserves,
and which it ean muin'ain—the great Trade
arbiter of the world.

Labor in the Suath, by restrictive policy,
is dear out of all comparisen with labor in
other portions of the Union, and the result is
ruinous to its best and most vital interests.
It is an insolent assumption for one portion
of & vast confoderacy to presume to attempt
to interfere with the domestic institntions of
another independent portion—institutions
guamulecd by the same constitution which

inds them all together. As well might we
foroid the North receiving the hord-s of ig-
norant Irish’ who swell the runks of ber white
serfs, and become the willing tools of corrupt
and viliainons politicians.

The South is universally Conservative, the
North assuredly aggressive. The Sonth has
interests to presecrve, and ber aim and deter-
mination is to maintain them intact at every
risk and whatever the consequences. The
Souath is emineatly loyal to the Confederacy,
but it cannot ronsent to the preservation of
the Union at the cost of her personal honor
and the sacrilice of her independence.

The South bas been calpably indoicat in a
manufaciuring point of view; the spirit of
trade has not eaten into the souls of her bizh
spirited and noble sons. She has been con-
tent to produce, sad has left the mechanical
dradgery to the traders of the North, agd by
this she bas bailt up the insclent, domineer-
ing power of the North, and given ber, o &
vast degree, the vaotage d. But the
recuperative powers of the Soath are incalen-
lable, and in every poiat sbe can be seif-sus-
twiniog, if she is only true to bersell. Eoergy
and upanimity of ection is imperative. The

jea of labor must be redoced, and a vast
fucrease of Jaborers must be had. The resamp-
tion of the slave-trade, now covertly hinted
‘at, will shortly be spoken of openly, and be-
/fore loog acted upon in dvfiance of compro-

treaties,
