GRAM) RECEPTIOX F FREHOXT.

20000 People Assembled to Do Him
Honor.

Unbounded Enthusiasm Magnificent Torch-

light Procession Persecution 'fieluJced
The Address of the' Committee, and Gin....FremonVs Reply.
The reception of Gen. Fremont, last even-

ing, was one of the most imposing and en-

thusiastic demonstrations that has ever
taken place in the city of St. Louis. All
classes and conditions of people participated
in it the ladies turning out by thousands.
The circumstances preceding and accom-
panying the event may be briefly stated as
follows: '

-

The persecution and misrepresentation of
Fremont by persons high in the confidence
of the country and interested in his down-
fall, led at last to his removal front the Wes-

tern Department, just as he was face to face
with the rebel foe, and able almost beyond a
doubt to achieve a glorious victory over
them. This, when the circumstances of his
appointment, and the manner in which the
army had been raised and equipped, and
the general untoward surroundings of the
department were considered, seemed a great
injustice to him. Besides, he had endeared
himself to the loyal citizens of his depart-
ment by his vigor and the directness with
which he dealt with traitors. His proclama-
tion went home to the hearts of the people.
As he was to arrive last evening, on his way
to Washington City, it was resolved to give
him such a reception as was worthy the man
and the occasion. Accordingly, Thursday
evening, meetings were . held at several of
the public halls to appoint a reception com-
mittee, and to arrange all necessary prelim-
inaries. These meetings also adopted an
address and resolutions to be presented to
the General The different delegations, or
organizations, wcte to meet at Soulard Mar-
ket, Washington Hall, Sturgeon Market and
Guerdemann's, and proceed from there at
seven o'clock, in torch-lig- ht procession, to
General Fremont's headquarters, where the
committee were to present the address and
resolutions.

The epecial train, having the General and
escort aboard, was expected to arr: As be-

tween five and six o'clock. Before that time
a large crowd had collected about the Pscific
railroad depot. After waiting about an hour
it was ascertained that the party would dis-

embark at the Fourteenth street depot, and
the crowd hurried up to that place.

A body of cavalry were drawn up in the
street to the south of the depot, and an
open barouche, drawn by two black horses,
stood in readiness to convey the General to
headquarters. The crowd had increased
much in size, and the depot and adjacent
streets went crammed and crowded with men,
women and children. Another delay of an
hour occurred, in which each one enjoyed
himself pretty much as he pleased. There
was merriment and good humor on all hands.
At last the train miio its appearance, aud
from that time till the General took his scat
in the barouche, there was a continued
cheering and waving of hats aud handker-
chiefs and other manifestations of enthusi-
asm and welcouio. The ciotvd Vta no dci.Jo
and the pressure so great to get nearer, that
it was some time before a movement could
be made. At last the cavalry pressed the
crowd apart, and the carriage moved oil"

amid a great outburst of cheers. It passed
up Fourteenth street and down Chouteau
avenue to headquarters, followed by the
crowd, which came blundering along as fast,
as the dense dust and pale moonlight would
admit of.

General Fremont left fpringtield Monday
morning, escorted by it'ty-tw- o Delaware In-

dians, llolman's battallion-o- f sharp-shooter- s,

and the remnant of the body guard.
lie came through to Sedalia, a distance of
one hundred and twenty miles, by Thursday
noon. The march was characterized by
nothing unusual, except it be a war dance
by the Del&wares, at camp Fall-lea- f, so
named in honor of the chief of the band.
These Delawares refused to serve any 'long-
er, as Fremont was going away. They left
escort at Sedalia. and went out to Kansas
City At Sedalia there was a delay, ard 1

the train did not start till d A. 1. yester-
day. All the way down to the city, at every
station, the train was saluted with cannon
or flying banners. Much more enthusiasm
was manifested than when the General went
West. The body guard consists of 180 men,
some twenty of whom having lost their
horses in the battle, are dismounted. Hol-maa- 's

