Nw ob, May 30 Special About
4:10 this afternoon the llrooklyu bridge
was the scene of one ol the most appalling
and hearl-renlin- g tragedies ever recorded.
The cause of the calamity is difficult to
locate, but is believed to have been the
work of roughs, who started a panic for
lh puriiote of robbery. At this
writing it is difficult to as-
certain the number ot victims of the
great craah and stampede which ensued al-

most in the twiukliug nf an eye. The
bridge officials are censured lor not taking
proper steps at the incipieucy of the panic,
aud it is believed that the loot passage-way- s

ot t'ae bridge are entirely too narrow.
Ureal crowds of people are now at the
scene of the disasli r looking tor traces of
loved ones, whom they (ear have lound a
fearful death. The police have restored
some semblance ot order, and the dead anil
wounded are being extricated.

Nxw York, May 30 Press J A fearful

this alturnoou, by which a large number id
people lost the lives. The iiafVowness of
the footway for passengers is tbe cause td
the horror. Theiuuioritv of the dead in i oi
yet identified. About 4 o'clock a long line
ot people on foot in the center of the walk
of the structure, going from and coming to
this city, thickened, swelled and stopped in
its motion, just at the stairs leading up fiom
the concrete roadway to the bridge
proper. Strong men and feeble wo-
men, niaubood and infancy were
wedged together in that jam by
ius leunui 01 me crowu wnicti ex-
tended 111 lies, one might sav. on either idp
of the line. It was a remorseless. 1'enrinl
stupid force that held its victims as immov-
able as the stone foundations of the bridge
itself. The stoppage lasted nearly mi
hour, during wlucu time scores of people
fainted. To relieve the jam, tbe bridge of
ficials removed some of the iron palings a
iw leet irom me stairway on the New
York side, when, of course, those unfortu-
nate enough to be near the opening, weak
aud fainting to death as they were, imme-
diately fell helter-skelte- r, heels over head
downon the jagged, gravelly road beneath,
a mass of bruised, discolored human flesh.
Scores were trampled upon instantly
ana so siumoie was ueain. Men were
dragged out of that heap of helpless hu-
manity with faces blue as indigo, and tbe
life blood trickling out of their nostrils, ami
also children and women, pale, dishevelled
and dead. Tbe roadway on either side of
the walk was strewn with dead and dving
a pitiable sightand yet it is said no ell'uris
were made by the bridge officials to stop
people coming on the bridge. The dead
ana dying were carried oil In wagons, carta.
etc., Improvised on the moment for the
service, and it was a long time before the
police arrived and anything like order wus
restored or amuuiauces appeared. Mean
wuue teams were rustling uutn ways
at a full gallop over the roadway, why, no
one coutu ten, loreaieuing me annus aud
lives of those who were attempting to as
sist the unfortunate victims. Tbe pnlce
were shouting themselves hoarse, "dear
the Why I" wagons were rattling over the
rough siones, aud men and women rushing
in nil directions trade it a bedlam Indeed.
A party ot men iu uniform did immense
service at the spot as volunteer police to
check the vulgar and curious. At Cham-
bers street hospital there are lying thirteen
dead, six unknown men aud six unknown
women, aud Cieorge Smith, of No. 42 Water
street.

"1 was walking along the bridge to
ward tbe New Yo k entrauce," said a man
who held by the hand a young girl, who
was crying bitterly, "when 1 heard shorn-lu- g

and soreaming suddeuly arise in front
of me. Then I saw bits, slicks and hands
stretched aloft, and wltn one scream tbe
whole dense mass swayed and swayed
toward the gates. 1 suppose the people
thought tie bridge was cming down,
anyway; they fought, screamed and yelled
like demoLS. Cblldreu and women were
knocked down and trampled upon and I
was bornj Irresistibly out of the entrance.
Then I lound ttvs little girl, who bad lost
her friends aud here we are safe, thank
tiod." Tbe little girl between her sobs
said her name was Flora Davis, ol 02 Lewis
street.

