2. Organize them into a committee
and select a place at which I can
meeet the most thoughtful men and
women, in order that we may do
something to better the business and
moral conditions of the race, right
where you live. If a crowd can be
gotten out all right; if not, get out
the people who want to see better

.times and who will work to help
your community. These I will be1

glad to epeak to and organize, so
that you can help yourselves.

3. Write me, intelligently and say
come on. Between the time you write
me and the time I come, keep busy
talking up the meeting, place and the
date. .If convenient get out hand
bills and put your advertisement in
the paper, there you take it

4. When I come, have some one
to meet me. When you hear me
speak and we organize when I am
gone, do what I told you, and your
town will b better and your people
encouraged.
