Tk3 Importance Of Spanish In

The Curriculum Of

Kegro Schools.

By F. M. Roblnett,
Head of the Department of Spanish

Dallas Colored High School.
I would fain trouble the readers

of The Dallas Express with this ar-
ticle, but he that has noted the signs
of the times and can read with out
using spectacles that have been gloss-
ed by the tinted rays ' of Southern
prejudice will see-th- it is a timely
article even if faulty in construction.
If it is a means of inciting an in-

terest, which at present lethargic
i the young men and women of my
race I shall feel amply repaid. The
subject la too comprehensive and of
far reaching importance to- - be fully
treated in this short article. So with

ut attempting an exhaustive analy-
sis ot the subject I shall . state in
this disconnected way of a few rea-
sons why the young Negro of Ameri-
ca and especially Texas should have
at least a working knowledge of
Rnanlnh

Wben we take into consideration
that there are only two growing
languages English and Spanish (and
It may be mentioned that Spanish is
gaining the ascendancy) and that a

man has the advantage and
that his breadth of view encompasses
that of the al man we can
or should be able to see the impor-
tance of having a knowledge of these
two languages.

It. Is an axiomatic truth that he
who has an atom of prejudice wheth-socia- l,

political or economical against
any group of people falls short of
having a liberal education. It is also
true that any barrier social, politi-

cal or economical retards the de-

velopment of that segregated group
in proportion to ihe density of the
walla nt thin barrier.

One of the most amazing things
in this country to the visiting Latin
American is the almost absolute lack
nf anv thins like adeauate informa
tion as to what the Spanish Ameri-
cans are doing in the present or what
they 'have done in the past This
lack of Information 1b particularly
noticeable, as is the case with the
achievements of the Colored Ameri-
can, in the high school texts upon
history and geography..

A knowledge of Spanish will not
only reveal to ns the achievements,
character and ideals of the Spanish
nations but it will reveal. to us a
wonderful poople and a marvelous
field of human activity. With the
ercoptlon of Alfred Austin, the En-

glish speaking people can not boast
of a trio of present day writers that
touch every phase of human en-

deavor as do Alberta Blest Gana,
novelist and poet, Rlcardo Palma.
historian and philologist and Juan
Zorllla de Si Martin, literary critic
and philanthropist. It la said that
nlnety-flv- o per cent of ihe publlo
men of I.ntin America are writers.
If Negro captitel of this country
would grasp the opportunity that
Latin Arierlca offers to the b ashless
man, and when I uon the term Latin
America I mean Menlco, Central
America and all the countries of
South America, his assists could be
Increased one hundred fold. The re-

sources f; these -- countries are un-

limited ai;J its developemert is in
the lncipiency. . .....

He will Arid in Latin America
geographical ccM-Jou- s similar to
those in the United States and in
addition thereto, he will find thee
added advantages which I consider
tutt greatest fsset of a free people,
a total lack of prejudice on account
ot race or color, lack of clansman
hamperirg tradition, free play of

effort and opportunity, and
boundless expanse of territory and
gencrouB breath of horizon. In the
free countries of Latin America
where, far from being compelled to
abandon cherished ideals and aspi-

rations, these Ideals and aspirations
are encouraged and may be expanded
to undreamed of horlr-ons- . where
the crushed and bruised, though ro-

mantic, soul of a people may find

its in so-

cial, politica1 and commercial expan-

sion.
As evidence of the welcome and

cordial relationship that exists' for
the Colored American In Latin Ameri-

through out those countries with the
malicious Intent of retarding the mo-

ral stamina and the racial activities
of the Colored American.
