Prtpose To Punish State
' Officials For Lynchings

(By The Associated Negro Press).
Buffalo, N. Y., July 10. A measure

aimed t i stop lynching, which tends
to increase, has been introduced in
congress by Representative DaI linger
of Massachusetts. By the terms of
the bill a tate, or the officers of a
state In .which lynching takes, place,
will be considered as denying to a
citizen lynched the protection of ihe
laws and a lynching will be con-

sidered a violation of the peace of
the United States.

Every person in a mob by which
a citizen is put to death will be
deemed guilty of nmrder. subject to
prosecution and, if convicted, subject
to punishment under the laws of the
Btate In which the lynching .occurs.
More than that the state will be
subject to the forfeiture of $5,000 to
$10,000 for the use of the dependents
of the person lynched. '

Officers of the Btate who fall to
prevent lynching . and pvosecutln?
officers who fall to prosecute for the
offense all persons participating In
a lynching mb will be deemed guil-

ty of an offense against the United
States. .. Representative " Dalllnger
would provide for them a punishment
of not more than two year's im-

prisonment or a fine not exceeding
$5,000 or both.
