be tolerated by the white people of
this community and county, and we
will not permit the Negroes of this

and before the State at large that
we do 'not believe in applying the
torh,. even to the homes of Negroe,
and we stand ready to give our best
assistance toward preventing any
repetition of this act of burning, and
toward stopping any such thing if

lit should be attempted again; and
That we know that we have good
Negro citizens in our community
and county, and it is our purpose
to Tirotent them, and w will elve
our best attention to that end.
