The house
has been painted recently, A sani-
tary out-house has also been bullt
and the garden enlarged and well
funced, ‘This was done last year.

“Mrs, White, his wife, became very
deeply interested In poultry and from
the sale of chickens and eggs she
realized over $12500 S8he used the
money for furnishing a living room
in her home. The walls were paper-
ed, three nice rugs had been put
on the floor, and & set of mission
furnitlure was very neatly arranged
In one room.

“When I visited this room In 1017,
I found in It none of the things
mentioned above and the contrast
was quite striking. These (mprove-
ments were a direet outgrowth of
the home demonstration work through
the poultry club, according to Mrs
