SAYS JAPAN IS LABOR'S FOE.

Washington, Dec. 18.—~The Japa-
nesé government is “an autocracy
which is the enemy of social justice,”
declared U. Masumoto, labor dele-
gate from Japan, at the Inteérnational
labor confereénce. Pointing to the
flag of his country, the Japanese
gald:

“Can you believe it when I say
that behind that flag there are sev-
eral millions of toilers unjustly treat-
od under the autocracy which is the
enemy of social justice.”

Once more pointing to the flag he
declared that under it “there is a
police regulation whose aim is to
interfere with the organization of la-
bor.,” The speaker said that the in-
dustrial workers of Japan are mostly
women and children and that thelr
lives almost approach that of slav-
ery.

New York, Dec.
Press digpalches state thalt Japa-
nese laborers are in o ferment over
increased living costs and that they
are demanding more wages,

This statement was printed in the
newspapers of this country the same
day were printed statements by a
Japanese worker at the international
labor conference, Washington, that
his country has a police regulation
intended to interfere with  Iabor
uniona, and that Japan Is an enemy
of social justice.

All of which would indicate that
high costs of living in Japan can
not be traced to organized labor.