sharp-shooter- s, ICO men; the remain-
der of Capt. Naughton's tympany, 27 men,
and about 840 horses, come down in the
train; also, Major White and all the Gener-
al's staff, except Cols. Hudson, Shanks and
Lovejoy.
" At headquarters a dense crowd awaited
him, and the cheers and shouts of welcome
which greeted him showed plainly that there
was both soul and sentiment in the occasion.
The General made his way through the
crowd into his residence, where he was
warmly received by his family and a circle
of devoted friends. Fo about an hour he
remained inside his dwelling, meanwhile the
crowd gathering in such numbers as to en-
tirely block up the avenue for squares each
way, and filling the cross streets near head-
quarters. It is impossible to give a correct
estimate of the crowd present. Several per-
sons put it as high as forty thousand, but
we are satisfied it would reach twenty thou-
sand. The enthusiasm was unbounded. The
bands of music played stirring national airs,
rockets went up, and the shouts of the mul-
titude for "General Fremont" rent the air
in unbroken volumes of cheering. About 8
o'clock the torch-lig- ht procession, moving
down Sixth 6treet, made its grand entrance
into Chouteau avenue, and such was the den-
sity of the crowd that it was at least a full
hour in passing headquarters. Gen. Fre-
mont's appearance upon the steps of his resi-
dence at this point of the proceedings, was
tbe signal for tumultuous applause, which
was kept up for nearly half an hour, the
crowd surging to and fro like the waves of
the ocean. Here the citizens' committee of
reception was announced, and with great
difficulty made its way into the building.

The General received the committee in
the magnificent reception room of Head-
quarters, and forming round him in a sort
of semi-circl- e, the chairman welcomed him
again to St, Louis in the following neat and
pertinent address, and read to him the. an-
nexed resolutions which were passed by the
citizens mass meeting. The General re-
ceived the address and resolutions in his
usually modest manner, and from his reply
which followed, it was evident he felt seri-
ously the peculiar, embarrassment and sig-
nificance of the occasion. It" is quite im-
possible to do justice to thi most brilliant
and popular ovation, in a hurried report-Suf- fice

it to say, that it was generally inter-
preted to be a withering rebuke to the course
which hat been pursued towards one of our
favorite Generals. But-thoug- the enthu-
siasm was unbounded, and the sympathy of
the multitude was with him whose prema-
ture return from the pursuit of the enemy
of our country had called them out in this
magnificent demonstration, still they did

not forget our country, but sent up prayers
and shouts to heaven for its unity and happy
deliverance from its present troubles :

General: We are instructed by the citi-
zens of St. Louis to welcome you to our city,
and perform the duty imposed upon us with
feelings of sorrow and pleasure. While we
deeply regret the occasion of your presence
among us, we rejoice in the unmistakable
manifestations of the unflagging sympathy
of the people.

They have witnessed with astonishment
and indignation the event, unprecedented in
history, of your removal from the command
while in active pursuit of the enemy, and on
the very eve of reaping the fruils of your
incessant and successful labors. The true
causes which led to your recall are under-
stood and appreciated you have risen too
fast, in popular favor. The policy announc-
ed in your prolamation, although hailed by
the people as a political necessity, furnished
your ambitious rivals and enemies with a
welcome weapon for your intended destruc-
tion.

The harbingers of truth will ever be cru-
cified by the Tharisees.

We cannot be deceived by shallow aud
flimsy pretexts, by unfounded and blander-ou- s

reports. Wc entertain no doubt of your
ability to speedily confoud aud sileucc your
traducers.

The day of reckoning is not far distant,
and the people will take care that the
schemes ot your opponents shall in the end
be signally defeated. As loyal citizens we
follow your example in yielding due obedi-
ence to the edicts of the powers that be- -

With you we join in the hopo that the en-

thusiasm with which you have imbued the
army created by and devoted to yeu, may
Uad them to victory, even in the absence of
their legitimate leader.

Should wc meet with reverses no fault can
be charged upon you; should victory perch
upon our banners, the wreath of triumph
will be placed on your brow by the verdict
of the country.

Permit us to assure you that when the
smoke of battle shall have passed away, and
peace shall be restored to us, an appeal to
the people from the action of its servants,
will triumphantly sustain you.