"I went on the bridge," said Charles
Btigh, of 60 Third meet, Brooklyn, "at
about 4 o'olock, aud as I was appioachlng
the river span I lound mysell unable to
move either backward or forward. Women
and children commenced screaming, hun-
dreds of men cllrubel with great difficulty
on to the beams running over railroads
and made their way to the carriage-way- .

Many let themselves drop through between
the beams and were caught by th?ae be-
neath.

Myself, the police and others
helped to pull out tbe dead and dying,
a, iu they were laid on the roadway nntli
the ambulance came.

At that hour there were thousands of per-
sons on the bridge, the most ol them com-
ing froru Brooklyn. The irwMCr and
brisk aud people were wa kxg rapidly.
As the croad approached the short lliwht
of steps, those iu front p ashed back for fear
they would be precipitated over the steps,
a distance ol about six feet. These people
i'l drawing back from the step made the
neucieuaof a pin, for thousands behind

She was dead
when they got her out. More than half
an hour afterwards the men snranir upon
the rails at the sides and waived the crowds
back from Sixtieth street New York and
the Brooklyn sides, but the people
continued to crowd on to
ward the steps. No police
were in sight. Every tuli nte Jje txcite-men- t

grew worse. Meu lu the crowd lilted
Iheir children above their heads to save
them Irom the crush. People were still
paying their pennies at both gates and
swarming in. At last the people at tbe
new lork end ot tne bridge understood
what was happening. Tbe gates were
closed and word was sent to llrooklyu to
close the gates there. Messengers were
sent to the police station In Oak street, but
oelore any outside help came tbe bring
police, assisted by citizens, Impressed two
grocers wagons into amnuianoa service.
They were loaded up with dead aud dying
and driven off the bridge, followed
by . crowds of distracted men and
women. As the wagons came out en tbe
strei-- t ihey were obliged to stop to allow a
brilliant uniformed band playing mttsiato
pass up Cattiam street. Twelve dead bodies
had been laid In the basement of tbe
Chambers street hospital. At 6 o'clock
two of the dead were identified as Ueorge
Smith, 42 Watts street, aud Ellen Itlordan.

Several women were hall
naked and many had only on rags One
woman bar both her shoes torn off, and
almost all were bareheaded. There were
hundreds of them disheveled and crying.
Their faces were white, aud in many in-
stances were covered with dust and dirt.
Mrs. Edward O't'olburn, 187 South Eighth
street, Brooklyn, came out Into Chatham
street, leadi.ig a little boy with each band.
She had lost her husband in the throng.
He hud taken their youngest child with
him. While she wss talking to a reporter
of tbe Sun, on Chatham street, her oldest
daughter, a girl liineteen years of age, ruw
up to her crying, "Where is father?" The
mother answered she did uot know. Mrs.
Colburn laid: "It was an awful experi-
ence. I saw one woman full backward
from the steps. As soon aa she fell she v
jumped upon by men, who were forced ul

un iuc iauiiiju urr iu iieaiu. 1
was pushed up against the railing and
turned around, and around where lbs crush
occurred I wus twenty-liv- e yards from the
Bteps and walked toward them. 1 no-
ticed the jam on the step, and
stood watching the immense throng. A
man got on the iron work and beckoned lo
the crowd to go back. He was not a police-
man. I saw no policeman there. I heard
a scream and then several others screamed.
I saw tbe crowd surge and 1 jumped over
the fence. Tbe jam centered on the steps.
I went along the atone sides and walked
along and hung on the railing with
one hand. Just as I got upon
tbe nor Hi side nf the fence, the crowd
swayed toward New York aud threw a girl
down on tbe rlght-ha- corner. She went
over sidewlse and forward and fell on her
face. Then lonr men a woman fell on
her. The crowd crier" 'Everybody come
over aud get away, lot id's sake!' 1 have
been used to handling small gangs of men,
and I yelled for them lo get over the rail
and pulled a man over; I got him over and
the women next to him, and after
a hard struggle got them so they stood
along the Iron work. Meantime theihrnnv
was wedged at tbe scene ol accident. The
tide was irom Brooklyn as the New York
entrauce was closed to all but reporters and
those engaged in carrying olTthe dead and
wounded. Tt was not until a quarter of 0
o'clock that a guard or police wore sent on
the bridge and tbe crowd was thinned.