In pursuance of our instructions, we take
pleasure in presenting to you a copy of res-
olutions unauiniously adopted by the cit-
izens of St. Louis, in mass meeting

"1. That we rccoguize in John C. Fre-
mont the embodiment of our patriotic feel-
ing aud political faith.

4,1!. That, notwithstanding many paraly-
zing circuutstauces, he has performed his
arduous and responsible duties with all pos-

sible energy and honesty.
4'3. That wc admire his impartiality and

sagacity in selecting his military counsel-lors.witlio- ut

uational prejudices, from among
such men as he considered true and worthy
of his confidence.

"4. That we will stand by him as long as
he shall prove true to himself.

4 '5. That-whil- e we submit to the acliou of
the Government, as behooves loyal citizens,
we regret to be deprived in the present mo-
ment of his services in conquering the rebel
enemy, and believe wc recognize in this
event a wise Providence, whiclt may have
reserved him for a btill wider sphere of ac-lio- ii

in future times."
At the conclusion of the reading, Gene

ral Fremont responded. lie spoke in a
clear, low tone, but not without feeling, as
follows:

4'Geutleiuen, 1 wish to say to you, that
your kind aud affectionate 1 may even say
affectionate reception of me has moved my
heart. It cheers me, and strengthens my
coufidcace my confidence, already some-
what wavering in our Republican institu
tious. I felt all day, as wc passed through
the country I feel emphatically to-nig-

that the faithful servant of the people,. hon-
estly laboring in the public cause, will not
be allowed to sutler undeserved, and I feel
stronger.

"Since I left you, a few weeks ago, many
accusations have been raised on my defense-
less head defenseless, because my face was
turned to the public enemy. What I hear
and see to-nig- ht, the address you have read
to me, aud the approving multitude below,
show inc that I was not wrong in leaving
my defence with you. In regard to the ba-
ser charges made against me, I will say
nothing now, you do not require it, and to
speak of them would jar upon the generous
feelings with which you came here to-nig-

Others have been already answered by my
brave soldiers at Springfield, and others of
gross incompetency, and a weak and aimless
administration. To all of these I will adopt
your address, and the shouts of the grand
multitude assembled below, is my answer.

"And for all this, gentlemen, to you and
to them, I renew my thanks with all my
heart, which to-nig- ht is roused to full sensi-
bility by the hearty and unqualified expres-
sion of your confidence and approbation, so
valuable to me in my actual position. I
shall soon have occasion for I shall make
occasion to answer all these charges more
definitely. Until then, I will rely upon this
evening for my defence."

Lxchuugc of l'rlvouera.
Col. Forney, writing from Washington, on

tho Oth, says :

Gen. McClcllau heartily approves the pro-
position for an exchange of prisoners. This
has been his sentiment from the start, and
I believe a majority of the Cabinet have al-
ways taken the same side. Gen. McClel-lan- 's

views are sustained by bis confidential
friend, the distinguished Gene-
ral, Edwin II. Stanton, who, notwithstand-
ing his connection with the Buchanan Ad-
ministration, now maintains, as during his
association with that Administration, the
most decided and uncompromising Union
doctrines. Ho declares that 4 'the principle
of an exchange of prisoners is demanded by
the highest considerations of policy and hu-
manity." I have, therefore, no doubt that
Borne arrangement will be made in a very
short time, by which our absent and beloved
fellow --cit izens in the Southern prisons may.
be restored to their families and friends.
Thcrcasons for refusing eucb an arrange-
ment have passed away The highest con-
siderations require that the health and lives
of our captured fellow soldiers should alone
be taken into view. Etiquette and diploma-
tic forms have too long impeded the consum-
mation of this important arrangement.

JS-- Great Eastern Sleamer.iustead of
going to Liverpool, has gone to Milford, to
undergo the repairs rendered necessary by
her last untoward trip to the West.

Gen. Scott's Speech in New York.
. Gen. Scott replied to the remarks of the
President of the Chamber of Commerce in
New York, as follows :

'The language of praise is sweet when it
comes from high sources of intelligence and
moral worth; and sweet, also, is the con-
sciousness ot having labored hard through a
long life to merit it. The measure (be added)
was full and overflowing. The great calam-
ity which has befallen ihe country the re-
bellion had found him advanced far in life;
and the labors, responsibilities and anxieties
which it had thrown upon him, had broken
him down. He was now but a wreck. If
the calamity had occurred three or four years
before, it would have found him vigorous,
and in a condition to do some service in
meeting it; and he would have met it, he
flattered himself, successfully.

Although he was hor da combat, yet he
was happy to say and his opinion on thi:
subject must be of some value that he had
left on the field n large and patriotic army,
in which were many of the best citizens of
the country, the best of officers and men,
commanded by Generals of great merit
Generals capable of maintaining and achiev-
ing victory. On the field were young and vig-
orous men, competent to perform all the du-
ties which the country requires of them.
Major-Gener- al McClellan. a man of scien-
tific attainments ami genius, and of respec-
table experience; Major-Gener- al Halleck,
another officer of experience, science and
discretion, who would meet all tee expected
tious of his Government and country, and
many Brigadiers and Colonels of great
worth.

He (General Scott) did not, therefore,
despair of the Union; he was even confi-
dent of the success of our cause, within a
limited time, and hoped that the coming
spring would find the rebellion suppressed.
In a short lime more he hoped that another
union of fraternity wonld be
so firmly as to endure forever. The Union
had commanded all his affections. The
Union was his country and he knew no
other. To the United States only he owed
allegiance, and meant to die in that allegi-
ance.

General Scott then remarked that he was
about to leave this city and the country for
a limited time, in order to repair his physical
condition- - He had had a very bad turn this
morning a dizziness in the head, like ver-
tigo ; but hoped, before he embarked, to get
rid of that infirmity in the head, and he did
not doubt he would find some celebrity who
might treat successfully that complaint, and
that he might soon enjoy the pleasures of
locomotion. Then he should return to the
city which had been his delightful home for
so mmy months in each year for about forty
years.

He would return again to the bosom of
that society which had always treated him
with so much personal kindness and consid-
eration, and very happy should he be in such
return ; and he trusted that happiness would
come in six or seven months, when he might
again sec the city of New Yok. In conclu-
sion, the General thanked the committee for
the complimentary resolutions with which
they had presented him.

The committee thcu rctirtd.
lu reply to Judge Picrpont, of the Union

Defence Committee, Gen. Scott said:
4Gcutlcmeu of the Union Defence Com-

mittee: 1 am iu a poor condition to meet
you on this great occasion. I am at this
moment laboring under much dizziness. I
would with lo lisc to the height of the pre-
sent moment, but my physical ability will
cause me utterly to fail in my wishes. I
feel that I am greatly honored honored by
those to whom honor is due. I feel that I
am not only in the bosom of my country-
men ot my f How-citize- of the town in
which I have lived more or less for tbe pas-fort- y

odd years but I feel I am in the bo-

som of iny friends.: Oh! for one moment of
brightness, that I might do justice to my
feelings some fniall justice to the dignity
and weight of this company. '

"I go, gentleman, across the ocean for a
short period, and for a special purpose for
the chance of getting rid of this dizziness,
which perplexes me almost every moment
and in the hope of fin ling some relief for
the infirmities I hve labored under for
many years, and which have been greatly
iacreascd by the unceasing labors of the
last ten or eleven months. -

44It is my expectation to'return again to
that country lo which I am like yourselves
nobly devoted. All that country I mean
the Union commenced with the good old
thirteen States I hope it will eoon be made
up again to its thirty-fou- r. Although I
have been compelled to retire from the field,
I have the consolation to be able to assure
you that the command of the army is in
competent hands; my opinion on the sub-
ject may have some weight with you.

"I leave in the field generals of great
ability Major Generals McClellan and Hal-
leck of a high order of intellect, of scien-
tific attainments, of much ability in milita-
ry affairs, and of excellent judgment and

The regulars are exces-
sively clannish, and Fremont was not a fa-

vorite with them because he was not of
them--Cincinna- Com.
